Dear Mr. Mayor and Honorable Council Members: 

My name is Jaqueline Ramirez and I just lost my housing at a building covered by the Rental Ordinance 

because of its severe weaknesses. While me and my neighbor’s case is lost, I truly hope that you will 

consider our story and make the reforms necessary to help your constituents and the residents of San 

Jose. 

I fully support the effort to decrease the allowable percentage increase to 2% from 8%. However, this 

does not go far enough. Most people are not aware that one of the biggest weaknesses in the Ordinance 

is the Increase of Debt Service clause. This clause, which is actually an exception to the already very 

generous increase limits, allows owners who newly purchase buildings that are subject to the Ordinance 

to pass on their mortgage to the existing tenants and exceed the allowable 8 and 21%. In my case, this 

exception to the ordinance allowed my landlord to raise my rent 31%. My neighbors all received 

similarly shocking increases.  

Consequently, my neighbors and I participated in the mandatory arbitration and had to go through the 

humiliating experience of basically, begging our new landlord not to raise the rent so that we could keep 

our housing. Landlords are fully aware of this huge loophole in the existing ordinance and take full 

advantage. 

It was horrible enough to realize that such a huge loophole existed in the Ordinance. In addition to this I 

then had to experience the arbitration process which also completely favors the landlord. For example, 

the landlord was required to submit the documents outlined in the Ordinance, including their cost 

worksheet. HOWEVER, I was not allowed to have a copy of these documents prior to the arbitration 

hearing. This left my neighbors and me in a position where we were unable to adequately prepare for 

the arbitration and in a weak bargaining position. Furthermore, because of tenant’s limited resources 

there is little that can be done to prove that the sale and purchase of buildings was truly an “arm’s 

length” transaction. Again, giving the landlord’s all of the advantage. 

In my case, we were lucky enough that one of the tenants in our building happened to work for a non‐

profit who was somewhat familiar with the ordinance and who had an attorney willing to speak on our 

behalf. BUT, even with these resources and the fact that my neighbors and I came together to try and 

stop the increase, the reality is that the law completely favored the landlord and left us, as tenants, 

without recourse. This cannot be what the authors of this Ordinance had in mind. 

I am a San Jose resident (for the time being), I have a full‐time job at a local non‐profit fighting against 

housing discrimination, I have a bachelor’s degree from SFSU and a law degree from Santa Clara School 

of Law and can still no longer afford to remain in San Jose.   

I refuse to believe that you as my elected representatives find it acceptable that people that work in 

your community to try and provide services to the community cannot actually afford to live in the 

community. San Jose residents deserve better. Landlords have all of the financial resources to price out 

tenants, but as tenants with limited means all we have are our elected representatives to protect us. So 



once again, I ask that you help the working people of San Jose and make the necessary reforms to this 

Rental Ordinance.  





SILICON VALLEY RENTERS RIGHTS COALITION STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES 

San Jose is experiencing a rental housing crisis of historic proportions. Rents have been increasing at 
10% or more every year since 2010, with no end in sight. The average two‐bedroom apartment rent 
here is now over $2500.  

A quarter of San Jose renter families pay over half their income for rent, causing needless suffering, 
overcrowding, stress, code violations, dislocation, and often homelessness. Renters priced out of our 
city are forced to commute long distances to work here, clogging our highways and damaging the 
environment and our quality of life.  A recent study shows that homelessness in our region costs local 
governments over half a billion dollars a year. 

This is a humanitarian crisis.  

Strengthening San Jose’s rent ordinance is a cost effective solution that will stabilize rents for tens of 
thousands of working families, seniors, people with disabilities, and others at risk of displacement. 
Silicon Valley has some of the highest rents in the country, yet San Jose’s existing rent ordinance is far 
weaker than those in other Bay Area cities that are similarly impacted. There is no legitimate reason why 
San Jose’s renters should be denied the same protection available in nearby communities. 

We must act now to prevent displacement of low‐ and moderate‐income tenants, and to promote the 
stability of our neighborhoods, by passing strong renters’ rights protections.  

1) Reduce the annual increases allowed by San Jose’s Apartment Rent Ordinance from 8% down to 
no higher than 2%. The current 8% allowable rent increases cause severe hardship to tenants, 
increase homelessness, and result in a continuing erosion of San Jose’s existing affordable 
housing stock, as rents rise year to year to levels beyond the financial capacity of working 
families. 

2) Require landlords to demonstrate just cause before terminating tenancies, as required in other 
large California cities. Tenancy terminations have doubled in San Jose from 2011‐14. Just Cause 
eviction protections safeguard tenant rights while still allowing landlords to terminate tenancies 
for misconduct.  

3) Ensure that the Apartment Rent Ordinance’s rent stabilization protections cover as many 
housing units as possible. The City should revise the ordinance to cover market‐rate units that 
are rented to tenants with Section 8 Housing Choice vouchers and other tenant‐based subsidies, 
and study expanding the ordinance’s coverage to units constructed between 1979 and 1995.  

4) End discrimination against tenants with Section 8 housing choice vouchers and other housing 
subsidies, either by ordinance or by effective incentives. San Jose relies heavily on Section 8 
vouchers for housing the homeless, and the refusal of private landlords to rent to Section 8 
tenants exacerbates the problem of homelessness in our community.

Subject: Rental woes in San Jose

Ms. Grabowski, 
 
Lita Kurth, from the Sacred Heart Housing Action Committee and also a colleague at De Anza College, told me you 
were looking for examples of problems resulting from the housing crisis. 
 
About a month ago my landlord informed me he was terminating my lease and gave 90 day notice to vacate, which 
ends at the end of December. I live in a fourplex in San Jose with my son, above them, and have been a steady tenant 
for over 13 years, paying currently about $1600 for a very basic two bedroom apartment. Their reason was that 
wanted to renovate the apartment, which is ironic as the apartment is not up to standards and it has been 
historically difficult to get them to respond to upkeep and repairs. I am assuming of course that they want to raise 
rent and probably double it, which, in the current market, they may well be able to do. My landlord has reminded me 
on several occasions of my apartment’s market value. 
 
I thought I was protected by rent control, but I talked to Ramo Pinjic, in the San Jose Housing Department, and 
learned that they were within their rights, that they do not have to give any reason for termination since housing is 
currently just above the critical level of about 3%. I have since negotiated a 3-4 month extension with my landlord, 
though do not have that in writing. 
 
I am a college English instructor, and a good one. I have 30 years experience in the field, having taught across a 
spectrum of schools, including Stanford, Santa Clara University, UC Santa Cruz, and several community colleges. 
Like too many in the field, I am a part-time instructor. Colleges have depended heavily on contingent labor for 
decades. I’ve seen numbers as high as 50%. 
 
I have checked the current rental market, and it’s unlikely I’ll find anything comparable for less than $2500-3000, 
most likely on the high end or higher, likely much further out, as much as 20 miles, and all I’ve see so far is below 
the quality what I currently rent. What that means is that I will have to pay some $36,000 a year for rent. To 
translate in terms of my earnings, that rental is just above what I currently make for teaching 5 courses, the 
maximum I am allowed to teach at De Anza, a 5/8 load there, but really a much higher load at other schools. Though 
I have not made a firm decision, it simply does not make financial sense to remain here. The only way I can afford to 
stay is to try to scrounge up classes at other schools, as I have done in the past, and teach an overload, commuting 
across the bay. My other option is simply to leave the area—and the state—which I’m considering heavily. I may 
retire early at 63, though will pay a price. 
 
But I’m at the top of my pay scale. Other part-timers starting out make as little as almost half what I make. They will 
be at the mercy of their landlords, and I don’t know what’s to keep those from following suit. And it’s not just part-
time labor. I know full-time instructors who, renters, are struggling now. Entry level full-time instructors, at lower 
pay, will have trouble justifying coming here, as will grade school teachers. The security of home ownership won’t be 
an option for many. And I haven’t talked about other civil servants and those with comparable pay. 
 
Nor have I talked about my students. Most at De Anza come from lower income families. 
 
Community servants always suffer first, but it’s hard to believe that the whole texture of the quality of life in San 
Jose and the area won’t be severely affected.

We are certainly not earning 8 percent at
 the bank. How is 8 percent every year appropriate? This is pure greed.
 
We
 can no longer afford to pay rent in San Jose, pay the cost of living, AND adequately invest in
 savings and retirement. Saving an additional 20 percent down payment for a condominium or a
 townhouse is a pipe dream. As much as we like San Jose and the Silicon Valley, we desire a
 balanced life. If the City of San Jose doesn't take action to protect it's Middle Class (which is now
 quickly becoming low income by Silicon Valley standards), we will have to relocate out of state.

There seems to be a good
 logic to it, and a good precedence, in how important rent control cities, in California, have
 denied this form of, 'the pass through'. It is also nice, how you are trying to work 'Just Cause',
 and possibly the Crime Free Multi Housing Plan'. Your city is noting the needs of the
 property owners, and then is coming up with, what seems a good way to compromise. Only
 using Just Cause, and the Crime Free Multi-Housing Program, as basic guidelines, for what
 the city and the community, may be learning together, to create their own ideas and better
 definitions, of renter's rights, tenant rights, and human rights. Your city seems to
 concentrating, on the most needed and most important worries of both renter's and property
 owners. This is to avoid the increasingly obvious problems, of both Just Cause, and the Crime
 Free Multi Housing Program.

Dear Mayor and Councilmembers,

We are writing to commend you for embarking on the long and painful process of reforming San Jose’s
 Apartment Rent Ordinance. The rent control controversy is not just a political and economic issue. It
 goes to the heart of the great moral crisis gripping Silicon Valley, the glaring disparity of wealth between
 the technology billionaires and the struggling low-income communities that help sustain them. We also
 want to correct what we believe are unfair allegations that were communicated to you by the California
 Apartment Association in its letter to you dated April 4, and provide some thoughts on where we think
 some of the evolving compromises should land.

The CAA ‘s letter conveys the inaccurate impression that only rental property owners have provided input
 about rent control to the Housing Department and/or Councilmembers during the past year. In fact,
 hundreds of tenants have spoke at City Council and the Housing and Community Development
 Commission meetings. Pro-rent control tenants and supporters held rallies of over 100 tenants in
 September and again in December last year, and held a community meeting of over 500 people at
 Overfelt High School on March 7.

A review of correspondence posted on the Housing Department’s web site shows that the over 3000 pro-
rent control letters outnumber anti-rent control letters by roughly three to one. Our organization alone
 collected over 1600 letters with entirely volunteer efforts, mainly by tenants themselves, since we have
 no paid staff. All of these letters call for reducing the annual allowable rent increases to 2%, and enacting
 protections to prevent unfair and unjust evictions. Many include moving personal testimonies that
 deserve to be read:

We also want to take this opportunity to remind you that a poll taken by EMC Research last summer
 indicated that 72% of residents support a rent control that would reduce allowable annual rent increases



 to 2%.

The CAA’s complaint that their views were not acknowledged, taken into account, or considered is
 groundless. The Housing Department has frequently and even-handedly recognized both landlord and
 tenant views in its reports. What the CAA actually objects to is the fact that the Housing Department
 listened to others as well as to them, and that its recommendations did not agree with landlords 100% on
 every single issue.

The substance of the CAA’s central complaint about the Housing Department recommendations is also
 unfounded. They essentially criticize staff for carrying out the specific instructions of the City Council,
 which were to study revisions to the ARO ordinance, and not (in this report) to consider and make
 recommendations around  the questions of housing supply and affordable housing in general.
 
Finally, most importantly, the CAA letter does not address or even mention the humanitarian crisis that is
 presently being experienced by renters in San Jose. The real nuts and bolts of the rent control issue are
 not so much the policy details and economic arguments, but the traumatic life issues created by the
 continuing displacement of thousands of people in our community by rising rents and unjust evictions.
 
Many of these human tragedies were detailed in the recently published book, Evicted: Poverty and Profit
 in the American City, by Harvard sociologist and McArthur genius grant recipient Matthew Desmond.
 Although his research was centered in Milwaukee, it could just as well have been a description of the
 daily lives of many of the hundreds of thousands of tenants who live in San Jose.

“I think that we value fairness in this country,” said Desmond in an interview in “The Atlantic”
 <http://www.theatlantic.com/business/archive/2016/03/eviction-matthew-desmond-housing/471375/>;.

“We value equal opportunity. Without a stable home, those ideals really fall apart. Without the ability to
 plant roots and invest in your community or your school—because you’re paying 60, 70, 80 percent of
 your income to rent—and eviction becomes something of an inevitability to you, it denies you certain
 freedoms. A finding of the book is that eviction causes job loss. So for folks that are working for low
 wages, the lack of affordable housing can cause them to make mistakes at work and eventually lose their
 jobs. That seems out of step with what we as a nation feel is right, and fair.

“The face of the eviction epidemic is moms and kids, especially poor moms from predominantly Latino
 and African American neighborhoods. We found that about one in five African American women renters
 report being evicted at some point in their lives. The equivalent is about one in 15 for white women
 renters. So there’s an enormous discrepancy.

“If you’re a single mom who is devoting 80 percent of your income to rent, you’re going to be behind. That
 allows this relationship between landlords and desperate tenants where tenants get a home, and
 landlords get the ability to skimp on maintenance requests, without threat of coming under scrutiny from
 the city. Tenants can report a situation, but it greatly increases their risk of eviction. We have to be
 mindful of the weakness of certain legal protections under these conditions.”

When Councilmembers talk about striking a balance between tenants and owners, it is important to think
 long and hard about exactly who we are talking about. Rental property owners are only a tiny sliver of the
 population, while renters represent over 40% of our city. Renters include the poorest people in San Jose,
 many of whom live in the kind of constant state of crisis described by Desmond. The Silicon Valley
 housing crisis is creating a permanent sense of desperation and anxiety among them.

In the meantime, according to the City’s consultant, the great majority of landlords are faring quite well.
 Their average net operating income has doubled since the early 1990s, while the consumer price index
 (CPI) has only risen 83%. Over the same time period, their properties have accrued average market
 value increases of over 200%.

Desmond points out that it is important to understand the perspective of landlords as well as tenants.
 “Their jobs can often be hard and tricky, and writing them off as greedy or demonizing them really gets
 us away from the harder conversation that we need to have. One of the questions that I thought was
 really important to ask was, just how much money are they making? The profit margins are not small.
 That raises a question: To what extent can we address poverty without addressing the fact that some
 people make a lot of money off the poor?”



The economic tug of war between landlords and tenants is not an even battle. Property owners in Silicon
 Valley are not an oppressed group. Because of the housing crisis, landlords in recent decades have held
 a virtual monopoly over the rental market. Less than 25% of Santa Clara County residents today can
 afford to buy a median-priced home, much less a rental property. In its letter, even the CAA admits that it
 is renters who are paying for many owners’ retirements, children’s college educations, and medical
 needs – even though a large number of renters themselves cannot save for their own retirement, cannot
 pay for their children to go to college, and in many cases do not even have health coverage for their own
 families. 53% of San Jose renters are described as “rent-burdened” because they spend more than 30%
 of their income on housing. A quarter of San Jose renters pay over half their income for housing.

Our tenants are extraordinarily diverse. In addition to seniors and people with disabilities, they make up a
 large, young, energetic, and valuable part of our city. They represent the future of San Jose. We does
 not benefit when this vital part of our community is destabilized and displaced. More importantly, their
 welfare is an accurate gauge of the moral pulse of our city. Every time rents increase at a rate faster than
 the cost of living, they plunge more tenants into deeper poverty, deeper rent burden, and needless
 suffering. We can construct a hundred complicated economic arguments why the rich have to get richer,
 and the poor poorer, and why they have to suffer, but they do not hold water in the scales of eternity. The
 Council’s action on April 19 will send an important signal to tenants and to the larger community about
 whether our system works or not.

San Jose is in the midst of a rental housing crisis.  Rents are unaffordable to all but the 
wealthiest members of our community and are increasing at rates that far outstrip the 
ability of low- and moderate-income renters to afford them.  Average asking rent for a 
two-bedroom apartment is $2750, meaning that families must earn $110,000/year just 
to afford a place to live.  In contrast, workers in many occupational categories make 
under $60,000/year in Silicon Valley.   
 
Living through this housing crisis causes needless suffering, overcrowding, stress, code 
violations, family instability and displacement.  Seniors, people with mental and physical 
disabilities, and the working poor can find themselves forced out of their homes—and 
often out of Silicon Valley altogether—by exorbitant rent increases and unfair evictions.  
The tenants displaced by this crisis are the workers who drive our economy, the 
students who attend our schools, and the neighbors who make our community strong.

I am writing to you today about the proposed changes to the current San Jose

 Apartment Rent Ordinance. As the Executive Director of Veggielution Community

 Farm, located in District 5, I employ 6 staff members and host one Americorps VISTA

 member.  Each year, we engage with thousands of volunteers and program

 participants from diverse backgrounds who come from all over San Jose to help us

 grow food and build healthy communities. Our team works with great dedication and

 commitment at the beautiful and historical City of San Jose Emma Prusch Farm

 Park to fulfill our mission of creating a vibrant and connected local community.

 

My husband and I own a home in District 6, but each of my six staff members rents—

one in District 9 and the others in District 3. To make rent even somewhat affordable,

 they each live with multiple housemates. I know you will agree that for small

 businesses and nonprofit organizations such as Veggielution to operate sustainably

 and contribute to the economic well-being of San Jose over the long run, we must be

 able to recruit and retain our staff. With the high costs of living in the Bay Area, this is

 becoming an increasing challenge. We are tired of seeing so many of our staff and

 community members being squeezed out of this City due to soaring rents and

 injustice in our housing market. Nor is the effect of high rents limited to our

 organization’s staff, as we hear from community members and professional

 colleagues across San Jose about their own similar struggles.

 

I STRONGLY support rent control and just cause eviction protections for these

 hardworking individuals who are critical to the success of a thriving small business

 sector and deserve a safe, stable place to live. I hate to image losing a talented staff

 member who has chosen to serve her community at a small nonprofit because she

 can no longer afford to live within a reasonable distance of Veggielution.  I would like

 to imagine a time when our staff and community residents in East San Jose won't

 have to share a home with multiple housemates just to make ends meet. San Jose is

 in a rental housing crisis.  We have the fastest rising rents in the country and families

 are being forced out of the city at alarming rate. We have all chosen to work and live

 in San Jose because it is an economically, racially, and culturally diverse

 environment. To ensure that we can all continue to live here, I support the strongest

 renter protections possible, including:
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     - Tying the annual allowable rent increases to the Consumer Price Index (CPI)

      -Implementing just cause for evictions

     - Prohibiting retaliation against tenants, with meaningful penalties for landlords who

 violate the ordinance

     - Including more units under rent control, including duplexes, and;

      -Ending discrimination against Section 8 Voucher holders. 

      I urge you to vote to support these important protections so that San Jose can
