SOURCE REDUCTION AND RECYCLING ELEMENT PROGRAMS
FUNDED FROM AB939 FEES

General Solid Waste Management
Provides oversight, analysis, and coordination of all Source
Reduction and Recycling Element programs and activities.

Source Reduction

Provides public information and education, sampling of public
opinion to determine attitudes about source reduction issues,
and evaluation of different types of educational approaches,
including back yard composting programs. Works with Non-
Profit Recyclers and other local organizations to promote
source reduction and reuse.

Commercial Recycling

Provides outreach, technical assistance, and educational
assistance to the commercial sectors of the City. Also manages
non-exclusive hauling franchises and the Construction and
Demolition Recycling Program. Develops and implements
programs to reach the City’s waste reduction and diversion
goals.
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Evaluation Component

Provides evaluation of the effectiveness of and participation
rates for the department's recycling programs, and makes
recommendations for improving programs.

Market Development

Provides policy and technical analysis, program promotion,
contingency planning, legislative advocacy, expansion of local
recycling manufacturing activities, and expansion of City
procurement of recycled products.

Civic Recycling

Provides storage containers, training, and recycling services for
public areas, parks, and other City facilities. Administers City/
County Funding from the State Department of Conservation for
beverage container recycling. Coordinates with other City
departments and outside agencies regarding litter control.
