This transfer from the Fire Department C&C Tax Fund to the Council District 8 C&C Tax Fund is to
pay for approximately one acre of parkland (Silver Creek Linear Park) where Fire Station 36 will be
built. The Parks, Recreation and Neighborhood Services (PRNS) Department will use this funding
for park improvements after perforrning community outreach.

In order to use a portion of parkland at the Silver Creek linear park to construct Fire Station 36,
funding will be transferred to the PRNS Department for the appraised price of the land ($172,500).
