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RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Rules Committee recommend to the Mayor and City Council the
following action on State legislation related to land use, housing elements, and homelessness:

1. Support AB 2745 (Jones) — Discharge Planning
2. Support SB 1609 (Simitian) — Reverse Mortgages
3. Support SB 1676 (Ducheny) — Condominium Conversions

OUTCOME

By taking positions on these three bills, the City Council will help assist in the passage of
legislation that will enable the City to better protect our City’s residents against predatory
lending practices, enable us to provide greater assistance in the prevention of homelessness, and
protect tenants by increasing noticing requirements for condominium conversions.

BACKGROUND

The City’s Housing Department recommends support for the three measures listed above
because they will further the City’s affordable housing goals.

The following bills align with the City’s “Legislative Priorities” adopted in January 2006 under
the policies and priorities for Community and Economic Development. Specifically, the
Legislative Priorities call for support for “continued State and federal role in the provision of the
affordable housing and policies that increase affordable housing opportunities,” and our
continued advocacy to help eliminate homelessness, as adopted in the City’s Homeless Strategy.
