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Statement from Councilmember Liccardo Regarding Agreement to Bring Safeway Downtown as Anchor Tenant 

San Jose Councilmember Sam Liccardo is delighted to announce the culmination of a successful effort by the Redevelopment Agency and developer Wilson Meany Sullivan to bring a Safeway grocery store to San Jose’s downtown.   After several months of negotiation, and through a global economic collapse, Safeway has committed to occupy the 25,000 square foot space in the Tower 88 residential development at 2nd and San Fernando Streets. 

“By this commitment, amid the worst economic downturn in several generations, Safeway shows that its leaders share my bullish view of the future of our downtown,” Liccardo noted.  
Liccardo’s grandfather owned and operated a small grocery store downtown on Notre Dame Avenue in the 1940s and ’50s, and has actively sought to bring a major grocer into the core since taking office two years ago.  
“A strong demand has emerged for grocery retail in our rapidly growing downtown, “Liccardo added. “I expect I’ll be battling to grab the last box of Coco-Puffs from the opening day.”
