Background: 
Mayor Reed and Councilmember Sam Liccardo are calling on the City Council to adopt an action plan for a Downtown San Jose neighborhood that is poised for new development with high-rise housing, offices, BART, high-speed rail, vibrant retail, and new courthouses. Called the Peralta Plan in honor of the Peralta Adobe, San Jose’s oldest and most historic structure, which sits at the district’s core, the action plan calls for property owners and developers to work together to implement a cohesive vision for revitalizing the neighborhood and catalyzing the Downtown economy.

Mayor Reed and Councilmember Liccardo request that the Redevelopment Agency Board adopt a coordinated approach for the redevelopment of this key downtown neighborhood with over $1 billion in anticipated federal, state, regional, and private investment.   The multi-phase development will feature several residential towers, interspersed with mid-rise housing, several office high-rises, new parking, and future BART portals, all enveloping an open-air urban retail market and restaurants. 
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
