time for evaluation and mitigation by a qualified professional archaeologist.
The material shall be evaluated and if significant, a mitigation program
including collection and analysis of the materials at a recognized storage facility
shall be developed and implemented under the direction of the City’s
Environmental Principal Planner. ‘

As required by County ordinance, this project has incorporated the following
guidelines. - Pursuant to Section 7050.5 of the Health and Safety Code, and
Section 5097.94 of the Public Resources Code of the State of California in the
event of the discovery of human remains during construction, there shall be no
further excavation or disturbance of the site or any nearby area reasonably
suspected to overlie adjacent remains. The Santa Clara County Coroner shall be
notified and shall make a determination as to whether the remains are Native
American. If the Coroner determines that the remains are not subject to his
authority, he shall notify the Native American Heritage Commission who shall
attempt to identify descendants of the deceased Native American. Ifno
satisfactory agreement can be reached as to the disposition of the remains
pursuant to this State law, then the land owner shall re-inter the human remains
and items associated with Native American burials on the property in a locatlon
not subject to further subsurface disturbance.

VI. GEOLOGY AND SOILS — The project will not have a significant impact on this resource
therefore no mitigation is required.

VII. HAZARDS AND HAZARDOUS MATERIALS - The project will not have a significant
impact on this resource therefore no mitigation is required.

VIII. HYDROLOGY AND WATER QUALITY - The project will not have a significant impact
on this resource, therefore no mitigation is required.

In order-to avoid any impacts associated with an increased rate of surface runoff
and-erosion, the project proposes to include the following measures in the
project.

e During the design phase of the project, a post construction erosion study and
a finalized drainage plan will be completed and provided to the City
Engineer and Geologist for review and approval. This report include the
following: evaluating the increase in Thompson Creek erosion potential
based upon the schematic site plan, preparing at constraints-level analysis of
potential mitigation strategies, which might include HMP provisions.

e All recommended erosion protection measures will be incorporated into the
project design.



IX. LAND USE AND PLANNING - The project will not have a significant impact on this

resource, therefore no mitigation is required.

X. MINERAL RESOURCES — The project will not have a significant 1mpact on this resource,

therefore no mitigation is required.

XI. NOISE — The project will not have a significant noise impacts with the following mitigation:

MM NOI-1.1: Include a complete forced-air mechanical ventilation system so that windows
may be kept closed to control traffic noise intrusion.

MM NOI-1.2: Operable windows and doors shall be minimized for n01se sensmve uses facing
San Felipe Road.

MM NOI-1.3: An acoustical consultant shall participate in the design of the library building. A
detailed analysis during the project design phase shall be completed so that the
buildings design incorporates treatment necessary to minimize noise intrusion in
noise sensitive areas.

MM NOI-2.2: Mechanical equipment shall be designed so as to minimize impacts on
surrounding uses, particularly residences located south of the proposed library
building. This can be accomplished by locating noise-generating equipment on
the northern portion of the site or adjacent to San Felipe Road, or by providing
acoustical shielding. If rooftop-mounted mechanical equipment is used, it shall
be shielded from the adjacent residential development by rooftop screens or
perimeter parapet walls, noise control baffles, sound attenuators, or enclosures.
An acoustical specialist shall review the mechanical equipment plans prior to
construction to ensure the 55-dBA Ldn guideline is met at the residential
property line.

XII. POPULATION AND HOUSING — The project W111 not have a significant unpact on this

resource, therefore no mitigation is required.

XIII. PUBLIC SERVICES — The project will not have a significant impact on this resource,
therefore no m1t1gat1on is required.

XIV. RECREATION — The project will not have a significant impact on this resource, therefore no
mitigation is required.

XV. TRANSPORTATION / TRAFFIC — The project will not have a significant impact on this
resource, therefore no mitigation is required.

XVI. UTILITIES AND SERVICE SYSTEMS - The project will not have a significant impact on
this resource, therefore no mitigation is required.

XVII. MANDATORY FINDINGS OF SIGNIFICANCE —The project would have potentially

significant impacts with respect to cultural resources, noise, biological resources, and
hydrology and water quality. However, with the implementation of the noted standard
measures and mitigation measures, the potential impacts of the proposed project would be
reduced to a less than significant level. The project will not substantially reduce the habitat of



a fish or wildlife species, be cumulatively considerable, or have a substantial adverse effect on
human beings, therefore no additional mitigation is required.
