Building on community 
priorities, the Land Use/
Transportation Diagram 
shows the location, type, 
and intensity of employ-
ment, residential, and 
mixed-use growth planned 
throughout the City. 

Specific Growth Areas, including vil-
lages and corridors are planned for 
more intensive growth, while hillsides 
and established single-family neigh-
borhoods are protected from growth.  

The Draft Envision San José 2040 
General Plan and Land Use / Trans-
portation Diagram provide more flex-
ibility for employment uses than the 
current San José 2020 General Plan.

The Draft 2040 Plan sets forth a vision and a comprehensive road map to guide the City’s continued 
growth through the year 2040. It expresses what the people of San José want their city to become 
through the successful implementation of the Envision San José 2040 General Plan. Community 
members, the Envision Task Force and City staff worked together to formulate the Draft Plan; and it 
supports the City’s evolution into a regional job center, protects single-family neighborhoods and 
promotes San José as a great place for a diverse and thriving community to live, work and visit.

Bus Rapid Transit) and 
in existing commercial 
areas.

The Plan introduces the 
Urban Village concept to  
accommodate jobs and 
housing growth, while 
reducing environmental im-
pacts by promoting transit 
use, bicycling and walking.
