


Mommy/Daddy & Me Art Class at the Farm 
Share creative moments with your toddler as we create unique artwork that any 
parent would be proud of. You and your child will enjoy letting loose in a fun filled 
creative environment at the farm. Kids will have the opportunity to draw farm    
animals. This is a parent/child participation class. All materials are included. 

Storybook Cooking

The Hatchery (Kinder Tot and Tiny Tot )

Time for Two’s and Three’s in the Farm 
This program is a wonderful exploration of farm life for two and three year olds. The 
children will have the opportunity to feed the animals and learn about the farm. The 
main focus of this class is socialization and learning through play. Children have 
free choice of activities. Some activities may be messy, so wear your grubbies! 
Only enrolled children may attend. Price includes parent and one child only. NO 
SIBLINGS. NO EXCEPTIONS. Parent attendance is mandatory at every class. 

Math Tutoring 
Math Tutoring will give your child the confidence needed to succeed 
and a helping hand to develop skills. Students must bring in their 
math homework, math book, and their own pencil/ paper to each 
class.  

Reading Remedies 
This course is designed to improve your child's vocabulary, spelling and reading 
comprehension. Parents will need to provide reading materials requested by the 
instructor. Please bring pencil and lined paper to each class. 

Guitar 
This class will primarily focus on learning the basic techniques used in 
popular styles such as rock, folk, jazz, blues, country, etc. Instruction 
includes reading chord diagrams from song books, chord voicing, right 
and left hand techniques, the major scales, and their importance in 
popular music . Bring your own guitar. Level 1 is a class designed for 
students who have little or no experience playing guitar. Level 2  is for continuing 
students who  have completed Level 1. 

Piano Keyboard 
Basic piano skills, music reading and theory are taught as well as rhythm and ear 
training. Regular access to a piano or keyboard is essential for progress.  
Level 1- is a class for students with no prior experience. Must bring headphones with a 1/4 inch 
adapter. Non-refundable book fee of $8.00 due at 1st meeting.  
Level 2- is for continuing students who have completed Level 1.Must bring headphones with a 1/4 
inch headphone adapter. Option to purchase next book for $8.00 and /or flashcards for $6.00 
on the 1st meeting only. 
*Parent/Child Classes (Parent Participation Required) -Together you and your child will learn 
basic piano skills, note reading, rhythm, and melody through games and fun activities. Regular 
access to a piano or keyboard is essential for progress. This class is for new  students. Non-
refundable book fee of $18.00 due at 1st meeting.
