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ERM-West, Inc. (ERM) conducted a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of a portion of the Stevens Creek 
Executive Park located at 4300 and 4320 Stevens Creek Boulevard in San Jose, California (the “Site” or “Subject 
Property”). The Phase I ESA was conducted in accordance with the scope and limitations of ASTM International 
Standard E1527-13, Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 
Process. Exceptions to or deletions from E1527-13 are described in Section 1.3.4 of this report. 

The Site assessment was performed in two visits: one on 25 March 2016 by ERM assessor, Mr. Giorgio Molinario, and 
one on 29 March 2016 by ERM assessor, Ms. Julia Smith. ERM was accompanied on the Site visits by Mr. William 
Halcrow and Mr. Michael Cattivera, the Site property managers.  

The Subject Property consists of 3.79 acres of land and is developed with two buildings that total approximately 75,300 
square feet. The Site buildings were constructed between 1973 and 1974.  

The Site is occupied by multiple office tenants, as detailed in Section 3. Operations at the Site consist primarily of office 
use as well as limited electronic equipment assembly. Other Site operations conducted in the 4300 and 4320 buildings 
include small server rooms, breakrooms, and limited shipping and receiving.  

The ancillary activities at the Site include elevator operation and maintenance, building heating and cooling equipment 
operation and maintenance, limited building maintenance, and storage of small quantities of cleaners and building 
maintenance products in janitorial closets and a single exterior maintenance shed.  

No bulk hazardous material storage or hazardous waste generation was observed on the Site during the Site visits.  

The Site appears to have been undeveloped from at least 1889 to 1939. From 1939 to 1968, the Subject Property 
appears as orchards in aerial photographs and topographic maps. The earliest building on the Site appears to be a 
small residential building or shed associated with the building to the west of the Site. Two commercial/office buildings 
that match the present day layout first appear on the 1973 topographic map and remain generally unchanged to the 
present day. Tenants listed at the Site since 1975 include the following: financial services, insurance, magazines, 
transportation services, driving school, staffing, and software. In addition, health care offices were listed at the Site in 
1982 and carpet cleaning and furniture equipment in 1986. The Site was acquired by JZM LLC in 2006 and individual 
office suites are leased to tenants.  

  

Executive Summary 
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ERM has identified the following issues associated with the Site: 
 

Summary of Identified Issues 

ASTM E1527-13 Findings: 

Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs)1 

 ERM has not identified RECs during this assessment. 

Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECs)1 

 ERM has not identified CRECs during this assessment. 
Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions (HRECs)1

 ERM has not identified HRECs during this assessment. 
De Minimis Conditions 

 The Site has a history of agricultural use from 1939 to 1973 and pesticide and herbicide residues from historical 
application may be present. However, the presence of potential residual agricultural chemicals in soil is not 
considered a REC to the Subject Property and is considered a de minimis condition.  

 De minimis oil stains consistent with vehicle use were observed in paved parking areas across the Site and de 
minimis oil staining was also observed adjacent to the compressors on the building roofs. Because this staining 
is limited, this is considered a de minimis condition.  

 The elevator equipment room in the 4320 Building had staining on the concrete floor that is consistent with 
hydraulic fluid. Because the floor is intact, this is considered a de minimis condition.  

Non-ASTM E1527-13/Other Potential Issues: 
 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs): ERM observed suspected ACMs (e.g., floor tile, drywall system, ceiling 

tiles, vinyl floor tiles, thermal system insulation, and roofing materials) associated with the buildings on the Site. 
These materials were observed to be in fair condition during the Site reconnaissance; however, damaged 
materials were observed in selected areas. The Site representatives were not aware of (1) the presence of 
ACMs in the buildings and (2) an asbestos survey having been completed for the buildings. The Site buildings 
were constructed between 1973 and 1974; therefore, friable ACMs could have been legally used during 
construction and may be present in the Site buildings.

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1.1 Purpose and Auditors 

On behalf of Stevens Creek Owner, LLC and Stevens Creek Mezz, LLC (“the Client”), ERM-West, Inc. (ERM) 
completed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the Subject Property located at 4300 and 4320 Stevens 
Creek Boulevard in San Jose, California (the “Subject Property” or the “Site”). The environmental assessment was 
performed in anticipation of a property transaction involving the Site. 

The Site assessment was performed in two visits: one on 25 March 2016 by ERM assessor, Mr. Giorgio Molinario, and 
one on 29 March 2016 by ERM assessor, Ms. Julia Smith. ERM was accompanied on the Site visits by Mr. William 
Halcrow and Mr. Michael Cattivera, the Site property managers.  

1.2 Scope of Work 

This environmental assessment was conducted in conformance with ERM’s proposal dated 9 March 2016 and with the 
requirements of ASTM International (ASTM) Standard E1527-13, Standard Practice for Environmental Site 
Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process. Exceptions to, or deletions from, E1527-13 are 
described in Section 1.3.4 of this report. 

ERM’s Phase I ESA sought to gather information regarding: (1) current and past property uses and occupancies; (2) 
current and past use of hazardous substances and petroleum products; (3) waste management and disposal activities 
that could have caused a release or threatened release of hazardous substances; (4) current and past corrective 
actions and response activities to address past and ongoing releases of hazardous substances at the Subject Property; 
and (5) properties adjoining or located near the Subject Property that have environmental conditions that could have 
resulted in conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances to the Subject Property.  

The scope of this Phase I ESA included:  

 An onsite inspection to evaluate current conditions and identify areas of potential concern;  
 A review of the history of the Subject Property and its vicinity through interviews and a review of various 

historical sources;  
 Observation of adjoining properties and properties in the local area to evaluate the potential for adverse 

environmental impact to the Subject Property; 
 Interviews/research of local city/county, tribal, state, and federal records, including contracting of 

Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) to identify regulatory listings for the Site and regulatory-listed 
facilities in the vicinity of the Site, as required in the regulatory records review section of ASTM E1527-13; 
and 

 Interviews and/or requests for information from the User and Subject Property owner, as deemed 
appropriate by the Environmental Professionals. 

The following considerations, classified as “non-scope considerations” in ASTM Standard E1527-13, are included in the 
scope of ERM’s Assessment: 

1. Introduction and 
Background 
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 A preliminary building asbestos assessment was conducted. The asbestos assessment included visible 
observations from floor-level only of readily accessible building areas. Certain building roofs were 
assessed from the ground level. No sampling was conducted. 
 

1.3 Limiting and Special Conditions 

1.3.1 Limiting Conditions during the Site Visit 

ERM was not able to enter selected office suites that were locked or where tenants would not allow access readily, 
including: the 4300 Building – a portion of Suite 117, and the 4320 Building – bathroom storage closet on first floor, and 
Suites 120, 220, 229, and 283. ERM was not able to view or access the elevator pits. Photography was restricted in 
certain portions of the tenant suites. No other limiting conditions were encountered during the Site visits. 

1.3.2 Data Gaps 

The following table summarizes the data gaps identified during the Site assessment.

“Non-significant” indicates that additional information to fill the data gaps is not likely to have a negative impact on ERM’s 
conclusions presented in this report. “Significant” indicates that it is ERM’s opinion that additional diligence or investigation (such as additional 
data review or physical sampling of environmental media) is required to address the data gap. 

1.3.3 Significant Assumptions 

No significant assumptions have been made.  

1.3.4 Exceptions to and Deletions from the ASTM E1527-13 Standard 

ERM has not identified any exceptions to or deletions from the ASTM E1527-13 standard. 
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2.1 Location 

The general location of the Subject Property and the physiographic features of the surrounding area are shown on 
Figure 1, developed from the United States Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute quadrangle for San Jose, California, 
dated 2012. The Subject Property addresses are 4300 Stevens Creek Boulevard and 4320 Stevens Creek Boulevard. 

2.2 Topography and Hydrology 

The Subject Property is located at an elevation of approximately 147 feet above mean sea level, is generally flat, and 
slopes slightly to the north-northeast. Surface water at the Subject Property drains via overland flow to storm drains 
located on the asphalt-paved areas on all sides of the Site buildings. 

The overall topographic trend of the surrounding area slopes to the northeast. The nearest surface water body is 
Saratoga Creek, located approximately 5,000 feet northwest of the Subject Property. 

According to flood zone and National Wetland Inventory (NWI) data presented in the EDR® Radius Map™ report 
reviewed by ERM, the Subject Property is not located within the 100- and 500-year flood plains. The area across 
Stevens Creek Boulevard is within the 500-year flood zone according to the map provided by EDR. The Site is fully 
developed, and no wetland delineated areas are reported near the Subject Property in the overview map provided by 
EDR. Flood zone and NWI data were obtained by EDR from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service, respectively.  

2.3 Geology and Hydrogeology 

The site is located in Santa Clara County, south of the San Francisco Bay. The San Francisco Bay occupies a broad 
alluvial valley that mostly slopes gently towards the Bay, and is flanked by alluvial fans deposited at the foot of the 
Diablo Range to the east, and the Santa Cruz Mountains to the west. The northern part of the valley is called Santa 
Clara Valley (Department of Water Resources, 1975). 

Materials underlying the site are Quaternary fine-grained alluvial sediments derived from upland surfaces on either side 
of the San Francisco Bay Area. Beneath these sediments are thick deposits of Bay Mud, deposited by the San 
Francisco Bay during periods of higher sea tide levels. Subsurface lithology in the area includes sediments that have 
been estimated to be several hundred feet thick. The bedrock, consisting of Jurassic-Cretaceous rocks of the 
Franciscan Formation, is estimated to be at depths much greater than 1,000 feet (DWR, 1975). 

The Site lies in the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin, which contains upper and lower 
water-bearing zones (aquifers). The depth to groundwater varies from less than 10 feet near the San Francisco Bay to 
greater than 100 feet at elevated locations near the margins of the basin. According to a site investigation report for a 
former gas station located within 0.5 mile of the Subject Property, the depth to groundwater in the area of the Site 
ranged from 28 to 36 feet below ground surface (bgs) in 2007 and dropped to 40 to 48 feet bgs after 2010 (Cardno ERI, 
2013). The direction of groundwater flow is generally to the north towards the San Francisco Bay. 

2. Physical Site Setting 
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Santa Clara County’s domestic water supply comes from groundwater; surface water reservoirs; and water imported 
from the San Felipe Project, the State Water Project, and the Hetch Hetchy Aqueduct (Cardno ERI, 2013). 

According to the EDR report, there are 22 state groundwater wells and one federal groundwater well within 1 mile of the 
Subject Property. The closest water well is approximately 0.5 mile east of the Site.  
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3.1 General Site Description 

3.1.1 Real Estate Ownership Information 

According to information provided by the Client and obtained from the Santa Clara County Assessor’s Office, the 
Subject Property is owned by JZM LLC. The Subject Property consists of two buildings on one parcel as shown in Table 
3-1 below.

3.1.2 Subject Property Layout 

The Subject Property consists of 3.79 acres of land and is developed with two buildings and one shed as described 
below.  

4300 Stevens Creek Boulevard 

The 4300 Stevens Creek Boulevard building (4300 Building) is located along Stevens Creek Boulevard, on the 
northeastern side of Stevens Creek Executive Park. This 2-story, approximately 39,600-square-foot building was built 
between 1973 and 1974, and primarily consists of rental suites for office use as shown in Table 3-2. 

4320 Stevens Creek Boulevard 

The 4320 Stevens Creek Boulevard building (4320 Building) is in the southeastern corner of Stevens Creek Executive 
Park. The 4320 Building was built between 1973 and 1974 and is a 2-story, approximately 38,700-square-foot building. 
The building is currently leased for office use to multiple tenants shown in Table 3-2. 

An approximately 300-square-foot maintenance shed is present on the eastern boundary of the Site and an enclosed 
solid waste receptacle area is present adjacent to the shed. The remainder of the Subject Property consists of paved 
parking areas and landscaped areas surrounding the two Site buildings.  

  

3. Site Description, 
Operations and History 
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3.2 Current Site Operations 

The Subject Property is the eastern portion of Stevens Creek Executive Park, a five-building office and retail 
development situated on 9.23 acres along Stevens Creek Boulevard. The 4300 and 4320 Buildings are leased as suites 
for office use to various tenants as shown in Table 3-2. The office uses include traditional office use, afterschool 
tutoring, and counseling, chiropractic, and massage establishments.  

Ancillary activities at the Site include elevator operation and maintenance, building heating and cooling equipment 
operation and maintenance, limited building maintenance, and storage of small quantities of cleaners and building 
maintenance products in janitorial closets and a single exterior maintenance shed.  

The tenants and suites in the Site buildings are described in Table 3-2 below.

3.3 Historical Site Operations 

3.3.1 Historical Summary 

The Site appears to have been undeveloped from at least 1889 to 1939. From 1939 to 1968, the Subject Property 
appears as orchards in aerial photographs and topographic maps. The earliest building on the Site appears to be a 
small residential building or shed associated with another small building to the west of the Site. Two commercial/office 
buildings that match the present day layout first appear on the 1973 topographic map and remain generally unchanged 
to the present day.  

Tenants listed at the Site since 1975 include the following: financial services, insurance, magazines, transportation 
services, driving school, staffing, and software. In addition, health care offices were listed as being at the Site in 1982 
and “carpet cleaning” and “furniture equipment” establishments were listed as being at the Site in 1986; however, no 
information was available regarding the actual activities historically conducted at the Site by these businesses. The Site 
representatives interviewed by ERM were not aware of any historical industrial or manufacturing operations conducted 
within the Site buildings.  

3.3.2 Evaluation of Historical Information Sources 

To determine past uses of the Subject Property and surrounding properties, ERM reviewed historical sources of 
information as outlined in the References section of this report (Section 7). The EDR-City Directory abstract as obtained 
from EDR serves as a primary reference to this section. Copies of pertinent historical sources are also appended.

Timeframe Discussion 

1889-1899  Based on a review of the 1889, 1897, and 1899 topographic maps, the Subject Property appears 
undeveloped. The Site was also not listed during those dates in the EDR city directories. 

1939 - 1968 

According to the 1939, 1948, 1950, 1956, and 1968 aerial photographs, the majority of the Subject Property 
appears to be occupied by orchards. This Site is also shown as orchards in the 1953, 1961, and 1968 
topographic maps. The earliest building on the Site is visible in the 1968 aerial photograph and appears to 
be a small residential building or shed associated with a slightly larger building to the west of the Site. 

1973-2012 

According to the 1973 topographic map, the present-day buildings are visible in their current configuration. 
The Site buildings are visible on the 1973, 1980, and 2012 topographic maps and in the 1982, 1993, 2005, 
2006, 2009, 2010, and 2012 aerial photographs. No other significant changes are apparent at the Site 
during this period.  
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Timeframe Discussion 

Tenants listed at the Site since 1975 include the following: financial services, insurance, magazines, 
transportation services, driving school, staffing, software, and unspecified businesses with “technology,” 
“power,” “grinding systems,” and “semiconductor” in their names. In addition, health care offices were listed 
as being at the Site in 1982 and “carpet cleaning” and “furniture equipment” establishments were listed as 
being at the Site in 1986; however, the nature of their activities at the Site is not documented. 

Present The current site uses and layout are described throughout this report.  

3.3.3  Discussion of Historical Environmental Issues/ Assessments/ Investigations 

ERM reviewed three previous Phase I ESAs for the subject property:  

BA Environmental Phase I ESA, 4300, 4320, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California, 
dated December 2011. 

This Phase I ESA did not identify and RECs or HRECs, but did identify the following: 

 Manage the residual and confirmed ACMs in place with an Asbestos O&M Plan. Should the residual 
confirmed or suspect ACMs become damaged or be scheduled for renovation or demolition, they should 
be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, in accordance with all local, state and federal 
regulations; and  

 Any suspect lead-based paint should be sampled prior to any renovations or demolition. Any identified 
lead-based paint scheduled for renovation or demolition, or noted to be damaged, should be abated by a 
licensed lead-based paint abatement contractor, and disposed of according to all state and local 
regulations. 

BA Environmental, Phase I ESA-Meridian Square, 4300, 4320, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San 
Jose, California. 

This Phase I ESA identified the following findings: 

This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject 
property, except the following:  

 Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings.  
 

BA Environmental recommends the following:  
 

 Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program. 
Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos 
survey is recommended. If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in accordance with all 
local and state regulations. 

In addition, ERM reviewed a report for an adjacent property within approximately 1,000 feet to evaluate potential 
impacts and obtain Site-specific hydrogeological information. The report is summarized below.  

TRC Environmental Corporation, Draft Environmental Property Evaluation- Meridian Square, 4300 Stevens 
Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California. Dated. December 1992. 

The following issues were identified: 
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Eleven material samples were collected from suspect building materials to evaluate the presence of asbestos. Results 
of laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was present in floor tiles and ceiling material. Both asbestos containing 
materials were observed to be in good condition. 

Nine sites with soil or groundwater contamination were identified within one mile of the Subject Property. Two of these 
sites are located across Stevens Creek Boulevard in a down gradient location. However, due to their close proximity 
they could pose an environmental concern. The other seven sites are unlikely to pose a concern based on their 
distance and location relative to the Subject Property. 

Cardno ERI, Remediation System Well Installation Report, Former Mobil Service Station 10GC8, 4545 Stevens 
Creek Boulevard, Santa Clara, California, SCVWD Case # 13042, SCVWDID #07S1W1601f, dated 29 October 
2013 (Cardno 2013). 

This investigation report was prepared for a former gas station located at 4545 Stevens Creek Boulevard 
(approximately 1,000 feet west of the Subject Property). In March 1986, three underground storage tanks (USTs) and a 
used oil tank were removed under the supervision of Kaprealian Engineering Inc. In August 2011, Cardno ERI 
conducted feasibility testing at the subject site and concluded that air sparging/soil vapor extraction was a feasible 
remedial method to remediate site contaminants (total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline, and benzene). 
Groundwater monitoring activities, soil sampling, and remedial system installation were performed by Cardno ERI. 
According to the site investigation report, the depth to groundwater ranged from 28 to 36 feet bgs in 2007 and dropped 
to 40 to 48 feet bgs after 2010. Following these investigations and activities Cardno ERI conducted an offsite soil vapor 
assessment. The results are summarized as follows: 

 Cardno ERI concluded that shallow soil vapor concentrations from the site would not be likely to affect 
commercial buildings downgradient from the site; and  

 The shallow soil vapor concentrations were below applicable screening levels and did not pose a threat to 
human health or the environment. 
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4.1 Hazardous Material Use and Storage 

Hazardous material use at the Site relates primarily to the limited building operations and maintenance. The principal 
hazardous materials used at the Site are summarized in Table 4-1.

4. Site Environmental 
Operations and Regulatory 
Review 
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Most hazardous materials are stored in the maintenance shed or storage rooms that were observed by ERM to be 
relatively well maintained with no evidence of spills or releases except for de minimis staining on the concrete floors. 
Small containers of lubricants and cleaners were observed on the roofs adjacent to their points of use outside 
secondary containment. Cooling tower treatment chemicals including corrosion inhibitor and biocide were stored 
covered within double-containment adjacent to each cooling tower.  

The Subject Property is listed as “Semiconductor Industry Association” (4300 Building) on the FINDS and ECHO 
databases maintained by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. This listing appears to be related to regulatory 
filings under the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) and not to hazardous materials stored at the Subject Property. 
ERM did not observe semiconductor operations or hazardous materials storage in the 4300 Building.  

4.1.1 Underground Storage Tanks  

According to Site representatives, no USTs are currently located on the Subject Property. The EDR report does not 
indicate the presence of USTs at the Subject Property.  

Numerous asphalt patches were present in the parking lots and driveways of the Subject property. According to Site 
representatives, all asphalt patches in the parking lots and driveways were placed to repair the asphalt surface.  

4.1.2 Aboveground Storage Tanks  

The aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) observed at the Site are listed in Table 4-2 below. ERM also observed several 
compressed air tanks associated with the Site HVAC system.

ERM observed de minimis staining on the concrete floor of the elevator machine room in the 4320 Building adjacent to 
the hydraulic fluid reservoir; however, the floor appeared to be intact. No other staining, cracks, or evidence of potential 
subsurface releases were observed in or around the ASTs at the time of ERM’s Site inspection. 

4.2 Waste Management  

4.2.1 Hazardous Waste  

According to Site facility personnel, the Site is not a hazardous waste generator; however, according to the California 
Hazardous Waste Tracking System (HWTS) the Site is listed as JZM LLC, as an inactive former generator of hazardous 
waste under identification number CAC002727682 and the record was entered in 2013. No details of past hazardous 
waste shipments were available in the HWTS record.  

ERM did not observe hazardous waste at the Site; however, used oil associated with Site HVAC and elevator 
maintenance operations was reported to be removed directly by the maintenance contractors.  

ERM requested Site files from the Santa Clara County Department of Environmental Health (SCDEH) and the SCDEH 
responded that no hazardous materials records exist for the Site addresses.  
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4.2.2 Non-Hazardous Waste 

Non-hazardous wastes generated at the Subject Property include general refuse, paper and cardboard waste, 
breakroom waste, and packaging materials.  

Solid waste and recyclables are placed into 5-cubic-yard dumpsters located in an enclosed solid waste area on the 
eastern side of the Site. These containers are transported offsite, for recycling or disposal on a scheduled basis by 
Republic Services.  

No significant staining was noted in the solid waste storage areas. No evidence of solid waste disposal was observed 
on the Subject Property. 

4.2.3 Other Regulated Waste 

Universal waste generated at the Site includes the following:  

 Spent fluorescent light bulbs and mercury vapor lamps;  
 Aerosol cans; 
 Alkaline, nickel cadmium, and lithium batteries; 
 Lead-acid batteries; and 
 Electronic waste. 

The spent fluorescent bulbs and used lead-acid batteries are stored in maintenance storage closets and the 
maintenance shed before being delivered to Liberty Lighting for recycling. Aerosol cans are disposed of in the regular 
trash dumpster. Small alkaline, nickel cadmium, and lithium batteries are collected by the property management office 
staff and periodically delivered to a retail recycler. Electronic waste is periodically generated from the building and 
tenants and is picked up by Greenmouse, an electronic waste recycler.  

4.3 Water Supply, Wastewater, and Storm Water 

4.3.1 Water Supply 

The Site obtains water for drinking water and sanitary use from the City of San Jose. Water is used in the cooling tower, 
for irrigation, and for sanitary use.  

The Site representatives reported that no water wells are present on the Subject Property and none are listed on the 
well log obtained from EDR. ERM observed no wells on the Subject Property during the Site visits. 

4.3.2 Wastewater 

The Site generates sanitary wastewater that is discharged to the City of San Jose municipal sanitary sewer system. 
Compressor condensate and cooling tower blowdown water are routed to either the sanitary or storm sewer system. 
The Site representatives did not have information as to which system the wastewater from these sources is discharged. 
There is no wastewater treatment at the Site.  

According to facility contacts, the Site buildings have been connected to the municipal sanitary sewer since 
construction.  

4.3.3 Storm Water 

Precipitation that falls on the Subject Property flows to storm water drains located in the paved areas surrounding the 
Site buildings. The storm drains are connected to the City of San Jose storm drain system. Storm water is then 
conveyed towards local creeks, eventually draining into San Francisco Bay. Based on ERM’s observations, the 
precipitation and storm water may come into contact with trash and recycling bins, HVAC equipment, compressors, and 
incidental containers of cleaners and lubricants located on the Subject Property. The Site representatives stated that the 
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Site does not have a storm water discharge permit and no inspections were conducted by local agencies regarding 
storm water discharge. 

ERM observed no staining, sheens, or other evidence of impacts to storm water pathways at the time of the Site 
inspection with the exception of de minimis oil staining in the parking areas that is consistent with vehicle use.  

4.4 Air Emissions 

The Site does not maintain an air permit. ERM observed gas-fired furnaces on each roof serving the forced air system. 
Site representatives were not aware of any air emission violations or notices of compliance. No significant issues were 
observed regarding air emissions at the Site.  

4.5 Polychlorinated Biphenyls 

ERM inspected the Subject Property for types of equipment that have been historically associated with the use of 
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) as a dielectric fluid coolant and stabilizer. Some examples of the types of equipment 
that potentially contain PCBs or PCB-contaminated oil include electrical equipment such as transformers, capacitors, 
and high-voltage, liquid-filled switches.  

ERM identified two oil-filled, pad-mounted electrical transformers located on the exterior of the Subject Property 
buildings. All of the transformers are owned by Pacific Gas and Electric Company, the local utility. The transformers 
were not labeled as to PCB content. Based on the timeframe of construction of the buildings, it is possible that these 
transformers contain or contained PCBs. 

4.6 Asbestos-Containing Materials 

Asbestos was banned in most friable building materials (spray-applied surfacing materials and thermal system 
insulation) in 1978, but the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) deems spray-applied surfacing 
materials, thermal system insulation materials, and vinyl flooring materials as “presumed asbestos-containing materials” 
(PACMs) if they are present in pre-1981 buildings (Title 29 of the Code of Federal Regulations [CFR], Parts 1910.1001 
and 1926.1101). Historical records indicate that all of the buildings at the Subject Property were constructed between 
1973 and 1974. As a result, it is likely that PACMs or asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) in the buildings were used 
in building construction. Site personnel were not aware of the presence of any PACM or ACMs in the buildings, and 
were also not aware of any asbestos survey having been completed in the buildings.  

During the Site visit, ERM observed several suspect ACMs associated with the buildings on the Subject Property, 
including floor tile/mastic, ceiling tiles, vinyl baseboard/ mastic, drywall systems, thermal system insulation, and roofing 
materials. These materials were generally observed to be in fair condition during the Site reconnaissance; however, 
damaged ceiling tiles were observed in both buildings.  
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5.1 Summary 

The Site is located in an area that is currently characterized by auto repair, commercial, and office buildings along 
Stevens Creek Boulevard and residential development to the north and south. Historically, the Site area was 
undeveloped and it was subsequently used as orchards from the 1930s to the 1970s. Residential and commercial 
development began in the 1950s in the surrounding area and continued until the area was fully developed in the 1980s. 
The adjacent site to the west (4340 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard) was developed concurrently with the Subject 
Property in 1973 and the entire development including the Subject Property is now referred to as Stevens Creek 
Executive Park. Historical operations on the adjacent properties have included auto sale and repair, office use, 
commercial use, and residential use.  

5.2 Current Surrounding Properties 

Land use in the area of the Subject Property includes commercial and offices use. The adjoining properties and nearby 
land use, as observed by ERM at the time of the Site inspection, are summarized in Table 5-1. The current surrounding 
properties for the Site are:

5.3 Surrounding Properties Historical Summary 

The area surrounding the Subject Property was undeveloped until the 1930s and was subsequently used as orchards 
from the 1930s to the 1970s. Residential and commercial development began in the 1950s in the surrounding area and 
continued until the area was fully developed in the 1980s. The adjacent site to the west (4340 to 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard) was developed concurrently with the Subject Property in 1973 and the entire development including the 
Subject Property is now referred to as Stevens Creek Executive Park.  

The surrounding area shows additional development between the years 1982 to 2005, most of the development 
appears to be buildings for commercial/office use. Historical use on the surrounding properties has included auto sale 
and repair, office use, commercial use, and residential use. 

5. Surrounding Properties  
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The following listed surrounding facilities are worthy of note and further discussion: 

 Stevens Creek BMW (4343 Stevens Creek Boulevard): ERM obtained public files regarding this site from 
the Geotracker online repository. This site is listed for multiple leaking gasoline and waste oil USTs 
(LUSTs) on the LUST database; however, contaminated soil was excavated and the case was closed in 
1996 by the regulatory agencies. The initial investigation at the site did not encounter groundwater to a 
depth of 65 feet bgs and the site is located downgradient of the Subject Property. The other database 
listings for this site are not indicative of releases; therefore, this site is not considered to be a significant 
threat to the Subject Property.  

 Oak Tree/Stevens Creek Mazda (4250 Stevens Creek Boulevard): This site is listed on the SWEEPS UST 
database for one 500-gallon waste oil tank with no further details. ERM performed a file review to identify 
information regarding this site. Although the agency files are not fully consistent, it appears that Stevens 
Creek Boulevard was once part of a larger Chrysler Plymouth auto dealership that also included 4202 
Stevens Creek Boulevard. A waste oil tank and a waste antifreeze tank were located between the buildings 
listed at the two addresses, east of the current Mazda dealership and west of the current Toyota 
dealership. A January 1995 subsurface investigation was performed by Dames and Moore and the only 
organic analyte detected was Oil and Grease at a maximum concentration of 85 milligrams per kilogram. 
The Regional Water Quality Control Board closed the UST case in May 1995. Based on the low 
concentrations of contaminants detected, the cross-gradient location, and the closed status of the case, 
this site is not considered to be a significant threat to the Subject Property.  

5.4 Adjoining Property Agency Review 

ERM did not conduct local agency file review for the adjoining and surrounding properties listed on the regulatory 
database report as summarized in Table 5-2.

 The elevator equipment room in the 4320 Building had de minimis staining on the concrete floor that is consistent 
with hydraulic fluid. Because the floor is intact, this is considered a de minimis condition.  

Non-ASTM E1527-13/Other Potential Issues: 
 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs): ERM observed suspected ACMs (e.g., floor tile, drywall system, ceiling tiles, 

vinyl floor tiles, thermal system insulation, and roofing materials) associated with the buildings on the Site. These 
materials were observed to be in fair condition during the Site reconnaissance; however, damaged materials were 
observed in selected areas. The Site representatives were not aware of (1) the presence of ACMs in the buildings, 
and (2) an asbestos survey having been completed for the buildings. The Site buildings were constructed between 
1973 and 1974; therefore, friable ACMs could have been legally used during construction and may be present in the 
Site buildings.

8.3 Other Considerations 

8.3.1 Environmental Database Search 

ERM contracted EDR to conduct a database search for agency records. The appended database report defines and 
summarizes the ASTM databases reviewed in the EDR report and notes if any listed facilities (including the Subject 
Property) were identified in the specified radius. The locations of the listed facilities identified in the EDR report were 
evaluated to determine which listed facilities were located within the ASTM specified search distance from the Subject 
Property boundary. Only those listed facilities worthy of further discussion are discussed within the applicable sections 
of this report and data on additional listed facilities is included in the appended EDR database report. 

It should be noted that the computerized geocoding technology used in the database search is based on available 
census data and is only accurate to ±300 feet. The EDR report provides a list of unmapped facilities for which 
inadequate location information was provided. ERM has reviewed the list of “unmapped” listed facilities to determine if 
these listed facilities are within the study radius. If the “unmapped” listed facilities appeared likely to be within the search 
radius for a specific database, they are discussed in the applicable sections of this report.  

Sites identified within the study radii were evaluated to determine if they are likely to have adversely impacted the 
Subject Property. The criteria used to evaluate the potential for adverse impact to the Subject Property include:

BA Environmental is pleased to submit this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 
(ESA) report regarding the above-referenced property to ATC Partners, LLC.  The 
objective of this Phase I ESA was to assess the potential for contamination at the subject 
property caused by hazardous materials.  To accomplish this, a reconnaissance of the 
subject property and vicinity was performed, available relevant regulatory records were 
reviewed, and the property history was researched. 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which is situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The review of historical documents revealed that the subject property was occupied by an 
orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until 
at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail buildings and a 
movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 
2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail purposes by various 
businesses since the 1970s. 
 
Historically, the adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses 
from prior to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the 
subject property became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area 
to the south of the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-
family residences between 1965 and 1974. 
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BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the subject property.  The 
subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 and 
4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, ASTs, floor drains, wastewater clarifiers, or 
significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the subject property. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual asbestos survey of suspect ACMs.  Suspect 
materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and mastic, 
vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior stucco, 
and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there is a 
moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials.  A 
limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November 1992 by 
TRC Environmental Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected 
from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor 
tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that 
asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling 
materials. 
 
BA Environmental reviewed selected government environmental databases.  A previous 
tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 4360 
Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east 
(cross-gradient) of the subject property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens 
Creek Blvd.) was listed on the Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ 
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HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The 
adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  
This adjacent property was not identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-
gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, and the locations, distances 
and/or statuses of the remaining facilities, there is a low potential for environmental 
impact due to off-site sources. 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-05, of the property located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 
4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California.  Any 
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the Introduction section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in 
connection with the subject property, except the following: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings. 
 
BA Environmental recommends the following: 

• Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and 
Maintenance (O&M) Program.  Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the 
subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos survey is recommended.  
If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in 
accordance with all local and state regulations.

INTRODUCTION 
 
BA Environmental (a division of Building Analytics) is pleased to submit this Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) report to ATC Partners, LLC.  This report is 
regarding the office and retail buildings located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 
Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California. 
 
This report was prepared in accordance with the BA Environmental Proposal and 
Contract dated January 17, 2006. 
 
The purpose of the ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental 
conditions, which can be defined as, “The presence or likely presence of any hazardous 
substance or petroleum products under conditions that indicate an existing release, a past 
release or a material threat of any hazardous substances or petroleum products.” 
 
This Phase I ESA meets the general requirements of the American Society for Testing 
and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments:  E 1527-
05.  The ASTM standard practice defines good commercial and customary practice for 
conducting ESAs using reasonable inquiry.  The scope of services for this Phase I ESA 
consisted of several tasks, including: 

• A reconnaissance of the site and its vicinity; 

• Interviews with current owners and occupants of the subject property, and 
personnel at local government agencies; 

• A compilation of the property history, including the review of previous 
environmental reports regarding the subject property (if available); 

• An agency list search of facilities with recorded environmental issues located 
within the radii required by ASTM; and 

• A summary of our findings, conclusions and recommendations. 
 
Additional services that were provided include: 

• A visual survey and review of map of designated wetlands; 

• A visual mold survey; 

• A visual asbestos survey of suspect asbestos-containing materials (ACMs); and 

• A review of a survey and map of radon zones. 
 
As per ASTM Practice E 1527-05, there are no deviations from, or deletions of, the 
general requirements of this standard practice contained in this report.

SITE LOCATION 
 
The subject property is located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard, on the southern side of Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, 
California.  The subject property is located immediately southeast and southwest of the 
intersection of Stevens Creek Boulevard and Lopina Drive.  The 4300 and 4320 Stevens 
Creek Blvd. buildings are located east of Lopina Drive, and the 4340, 4360, and 4400 
Stevens Creek Blvd. buildings are located west of Lopina Drive.  The subject property is 
bordered to the south by Albany Drive.  The subject property may be reached from 
Interstate Freeway 280 (Junipero Serra Freeway), exit Saratoga Avenue and proceed to 
the northeast for approximately 0.5 miles to Stevens Creek Boulevard.  Turn west (left) 
on Stevens Creek Boulevard and proceed approximately 0.5 miles to Lopina Drive, 
turning left (south) into the subject property.  Vehicular access is from Stevens Creek 
Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and west of the subject property. 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.   
 
Adjacent properties to the subject property include Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by 
five car dealerships (Saturn, BMW, Infiniti, Hertz Car Sales, and Mitsubishi) to the north, 
a Mazda sales and service center to the east, Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residences to the south, and Stevens Creek Volkswagen car dealership to the west 
(Figures 1 and 2). 
 
 
Topographic Map Review 
 
The property is depicted on the San Jose West, California Topographic Quadrangle map 
of the United States Geological Survey (USGS).1  The location of the subject site is 
Longitude 121° 58’ 33.6’’ West, Latitude 37° 19’ 22.4’’ North of the Prime Meridian.  
The subject site is located approximately 0.25 miles north of the Junipero Serra Freeway 
and approximately 0.5 miles west of the San Tomas Expressway.  The subject site is 
located on a large alluvial plain.  The subject site is depicted on the 1961 map as largely

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vacant with one small structure, which appears to be a farmhouse.  The 1980 
photorevised map shows the development of several of the existing commercial 
buildings.  The adjoining properties and surrounding area are depicted in commercial and 
residential land use. 
 
The subject site and the surrounding area are gently sloping toward the north-northeast at 
a gradient of approximately 50 feet per mile.  The elevation at the subject site is 
approximately 157 feet above mean sea level (msl).   
 
San Tomas Aquinas Creek is located approximately 0.75 miles east of the subject 
property.  Saratoga Creek is located approximately 1.0 mile west of the subject property.  
No other major bodies of surface water (i.e., oceans, lakes, rivers, streams, etc.) are 
located within a one-mile radius of the site. 
 
A review of the topographic maps and a reconnaissance of the surrounding area indicate 
that no oil wells are located within a 0.25-mile radius of the site. 
 
 
GEOLOGY AND HYDROGEOLOGY 
 
The subject site is located in the Coast Ranges physiographic province of California.  The 
Coast Ranges are characterized by folded and faulted bedrock creating northwest 
trending hills and valleys.  San Jose is located within the Santa Clara Valley, a structural 
valley filled with Tertiary to Recent sediments.  The Santa Clara Valley is bound by the 
Diablo Mountains to the east and the Santa Cruz Mountains to the west.  Eroded material 
from these mountain ranges, transported by streams and rivers, has in-filled the Santa 
Clara Valley.  The subject property is underlain by recent alluvial deposits consisting of 
clayey silts, sand, and gravel.  
First groundwater in the vicinity of the subject site is expected to be at approximately 15 
to 25 feet below ground surface (bgs).2  Groundwater flow direction likely follows the 
topographic gradient toward the north-northeast. 
 
 
HISTORICAL REVIEW 
 
As part of the historical review, BA Environmental reviewed available historical aerial 
photographs, topographic maps, city directories, and building records.  Aerial 
photographs were available for the subject property for the years 1938, 1956, 1965, 1974, 
1982, 1993, and 1998.  Topographic maps were available for the subject property for the 
years 1953, 1961, 1968, 1973, and 1980.  Sanborn fire insurance map coverage does not

Review of Previous Environmental Reports 
 
BA Environmental reviewed the following environmental documents regarding the 
subject property: 
 
TRC Environmental Corporation (TRC), Environmental Property Evaluation 
(EPE), 4300, Stevens Creek Boulevard, Meridian Square, San Jose, California, 
December 22, 1992.  TRC performed a Phase I EPE for the subject property, which 
included three 2-story buildings, two 1-story retail buildings, and a movie theater.  The 
TRC Phase I EPE consisted of a site reconnaissance, a limited asbestos survey, property 
history research, and regulatory file review.  Historically, the subject property’s previous 
land use was agriculture, occupied by orchards and isolated farmhouses.  The office and 
retail buildings and movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  During the site 
visit, TRC observed no significant use of hazardous materials or evidence for the 
presence of underground storage tanks (USTs).  TRC indicated that nearby off-site 
environmental concerns were located down-gradient from the subject site. Eleven bulk 
samples of suspect ACMs were collected from the five on-site buildings.  Laboratory 
analysis indicated that asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and 
one sample of ceiling materials.  TRC did not recommended further environmental 
assessments regarding the soil or groundwater. 
 
 
SITE RECONNAISSANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS 
 
On February 15, 2006, BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the 
subject site located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the 
City of San Jose, California.  Mr. Greg Hargleroad of BA Environmental conducted the 
site reconnaissance escorted by Mr. Fernando Alcaraz, Maintenance Technician for the 
subject property.  Mr. Alcaraz was unaware of any environmental concerns associated 
with the subject property, such as USTs, clarifiers, or soil or groundwater impacted by 
the use of hazardous materials or petroleum products.   
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The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The buildings are of wood-framed construction on a reinforced concrete slab foundation.  
The exterior of the office buildings is covered with wood panels, while the exterior of the 
retail stores is covered with stucco.  The interior walls consist of painted or wallpapered 
drywall over wood studs.  The floors consist of carpeting, 12” x 12” floor tiles, linoleum 
sheet flooring and ceramic tile.  The ceilings consist of drywall or 2’ x 4’ suspended 
ceiling panels.  The roofs are covered with composite roofing materials. 
 
The heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) systems consist of rooftop 
packaged heat pumps and air-conditioning units on 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek.  
Chilled liquid is produced by two water-cooled reciprocating air compressors to DX 
cooling coils in the roof-mounted air-handling units supply cool air to 4300, 4320 and 
4340 Stevens Creek.  Heating is supplied by gas fired furnaces.  All of the HVAC units 
were electric and/or natural gas operated.  Cooling towers associated with the HVAC 
systems for 4300, 4320 and 4340 Stevens Creek are also located on the roofs.  Water 
treatment systems that include corrosion inhibitors and biocides associated with the 
chiller water were observed on the roof.  The water treatment chemicals were stored in 
various-sized plastic containers.  No staining was observed on the surfaces of the roof 
beneath the containers of corrosion inhibitor and biocide. 
 
The subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 
and 4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
Storm water that collects on the roof is directed into roof drains and storm water that 
collects on the asphalt-paved surfaces is directed into storm drains.  From there it is 
discharged into the city-owned flood control system.   
 
Trash dumpsters were observed in several areas of the subject property.  These containers 
appeared to contain non-hazardous paper and plastic waste.  No significant staining was 
observed on the concrete and asphalt surfaces beneath the trash containers. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, aboveground storage tanks (ASTs), floor 
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drains, wastewater clarifiers, or significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the 
subject property. 
 
 
Pits, Ponds and Lagoons 
 
Pits, ponds and lagoons are often associated with the disposal of solid and liquid wastes, 
which may include hazardous materials.  According to ASTM Standard E 1527-05, pits, 
ponds and lagoons are “man-made or natural depressions in the ground surface that are 
likely to hold liquid or sludge containing hazardous substances or petroleum products.”  
Information obtained from the assessment indicated that pits, ponds and lagoons do not 
currently exist on the subject site.  Based on the review of historical records of the subject 
site, it is unlikely that pits, ponds or lagoons have existed at the site in the past. 
 
 
Septic Tanks and Cesspools 
 
Septic tanks and cesspools are often associated with the disposal of wastewater from 
structures that are not served by public sewer systems.  Septic tanks and cesspools may 
be associated with hazardous materials, if such materials have been inappropriately 
disposed of in the past via sinks.  Information obtained from the subject site 
reconnaissance indicated that septic tanks and cesspools do not currently exist on the 
subject site. 
 
 
Wells, Cisterns and Sumps 
 
No evidence of the presence of wells, sumps, cisterns, standpipes or well heads was 
observed at the subject site.  
 
 
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) 
 
Federal regulations put into effect following the Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA) 
require that electrical transformers be labeled to identify their PCB content.  The 
manufacture and distribution of PCBs was banned in 1979.  Pad-mounted electrical 
transformers and several electrical vaults, most likely containing transformers, are present 
on the subject property.  The vaults were not accessible on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  These transformers are owned and operated by Pacific Gas & Electric 
(PG&E), which would respond to any environmental concerns associated with the 
transformers.   
 
Three hydraulic elevators are present at the subject property, one each within the three 2-
story office buildings.  The hydraulic equipment is located in an elevator equipment room 
in the lower level adjacent to the elevator shafts.  The elevator equipment appeared to be 
in good condition, and significant staining was not observed in the elevator rooms at the 
time of the site visit.  As the elevator equipment appears to have been installed in the 
early 1970s, a potential exists for PCBs to be present in the elevator’s hydraulic fluid.  
However, information from service records kept in the elevator rooms indicated that the 
hydraulic fluid used in the elevators does not contain PCBs. 
 
Fluorescent lighting was observed throughout the buildings.  Fluorescent ballasts 
containing PCBs have not been manufactured since the late 1970s, and have a general life 
expectancy of 15 years.  None of the fluorescent fixtures were inspected up close; 
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however, at a distance the fluorescent fixtures appeared to be of recent manufacture.  
Based on the age of the buildings (built in the 1970s and 1980s) and the general life 
expectancy of fluorescent lights, it is unlikely that the light ballasts contain PCBs.  BA 
Environmental did not observe other equipment on-site likely to contain PCBs. 
 
 
On-Site Fuel Storage Tanks 
 
No evidence of the presence of on-site fuel storage tanks, such as above-ground vents or 
piping, was observed during the site reconnaissance.  According to the California 
Regional Water Quality Control Board, UST permits have not been issued to the subject 
site.   
 
 
Utilities 
 
Water and sanitary sewer services for the subject property are provided by the City of 
San Jose.  Electricity and natural gas services are supplied by PG&E.  Solid waste 
disposal service is provided by Waste Management. 
 
 
Visual Asbestos Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual survey of suspect friable and non-friable asbestos-
containing materials (ACMs). 

• Friable materials are materials which can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to 
powder by hand pressure when dry. 

• Non-friable materials are materials in which the fibers have been locked in by a 
bonding agent, coating, or binder, and may not release fibers during normal use 
and handling.  Improper handling, such as grinding or sanding of non-friable 
ACMs, will render these materials friable. 

 
Suspect materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and 
mastic, vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior 
stucco, and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there 
is a moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials. 
 
A limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November of 1992 
by TRC Environmental Corporation.8  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were 
collected from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included 
ceiling, floor tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis 
indicated that asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one 
sample of ceiling materials.

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Visual Mold Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
 
Radon Gas Survey 
 
Radon is a radioactive gas that occurs naturally in the environment and cannot be seen, 
smelled or tasted.  The human health effect associated with exposure to elevated levels of 
radon is an increased risk of developing lung cancer.  The US Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) and the US Center for Disease Control are concerned about the increased 
risk of lung cancer developing in individuals exposed to above average levels of radon in 
their homes or offices.  In order to address these concerns, the US EPA conducted a 
radon survey and presented the results for various counties in 1993.9 
 
The EPA’s map of Radon Zones assigns each of the 3,141 counties in the United States 
to one of three zones.  The zone designations were determined by assessing five factors 
that are known to be important indicators of radon potential: indoor radon measurements, 
geology, aerial radioactivity surveys, soil parameters and foundation types.  The subject 
site falls within the designation of Zone 2.  Zone 2 counties have a predicted average 
indoor radon screening level of greater than or equal to 2 picocuries per liter (pCi/l) or 
less than or equal to 4 pCi/L.  Based on the results of the survey, the subject site appears 
to fall below the recommended EPA Action Level of 4.0 pCi/l.  Based upon the study 
results, there is a low potential that radon is a concern for the subject site. 
 
 
ADJACENT LAND USE 
 
During the reconnaissance of the surrounding area within a 0.25-mile radius, BA 
Environmental observed that the subject site is located in an area of commercial and 
residential land use.  Numerous car dealerships are present in the site vicinity. 
 
Adjacent properties to the subject property include Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by 
five car dealerships (Saturn, BMW, Infiniti, Hertz Car Sales, and Mitsubishi) to the north, 
a Mazda sales and service center to the east, Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residences to the south, and Stevens Creek Volkswagen car dealership to the west. 
 
 
Wetlands and Flood Plains 
 
During the site reconnaissance and drive-by survey of the surrounding area, BA 
Environmental observed no indications of wetlands.  According to the Environmental 
Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) report, no wetland per the National Wetlands Inventory 
(1994) is located within a one-mile radius of the subject site.  According to information 
provided in the EDR report, the subject site is located within a 100-year flood zone per 
the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).10

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AGENCY CONTACTS 
 
City of San Jose Fire Department, Fire Prevention Division (SJFD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the office of the SJFD regarding records of USTs, 
hazardous materials storage, and hazardous materials permits for the subject property.  
According to the SJFD, no UST permits or hazardous materials permits exist for the 
subject property. 
 
 
Santa Clara County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the offices of the SCEHD regarding USTs, hazardous 
materials storage, hazardous materials permits, leaking USTS (LUSTs), and hazardous 
materials spill incidents at the subject site.  According to the SCEHD, no UST permits or 
hazardous materials permits or LUSTs exist for the subject site. 
 
 
GOVERNMENT RECORDS REVIEW 
 
Regulatory compliance is a primary element of an ESA.  Failure to comply with 
governmental regulations can result in fines, and can expose businesses or individuals to 
liabilities from which the law would otherwise shield them.  The presence of hazardous 
wastes or hazardous materials, on-site or at neighboring sites, may present certain 
liabilities.  Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) provided the most recent 
information regarding the hazardous materials sites identified below.11  A copy of the 
EDR is provided in Appendix F.  Sites of potential environmental concern are described 
at the end of this section in Table 1. 
 
1. The Federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability 

Act (CERCLA), also known as the Superfund Act, protects the victims and the 
environment in the event of a hazardous materials spill.  This act primarily addresses 
cleanup of designated Superfund hazardous waste sites (HWS).  To achieve its stated 
purpose, CERCLA established a hazardous Substances Trust Fund, the Emergency 
Response Trust Fund, and the Post-Closure Liability Trust Fund.  These funds 
compensate the victims and provide money necessary for the decontamination of the 
environment.  The EPA compiles a list of known contaminated sites that are under 
consideration for the Superfund List.  This list is known as the CERCLIS database.  
According to the October 2005 version of this document, no CERCLIS site is 
located within a 0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
 The US EPA maintains the National Priority List (NPL) under CERCLA 42 U.S.C. 

Section 9601 (1985).  Once a site has been designated on the CERCLIS, the EPA 
ranks it to determine the potential risk to human health and the environment.  Only 
those CERCLIS sites which present the greatest risk are added to the NPL, which 
qualifies the sites to receive CERCLA remedial funding.  According to the October 
2005 version of this document, no NPL site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject property. 

 
2. The EPA's Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Program identifies 

and tracks hazardous waste from the point of generation to the point of disposal, in

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addition to enforcing penalties against violators.  The RCRA Facilities database is a 
compilation by the EPA of facilities which generate, store, transport, treat or dispose 
of hazardous waste.  Small quantity generator (SQG) facilities produce between 100 
kilograms and 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste per month.  Large quantity 
generator (LQG) facilities produce more than 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste 
per month. 

 
 According to the October 2005 listing of hazardous waste treatment, storage and 

disposal facilities (TSDs), no TSD facility is located within a 0.5-mile radius of the 
subject site. 

 
 The Resource Conservation and Recovery Information System - TSDs CORRACTS 

report contains information pertaining to TSDs which have conducted, or are 
currently conducting, a corrective action as regulated under RCRA. 

 
 According to the October 2005 version of the CORRACTS document, no 

CORRACTS facilities are located within a one-mile radius of the subject property. 
 
 According to the December 2005 listing of hazardous waste generators, one large 

quantity generator (LQG) facility and six small quantity generator (SQG) facilities 
are located within a 0.25-mile radius of the subject property.  The subject property 
was identified on the RCRIS-SQG database, indicating that small quantities of 
hazardous waste have been generated at the subject property.   

 
3. The California Environmental Protection Agency (Cal-EPA) maintains the 

California Facility Inventory Database (Ca.-FID).  The Ca.-FID contains an 
historical listing of active and inactive UST locations from the State Water 
Resources Control Board.  According to the October 1994 version of this database, 
the subject property is not listed on the Ca.-FID database. 

 
4. The California Department of Toxic Substance Control’s (DTSC) Annual Work Plan 

(AWP) is a listing of known hazardous waste sites.  According to the August 2005 
version of this document, no AWP site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject site. 

 
 The DTSC maintains a database known as the Cal-Sites ASPIS list that includes 

potential or confirmed hazardous substance release properties.  According to the 
August 2005 version of this database, no ASPIS site is located within a one-mile 
radius of the subject property. 

 
 The DTSC maintains the California Hazardous Materials Incident Report System 

(known as CHMIRS), which contains information on reported hazardous material 
incidents (accidental releases or spills).  According to the December 2004 version of 
this database, five CHMIRS sites are located within a one-mile radius of the subject 
property. 

 
 The DTSC developed a site-specific expenditure plan as the basis for an 

appropriation of Hazardous Substance Cleanup Bond Act funds, known as the Bond 
Expenditure Plan (BEP).  This list is not updated.  According to the January 1989 
version of this database, no BEP site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject property. 

 
5. The Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS) is a national database used to 

collect information on reported releases of oil and hazardous substances.  The 
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database contains information from spill reports made to federal authorities, 
including the EPA, the US Coast Guard, the National Response Center, and the 
Department of Transportation. 

 
 According to the December 2004 version of this document, there have been no 

reported releases of hazardous substances at the subject property. 
 
6. The State of California State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) maintains 

the California Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) list.  According to the 
January 2006 version of this document, 22 LUST sites are listed as being within a 
0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
7. The SWRCB maintains an inventory (CA UST) of registered USTs.  According to 

the January 2006 version of this document, one UST site is listed as being within a 
0.5-mile radius of the subject property.   

 
8. The SWRCB maintains the Hazardous Substance Storage Container Database which 

is a listing of Historic UST (Hist UST) sites. According to the October 1990 version 
of this database, the subject site is not listed as a Hist UST. 

 
9. The SWRCB maintains an inventory (AST) of registered Above-ground Petroleum 

Storage Tank facilities.  According to the January 2006 version of this database, one 
ASTs has been identified for the subject property. 

 
10. The SWRCB maintains the Spills, Leaks, Investigations and Clean-up (SLIC) 

records.  According to the January 2006 version of this database, four SLIC sites are 
located within a 0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
11. The California Governor’s Office of Planning and Research annually publishes a 

listing of potential and confirmed HWS throughout the State of California under 
Government Code Section 65962.5.  This list is also known as the Cortese List, 
which is no longer updated. According to the April 2001 version of this list, 30 
Cortese sites are located within a one-mile radius of the subject site. 

 
12. The California Integrated Waste Management Board maintains a list of permitted 

solid waste landfills (SWF/LF), incinerators and transfer stations.  According to the 
December 2005 version of this database, no SWF/LF sites are located within a 0.5-
mile radius of the subject property. 

 
13. BA Environmental reviewed the list of “orphan” sites, which have inadequate 

address information and are therefore unplotted.  Ten (10) “orphan” sites were 
listed.  The “orphan” sites appear to be located at distances greater than 0.25 miles 
from the subject property. Based on the status and distances of the “orphan” sites 
from the subject property, environmental impact to the subject property from these 
listed facilities is unlikely.

A previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, who occupied 
the 4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and 
HAZNET databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also 
identified on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous 
wastes were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  
 
The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east (cross-gradient) of the subject 
property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd.) was listed on the 
Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No 
violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair 
facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not 
identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative 
to the subject property, and the locations, distances and/or statuses of the remaining 
facilities, there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources. 
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FINDINGS, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which is situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The review of historical documents revealed that the subject property was occupied by an 
orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until 
at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail buildings and a 
movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 
2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail purposes by various 
businesses since the 1970s. 
 
Historically, the adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses 
from prior to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the 
subject property became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area 
to the south of the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-
family residences between 1965 and 1974. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the subject property.  The 
subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 and 
4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, ASTs, floor drains, wastewater clarifiers, or 
significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the subject property. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual asbestos survey of suspect ACMs.  Suspect 
materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and mastic, 
vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior stucco, 
and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there is a 
moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials.  A 
limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November 1992 by 
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TRC Environmental Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected 
from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor 
tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that 
asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling 
materials. 
 
BA Environmental reviewed selected government environmental databases.  A previous 
tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 4360 
Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east 
(cross-gradient) of the subject property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens 
Creek Blvd.) was listed on the Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ 
HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The 
adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  
This adjacent property was not identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-
gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, and the locations, distances 
and/or statuses of the remaining facilities, there is a low potential for environmental 
impact due to off-site sources. 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-05, of the property located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 
4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California.  Any 
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the Introduction section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in 
connection with the subject property, except the following: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings. 
 
BA Environmental recommends the following: 

• Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and 
Maintenance (O&M) Program.  Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the 
subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos survey is recommended.  
If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in 
accordance with all local and state regulations.

1.0 INTRODUCTION  
 
BA Environmental (a Division of Building Analytics) is pleased to submit this Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) report to ATC Partners, LLC.  This report is 
regarding 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San 
Jose, California.   
 
This report was prepared in accordance with the BA Environmental Proposal and 
Contract (LA9451) dated November 17, 2011.  The assessment was performed at the 
Client's request using the methods and procedures consistent with good commercial and 
customary practice designed to conform to acceptable industry standards.   
 
The independent conclusions represent our professional judgment based on information 
and data available to us during the course of this assignment. Factual information 
regarding operations, conditions, and test data provided by the Client or their 
representative has been assumed to be correct and complete.  The conclusions presented 
are based on the data provided, observations, and conditions that existed on the date of 
the on-site visit.   
 
In expressing the opinions stated in this report, BA Environmental has exercised the 
degree of skill and care ordinarily exercised by a reasonable prudent environmental 
professional in the same community and in the same time frame given the same or similar 
facts and circumstances.  Documentation and data provided by the Client, designated 
representatives of the Client or other interested third parties, or from the public domain, 
and referred to in the preparation of this assessment, have been used and referenced with 
the understanding that BA Environmental assumes no responsibility or liability for their 
accuracy.

3.0 OBJECTIVE AND SCOPE OF WORK 
 
The purpose of the ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental 
conditions.  The identification of the presence or lack of recognized environmental 
conditions will “permit a user to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the 
innocent landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser 
limitations on CERCLA liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or 
“LLPs”); that is, the practice that constitutes “all appropriate inquiry into the previous 
ownership and uses of the property consistent with good commercial or customary 
practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35)(B)” (ASTM E1527-05). 
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This Phase I ESA meets or exceeds the general requirements of the American Society for 
Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments 
E1527-05, and the United States Environmental Protection Agency All Appropriate 
Inquiry (AAI) Rule (as defined in the Code of Federal Regulations 40 CFR part 312).  
The ASTM standard practice defines good commercial and customary practice for 
conducting ESAs using reasonable inquiry.  The scope of services for this Phase I ESA 
consisted of several tasks, including: 

• A reconnaissance of the site and its vicinity; 

• Interviews with current owners and occupants of the subject property, and 
personnel at local government agencies; 

• A compilation of the property history, including the review of previous 
environmental reports regarding the subject property (if available); 

• A review of pertinent local regulatory agency files; 

• An agency list search of facilities with recorded environmental issues located 
within the radii required by ASTM E1527-05; and 

• A summary of our findings, conclusions and recommendations. 
 
Additional services that were provided include: 

• A visual survey and review of a map of designated wetlands; 

• A visual mold survey; 

• A visual asbestos survey of suspect asbestos-containing materials (ACMs); 

• A visual lead-based paint survey;  

• A review of a survey and map of radon zones; 

• A review of relevant Methane Zones; and 

• Tier 1 Vapor Encroachment Screen 
 
The scope of this Phase I ESA is not intended to address, assess, or otherwise determine 
whether soil or groundwater contamination, waste emplacement, existing or threatened 
mold/fungus growth, asbestos-containing building materials, and/or lead-based paint 
actually exists at the subject property.  BA Environmental considers a Tier 2 vapor 
encroachment screen beyond the scope of this Phase I ESA, and therefore a Tier 2 vapor 
encroachment screen was not conducted as part of this ESA.  Additionally, this ESA does 
not serve as a comprehensive wetlands, mining, oil, pipeline, and/or gas well survey.  
Such determination would require additional surveys, comprehensive subsurface 
exploration and/or other sampling activities, which are beyond the scope of service for 
this Phase I ESA. 
 
As per ASTM Practice E1527-05, there are no deviations from, or deletions of, the 
general requirements of this standard practice contained in this report.  This Phase I ESA 
has been performed by, or under the direct supervision of an “environmental 
professional,” as defined in ASTM E1527-05 and the EPA AAI Rules. 
 
A Phase I ESA is a non-intrusive examination.  As such, it is not a full and complete 
assessment of all environmental conditions.  Adverse conditions may exist that could not 
be discovered by such an assessment.  No ESA can completely eliminate uncertainty 
regarding the potential for recognized environmental conditions in connection with a 
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subject property.  The ESA is intended to reduce, but not eliminate, uncertainty regarding 
the potential for recognized environmental conditions in connection with a property.  The 
practices of ASTM E1527-05 recognize reasonable limits of time and cost.  The term 
“All appropriate inquiry” does not mean an exhaustive assessment of a clean property.  
There is a point at which the cost of information obtained, or the time required to gather it 
outweighs the usefulness of the information, and in fact may interrupt or interfere with 
the orderly or timely completion of a property transaction.  One of the purposes of ASTM 
E1527-05 is to identify a balance between limiting the costs and time demands inherent 
in performing an ESA and the reduction of uncertainty about unknown conditions 
resulting from additional information.  BA Environmental has made every reasonable 
effort to discover and interpret the information and current conditions regarding the site 
within the time available.  We will recommend prudent additional investigations, if 
deemed necessary. 
 
Several terms are commonly used throughout this report.  For the purpose of this report, 
the site vicinity refers to an area within a 1-mile radius of the subject site.  The term 
adjacent property includes those properties next to or across a street or a railroad track 
from the subject property.  Adjoining properties are those which directly abut the 
subject property.  Recognized environmental conditions (RECs) refers to “the presence 
or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under 
conditions that indicate an existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release 
of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures on the property or into 
the ground, ground water, or surface water of the property.  The term includes hazardous 
substances or petroleum products even under conditions in compliance with laws.  The 
term is not intended to include de minimis conditions that generally do not present a 
threat to human health or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of 
an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies” 
(ASTM E1527-05).  The term de minimis refers to having such a low or minimal risk that 
it is not considered to be of concern.  “Conditions determined to be de minimis are not 
recognized environmental conditions” (ASTM E1527-05).   
 
A Historical REC (HREC) is defined as “an environmental condition which in the past 
would have been considered a REC but which may not be considered a REC currently.”  
If a past release of a hazardous substance or petroleum product that has occurred at the 
subject property and has been remediated, and the remediation has been accepted by the 
responsible regulatory agency (for example, as evidenced by the issuance of a no further 
action letter or equivalent), this condition shall be considered an HREC.   
 
BA Environmental uses risk levels (low, moderate and high) to provide the user with a 
relative risk for the potential for impact to the subject property.  These risk levels are 
qualitative only, and have no quantitative basis.   
 
 
4.0 DESCRIPTION OF SUBJECT PROPERTY  
 
4.1 Site Location and Legal Description 
 
The subject property is located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard, on the south side of Stevens Creek Boulevard in the city of San Jose 
California.  The subject property is bisected by Lopina Drive with the subject property to 
the east and west.  The subject site is identified as APNs 296-38-013, 296-38-014and 
296-40-009.   
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4.2 Site Improvements 
 
The subject property consists of three two-story commercial office buildings located at 
4300, 4320 and 4340 Stevens Creek Boulevard and two single-story retail buildings 
located at 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard.  Total square footage of the subject 
buildings is estimated to be 163,625 square feet.  The subject buildings are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include asphalt surface 
parking and landscaping.  The subject property was reportedly constructed in the mid-
1970s from previous agricultural land.  Vehicular access is from Stevens Creek 
Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and west of the subject property.

4.4 Drinking Water 
 
Municipal water service is supplied by the San Jose Water Company.  According to the 
2010 Water Quality Report for the San Jose Municipal Water System, there are no MCL 
violations, and the drinking water supplied by this municipal supplier meets all drinking 
water standards.  A copy of the 2010 Water Quality Report for the San Jose Municipal 
Water System is included in Appendix A.   
 
 
4.5 Adjacent Land Use 
 
During the reconnaissance of the surrounding area within a 0.25-mile radius, BA 
Environmental observed that the subject site is located in an area of commercial, retail 
and residential properties.   
 
The adjacent properties to the subject site are as follows (Figures 1 and 2): 
 
North: Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by automotive dealerships.   
 
South: Multi-family residential.   
 
East: Oaktree Mazda automotive dealership.   
 
West: Stevens Creek Volkswagen dealership.   
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5.0 PHYSICAL SETTINGS 
 
5.1 Topography 
 
The property is depicted on the San Jose West, California Topographic Quadrangle map 
of the United States Geological Survey (USGS).  The location of the subject site is at 
Latitude 37° 19’ 23.2’’ North, Longitude 121° 58’ 43.7’’ West of the Prime Meridian.  
The subject site is located on the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley.  The 
topography of the subject site gently slopes generally towards the north at a gradient of 
approximately 40 feet per mile.  The elevation at the site is approximately 145 feet above 
mean sea level (msl).   
 
Surface drainage of the subject site generally flows towards the east and west, in the 
direction of Lopina Way.  Some localized changes in surface drainage are present 
throughout the subject site.   
 
San Tomas Aquinas Creek is located approximately 0.75 miles east of the subject 
property.  Saratoga Creek is located approximately 1.0 mile west of the subject property.  
No other major bodies of surface water (i.e., oceans, lakes, rivers, streams, etc.) are 
located within a one-mile radius of the site.   
 
 
5.2 Geology and Hydrogeology 
 
The subject site occupies a broad alluvial valley that slopes gently northward toward the 
San Francisco Bay, and is flanked by the Diablo Range to the east and the Santa Cruz 
Mountains to the west.  General underlying deposits are of Quaternary fine-grained 
alluvial sediments followed by deposits of bay mud.  In the site area the sediments are 
estimated to be at least several hundred feet thick.  Bedrock in the site area consists of 
Jurassic sedimentary rocks of the Franciscan Formation and is estimated to be at a depth 
of greater than 1,000 feet below ground surface (bgs) (DWR 1975).   
 
The subject site lies in the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin 
which consists of an upper and lower water-bearing zone.  Groundwater in the upper 
water bearing zone is reported to be under both confined and unconfined conditions.  
Previous site investigations in the vicinity of the subject site reported soil types consisting 
of interbedded sandy silts and silty to sandy clays at a depth of approximately 48 feet bgs.  
Soil types at depths of 30 to 37 feet bgs are reported to be silts and clays in the site 
vicinity (ETIC 2009).   
 
A groundwater investigation located approximately 500 feet north of the subject property 
reportedly first encountered shallow groundwater at between approximately 34 to 39 feet 
bgs.  The groundwater flow direction is reported to be variable in the shallow zone and 
northwest in the deeper water-bearing zone at a hydraulic gradient of 0.006 feet per foot 
(ft/ft) (Cardno ERI 2011).   
 
 
5.3 Oil Wells and Oil Fields 
 
A review of relevant Munger oil and gas field maps and Division of Oil, Gas and 
Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) Regional Wildcat Map indicated that the subject site 
was not located within any oil or gas fields, and that no oil or natural gas wells were 
located on the subject site (Munger, 1993; DOGGR, 2011). 
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6.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 
 
As stated in the ASTM E1527-05 guidelines, the “User” of the Phase I ESA is 
responsible to provide any or all information and records regarding environmental liens 
and activity and use limitations (AULs) for the subject property, unless contracted with 
the Consultant.  The Consultant is also to be informed of any abnormal sale pricing of the 
subject property and any special conditions.  The Consultant should also be informed of 
the purpose of the Phase I ESA.  Unless otherwise stated, the purpose of the Phase I ESA 
is assumed to be in the preparation for a commercial real estate transaction.   
 
During this investigation, BA Environmental has requested from the Client any 
information, records, and/or knowledge of the subject property.  BA Environmental also 
requests any past environmental reports (including but not limited to Phase I ESAs, Phase 
II Subsurface Investigations, Site Characterization Reports, Groundwater Monitoring 
Reports, Remediation Reports, Asbestos or Lead-Based Paint Surveys or Abatement 
Documents, Mold Surveys or Abatement Documents, and Indoor Air Quality Reports) 
regarding the subject property.  BA Environmental has requested copies of all operating 
permits regarding environmental issues (i.e., generators, USTs and ASTs, wastewater 
discharge, hazardous materials storage and handling, hazardous waste storage and 
disposal and air emissions permits).  BA Environmental has also requested any present or 
historic knowledge of environmental litigations, administrative proceedings and 
violations associated with hazardous materials/wastes and/or petroleum products. 
 
 
6.1 Title Records 
 
BA Environmental was provided a copy of the Preliminary Title Report for the subject 
property.  BA Environmental found no environmental issues regarding the Preliminary 
Title Report.  There were no Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations 
(AULs) for the subject property listed in the Preliminary Title Report. 
 
 
6.2 Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions 
 
BA Environmental was supplied a copy of a Preliminary Title Report for review by the 
Client for Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations (AULs) regarding the 
subject property.  According to the Preliminary Title Report, there are no environmental 
liens or AULs for the subject property.  The EDR Radius Map Report searched databases 
for Federal Superfund Liens, US Engineering Controls, US Institutional Controls, State 
Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions.  According to the EDR report, no Federal 
Superfund Liens, US Engineering Controls, US Institutional Controls, State 
Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions exist for the subject site (EDR, 2011a).  A 
copy of the title report and property tax map are included in Appendix B. 
 
 
6.3 Specialized Knowledge 
 
No specialized knowledge of the subject site was reported to BA Environmental by the 
Client.   
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6.4 Valuation Reduction Due to Environmental Issues 
 
No information regarding abnormal property pricing for the subject property was 
reported to BA Environmental by the Client.   
 
 
6.5 Interviews 
 
Attempts were made to interview various individuals with regard to the subject property’s 
current and past usages.  Interviews were also conducted with regard to the presence of 
underground storage tanks (USTs), usage and storage of hazardous materials, and the 
possibilities of any spills or unauthorized releases of hazardous materials on the subject 
property.   
 
Ms. Diane Warriner, Senior Property Manager for the subject site was interviewed with 
regard to the subject site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she has been managing the subject 
site for approximately six years.  Ms. Warriner indicated that she did not know any of the 
previous history for the subject site prior to her becoming property manager for the 
subject buildings.  Ms. Warriner indicated that no USTs or ASTs were located on-site.  
According to Ms. Warriner, to the best of her knowledge, there are no wastewater 
clarifiers.  One grease interceptor associated with the Round Table Pizza was reported to 
exist on-site.  According to Ms. Warriner, no significant quantities of hazardous materials 
are used or stored on-site, except for small quantities of maintenance supplies and 
janitorial supplies.  Ms. Warriner was unaware of any releases or spills of hazardous 
materials on the subject property.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any 
past or present environmental investigations or reports for the subject property.  
According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any remedial activities which have been 
conducted on the subject property.  Ms. Warriner was interviewed with regard to asbestos 
and lead-based paint existing on the subject property.  Ms. Warriner stated that she was 
not aware of any asbestos or lead-based paint on-site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she 
was unaware of any asbestos or lead-based paint surveys for the subject site.  Ms. 
Warriner stated she was unaware of any asbestos or lead-based paint abatement activities 
conducted on the subject site.   Ms. Warriner was interviewed with regard to water leaks 
and mold.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any current mold growth 
within the buildings.  Ms. Warriner stated she was unaware of any significant past or 
present roof leaks or plumbing leaks which have not been repaired upon discovery.  Ms. 
Warriner was interviewed with regard to environmental liens, land use limitations and 
environmental litigations regarding the subject property.  According to Ms. Warriner, 
there are currently no environmental liens or land use restrictions on the subject property.  
Ms. Warriner also stated that there have been no past, present or future environmental 
litigations on the subject site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any 
devaluation of the subject property due to environmental issues.  The quality of the 
answers obtained from Ms. Warriner during the interview was judged to be good.   
 
The present property owner was unavailable to be interviewed.  BA Environmental 
attempted to interview tenants of adjacent and nearby businesses on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  They all declined to be interviewed.   
 
 
6.6 Review of Previous Environmental Reports 
 
BA Environmental reviewed one previous Phase I ESAs report regarding the subject 
property: 
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BA Environmental (BA), Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) Report, 
Meridian Square, 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San 
Jose, California, prepared March 3, 2006 – In February of 2006, BA Environmental 
(BA) conducted a Phase I ESA at the subject site.  This ESA included a review of 
historical documents, a site reconnaissance, a review of governmental databases and a 
review of environmental agency files.  According to BA, the subject property was 
occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from 
prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail 
buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater 
was demolished in 2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail 
purposes by various businesses since the 1970s.  On the day of BA’s site visit, the subject 
property was occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail buildings.  
During their site reconnaissance, BA did not identify any aboveground storage tanks 
(ASTs) or underground storage tanks (USTs) associated with the subject property  BA 
did not identify evidence of the presence of wells, sumps, cisterns, standpipes or well 
heads at the subject site.  In their Phase I report, BA reviewed a limited asbestos survey 
performed on the subject property in November 1992 by TRC Environmental 
Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected from the five on-site 
buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor tile, and duct 
insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was 
detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling materials.  
BA reviewed selected government environmental databases.  BA indicated that a 
previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 
4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRA-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested and removed from the subject property historically.  No staining was 
observed on the floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site 
visit.  Based on this information, impact to the subject property from past photograph 
developing activities at the subject property is unlikely.  BA stated that the closest off-site 
facility was to the southwest of the subject property in a down-gradient location relative 
to the regional groundwater flow direction.  This facility, the Grosvenor International 
facility, had a documented leak of diesel fuel that had been remediated.  Based on the 
review of government listed databases, BA indicated that the assessment had revealed no 
evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject property.  
The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east (cross-gradient) of the subject 
property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd.) was listed on the 
Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No 
violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair 
facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not 
identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative 
to the subject property, and the locations, distances and/or statuses of the remaining 
facilities, there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
6.7 Permits 
 
BA Environmental was not provided operating or handling permits by the Client.  
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6.8 Reason for Performing Phase I ESA 
 
The Phase I ESA was conducted in accordance with ASTM Standard Practice for 
Environmental Site Assessments E1527-05, and the United States Environmental 
Protection Agency AAI.  This Phase I ESA was conducted for the purpose of a 
commercial property transaction/sale. 
 
 
7.0 HISTORICAL REVIEW 
 
As part of the historical review, BA Environmental reviewed available historical aerial 
photographs for the years 1939, 1956, 1965, 1974, 1982, 1993 and 1998 (BA 
Environmental, 2011a); city directories for the years 1922-2006 (EDR, 2011b); historical 
fire insurance maps reported no coverage for the subject property (EDR, 2011c); 
historical topographic maps for the years 1953, 1961, 1968, 1973, and 1980 (BA 
Environmental, 2011d); and building records (City of San Jose, 2011).  Chicago Title, 
Title Report and Tax Map (Chicago Title, 2011). Copies of the above historical 
documents are provided in Appendices B through F. 
 
 
7.1 History of Subject Property 
 
The subject property was occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, 
and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the 
existing office and retail buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early to 
mid-1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 2003 and became an asphalt surface 
parking lot for the subject property.  The subject site has been used as office space and 
for retail purposes by various businesses since the mid-1970s.   
 
 
7.2 History of Adjacent Properties 
 
The adjacent properties to the north of the subject site were developed by Stevens Creek 
Boulevard followed by orchards and farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until 
sometime prior to 1965.  By 1965, the adjacent property to the north following Stevens 
Creek Boulevard appeared to be vacant and void of agricultural related features.  From 
1965 until sometime prior to 1974, the adjacent property to the north following Stevens 
Creek Boulevard remained undeveloped.  Sometime prior to 1974 the adjacent properties 
to the north were developed by automotive dealerships.  Since 1974, there have been no 
significant changes in the adjacent property to the north.   
 
The adjacent properties to the east of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property east of the subject site was developed by automotive dealerships.  Since 
1974, there have been no significant changes in the adjacent property to the east.   
 
The adjacent properties to the south of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property to the south was developed by Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residential apartments.  Since 1974, there have been no significant changes in the 
adjacent property to the south.   
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The adjacent properties to the west of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property west of the subject site was developed by what appeared to be an 
automotive dealership and vacant land.  From 1974 to sometime prior to 2006, the 
adjacent property to the west had some minor configuration changes but remained as an 
automotive dealership.  By 2006 the adjacent property to the west was redeveloped into 
the Volkswagen dealership that was observed on the day of the site reconnaissance.  
Since 2006, there have been no significant changes in the adjacent property to the west.   
 
 
8.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS 
 
On December 1, 2011, BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the 
subject site located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the 
City of San Jose, California.  Mr. Richard O’Neil of BA Environmental was escorted 
through the site by Ms Diane Warriner, Senior Property Manager for the subject site, and 
Ms. Emily Benton, of ATC Partners.  During the site reconnaissance, BA Environmental 
visually assessed the subject property, interior and exterior of the subject buildings, the 
roof, and randomly selected tenant office suites as well as all of the retail tenant suites.  
BA Environmental also visually assessed all janitorial spaces, a maintenance shop, 
mechanical areas and any rooms which may contain hazardous materials.   
 
 
8.1 Site Improvements 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings, totaling approximately 163,625 square feet.  The subject buildings are situated 
on an approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  The noted retail tenants of the subject 
property were an Office Depot, Round Table Pizza, Togo’s, DaVita at Home, and Smile 
Pro Dental.  The commercial office buildings are occupied by various commercial 
business offices.  Other improvements include surface asphalt parking, landscaping, and a 
separate building maintenance shop located in the parking area of the subject property.  
The buildings were constructed in the mid 1970s from previously developed agricultural 
land.   
 
 
8.2 Building Construction 
 
The subject buildings are of wood framed construction, built above a concrete slab on 
grade.  The roofs and intermediate floors consist or wooden decks.  The roofing materials 
consist of a mineral cap built up roof system.  The exterior walls are covered by wood 
siding.  The interior walls of the buildings consist of painted or wall-papered drywall 
over wooden studs with some textural plaster.  The floors are covered by carpeting, 
resilient floor tiles, resilient floor sheeting, Pergo wood flooring, and ceramic floor tiles.  
The ceilings are comprised of drywall, 2’ x 4’ sections of suspended acoustical ceiling 
panels, and in some of the retail areas exposed wood beam panels.   
 
 
8.3 HVAC Systems 
 
The heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) systems consist of rooftop 
packaged units for the retail buildings located at 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard.  The HVAC systems of the office buildings located at 4300, 4320 and 4340 
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Stevens Creek Boulevard consist of Trane chillers, Evapco cooling towers and associated 
air-handling units located on the roofs of the subject office buildings.  All of the HVAC 
units were electric and/or natural gas operated.  Water treatment systems that include 
corrosion inhibitors and biocides associated with the cooling towers were observed on the 
roofs of the office buildings.  The water treatment chemicals were stored in various-sized 
plastic containers.  No staining was observed on the surfaces of the roof beneath the 
containers of corrosion inhibitor and biocide.   
 
 
8.4 Elevators 
 
The 2-story office buildings are serviced by one hydroelectric elevator each.  All of the 
elevator equipment observed was in good condition.  Some hydraulic oil was noted 
beneath the elevator equipment located in the 4340 Stevens Creek building.  The elevator 
pits were not accessible on the day of the site reconnaissance.   
 
 
8.5 Industrial Equipment/Manufacturing Processes 
 
During the site reconnaissance, no industrial equipment was observed on the subject site.  
No manufacturing processes which utilize hazardous materials or petroleum products 
were observed during the site visit. 
 
 
8.6 Hazardous Materials/Waste Storage 
 
Small quantities of normal household cleaners were observed in several of the tenant 
suites.  The containers were observed to be in good condition with no visible evidence of 
leakage.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers.   
 
A maintenance shop was observed on the eastern parking area behind the 4300 Stevens 
Creek office building.  This shop was observed to contain various maintenance supplies 
such as small amounts of lubricants, aerosol paint and spray adhesives.  Approximately 
50 one-gallon containers of paint and 15 five-gallon containers of paint were observed 
stored in the maintenance shop.  All containers observed were in good condition with no 
visible evidence of leakage.  The floor of this area was observed to be in good condition 
with no staining observed on the floor of this area.   
 
A water treatment system was observed on the roof adjacent to the cooling towers located 
at the office buildings.  The treatment system consisted of a 30-gallon drum of AA13 
Cooling Water treatment and a 20-gallon container of AmberGuard 215 antimicrobial.  
The treatment system was observed to be in good condition with no visible evidence of 
leakage.  No visible staining was observed on the roof beneath the treatment systems.   
 
 
8.7 Biohazards and Infectious Wastes 
 
Small quantities of biohazards or infectious wastes are generated in the Smile Pro Dental 
office and the DaVita dialysis clinic located on the subject property.  Biohazardous waste 
and sharps were observed to be stored in containers lined with plastic bags.  The 
containers and plastic bags were observed to be properly labeled and stored.  The bio-
hazardous medical related waste and sharps are transported off-site by a medical 
biohazards contractor.  The containers were observed to be in good condition with no 
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visible evidence of leakage.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the 
containers.   
 
 
8.8 Radiologic Hazards 
 
X-ray equipment is expected to be located at Smile Pro Dental.  On the day of the site 
reconnaissance the x-ray equipment was not accessible.  Reportedly, any x-ray equipment 
is permitted and the permits are current.   
 
 
8.9 Underground Storage Tanks 
 
No evidence for the presence of on-site underground storage tanks (USTs), such as fuel 
dispensers, fill ports, aboveground vents or piping, was observed during the site 
reconnaissance.  According to the San Jose Fire Department (SJFD) and the Santa Clara 
County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD), USTs are not present at the subject 
site.   
 
 
8.10 Aboveground Storage Tanks 
 
On the day of the site reconnaissance, no aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) were 
observed on the subject site. 
 
 
8.11 Hydraulic Lifts and Equipment 
 
One hydraulic cardboard compactor (cardboard bailer) was noted to be located in the 
tenant space of Office Depot.  This piece of equipment appeared to be in good condition 
with no visible evidence of leakage.  No staining was observed beneath this equipment.   
 
 
8.12 Generators and Emergency Power Systems 
 
No emergency generators or emergency power systems were observed on-site on the day 
of the site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.13 Wastewater Treatment Systems, Clarifiers and Interceptors 
 
No evidence of the wastewater treatment systems or wastewater clarifiers was observed 
at the subject property.  
 
One belowground grease interceptor was observed to the rear of Round Table Pizza.  
According to the manager of Round Table Pizza, the interceptor is serviced and pumped 
out every three months.  This interceptor is intended to reduce the amount of cooking oil 
and grease which enters the sanitary sewer effluent from the subject property.  Cooking 
oil and grease are not classified as hazardous materials; however, when discharged into 
the sanitary sewer system, they decrease the efficiency and increase the cost of water 
treatment, as well as plug sewer lines.  The interceptor prevents grease and cooking oils 
from entering the sanitary sewer system.  No unusual odors or staining were observed in 
the area of the interceptor.   
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One small grease interceptor was also noted in the interior of the Togo’s tenant space.  
No unusual odor or staining was observed in the area of the interceptor.   
 
 
8.14 Pits, Ponds and Lagoons 
 
Pits, ponds and lagoons are often associated with the disposal of solid and liquid wastes, 
which may include hazardous materials.  According to ASTM Standard E1527-05, pits, 
ponds and lagoons are “man-made or natural depressions in the ground surface that are 
likely to hold liquid or sludge containing hazardous substances or petroleum products.”  
Information obtained from the assessment indicated that pits, ponds and lagoons do not 
currently exist, or have ever existed on the subject site or any of the adjacent properties.   
 
 
8.15 Septic Tanks and Cesspools 
 
Septic tanks and cesspools are often associated with the disposal of wastewater from 
structures that are not served by public sewer systems.  Septic tanks and cesspools may 
be associated with hazardous materials, if such materials have been inappropriately 
disposed of in the past via sinks.  Information obtained from the subject site 
reconnaissance indicated that septic tanks and cesspools do not currently exist on the 
subject site.  Presently, the sanitary sewer discharge to the subject buildings is tied into 
the city-owned sanitary sewer system. 
 
 
8.16 Distressed Vegetation and Staining 
 
Areas of vegetation (trees and shrubbery) in planters were observed along the east and 
south sides of the parking area of the subject property.  No distressed vegetation, dead 
vegetation or discolored vegetation was observed during the site reconnaissance. 
 
No areas of stained soil, or stained asphalt or concrete, were observed on-site during the 
site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.17 Spills, Corroded Surfaces and Odors 
 
No visible evidence of spills or ponded liquids was observed during the site 
reconnaissance.  No corroded or degraded metal or concrete surfaces were observed.  No 
unusual odors were detected inside or outside of the subject buildings on the day of the 
site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.18 Wells, Cisterns, Sumps and Floor Drains 
 
No evidence of the presence of cisterns, sumps, floor drains or well heads, was observed 
at the subject property.   
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8.19 Pipelines 
 
No evidence for the presence of underground pipelines used to transport petroleum 
products such as crude oil, gasoline, or natural gas was observed on or adjacent to the 
subject property. 
 
 
8.20 Mines, Oil and Gas Wells, Oil Production Facilities 
 
During the site reconnaissance, no visible evidence of mine shafts, open pit mines or 
other mining activities were observed on the day of the site reconnaissance.   
 
No oil or natural gas wells were observed on the subject site.  No evidence of oil 
production facilities, sumps, tank batteries, piping or refineries were observed on the day 
of the site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.21 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) 
 
Federal regulations put into effect following the Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA) 
require that electrical transformers be labeled to identify their PCB content.  The 
manufacture and distribution of PCBs was banned in 1979.  Pad-mounted electrical 
transformers and several electrical vaults, most likely containing transformers, are present 
on the subject property.  The vaults were not accessible on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  These transformers are owned and operated by Pacific Gas & Electric 
(PG&E), which would respond to any environmental concerns associated with the 
transformers.  No staining was observed on surfaces adjacent or beneath any of this 
electrical equipment.   
 
Three hydraulic elevators are present at the subject property, one each within the three 2-
story office buildings.  The hydraulic equipment is located in an elevator equipment room 
in the lower level adjacent to the elevator shafts.  The elevator equipment appeared to be 
in good condition, and only minor staining was observed in the elevator room located at 
4340 Stevens Creek Boulevard.  The elevator equipment appears to be original to the 
current office buildings and installed in the mid- 1970s; a potential exists for PCBs to be 
present in the elevator’s hydraulic fluid.  However, information from service records kept 
in the elevator rooms indicated that the elevator equipment is serviced on a regular basis 
by Accent Elevator and the hydraulic fluid currently used in the elevators does not 
contain PCBs.   
 
Fluorescent lighting was observed throughout the buildings.  Fluorescent ballasts 
containing PCBs have not been manufactured since the late 1970s, and have a general life 
expectancy of 15 years.  None of the fluorescent fixtures were inspected up close; 
however, at a distance the fluorescent fixtures appeared to be of recent manufacture.  
Based on the life expectancy of fluorescent lights, it is unlikely that the light ballasts 
contain PCBs.  BA Environmental did not observe other equipment on-site likely to 
contain PCBs.   
 
 
8.22 Other Environmental Concerns 
 
No other environmental concerns were noted for the subject property.   
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8.23 Trash and Waste Containment 
 
Trash dumpsters and recycling dumpsters were noted in each of the parking areas and 
located in an enclosure.  These containers appeared to contain non-hazardous paper and 
plastic waste, and some food waste.  No significant staining was observed on the concrete 
surface beneath the trash or recycling containers.  The trash for the subject site is serviced 
by Allied Waste and Recology, with the recycling handled by Stevens Creek Disposal 
and Recycling.   
 
 
8.24 Stormwater 
 
Stormwater that collects on the roof is directed into roof drains, which drain to the 
parking areas.  Water from the parking areas is directed to drains which flow into the 
city-owned stormdrain system.   
 
 
9.0 AGENCY CONTACTS 
 
9.1 City of San Jose Fire Department, Fire Prevention Division (SJFD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the office of the SJFD regarding records of USTs, 
hazardous materials storage, and hazardous materials permits for the subject property.  
According to the SJFD, no UST permits or hazardous materials permits exist for the 
subject property.   
 
 
9.2 California State Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 
 
BA Environmental searched the RWQCB’s Geotracker database for UST Program, and 
Spills, Leaks, Investigations and Cleanups (SLIC) Program, files for the subject site.  
According to the RWQCB’s Geotracker database, no files exist for the subject property.  
BA Environmental also placed a written request for files at the RWQCB for these 
programs.  According to the RWQCB, no files exist for the subject property. 
 
 
9.3 California State Department of Toxic Substance Control (DTSC) 
 
BA Environmental searched the ENVIROSTOR database for any files regarding 
contamination beneath the subject site.  According to the DTSC’s ENVIROSTOR 
database, no files are listed for the subject property.   BA Environmental also placed a 
written request for files at the DTSC.  According to the DTSC, no files exist for the 
subject property. 
 
 
9.4 Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD) 
 
BA Environmental has placed a written request for records regarding the subject property 
regarding air emissions permits for the subject property.  At the time of this draft report 
the BAAQMD had not responded.   
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9.5 Santa Clara County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the offices of the SCEHD regarding USTs, hazardous 
materials storage, hazardous materials permits, leaking USTS (LUSTs), and hazardous 
materials spill incidents at the subject site.  According to the SCEHD, no UST permits or 
hazardous materials permits or LUSTs exist for the subject site. 
 
 
10.0 GOVERNMENT RECORDS REVIEW 
 
Regulatory compliance is a primary element of an ESA.  Failure to comply with 
governmental regulations can result in fines, and can expose businesses or individuals to 
liabilities from which the law would otherwise shield them.  The presence of hazardous 
wastes or hazardous materials, on-site or at neighboring sites, may present certain 
liabilities.  Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) searches over 900 federal, state 
and local databases nationwide to provide the most recent information regarding the 
hazardous materials sites within the site vicinity, and which are identified below (EDR, 
2011a).  EDR searches each database to the radius specified in ASTM E1527-05 and the 
EPA AAI Rules.  Descriptions of each database searched are provided in the EDR Radius 
Report.  A copy of the EDR Radius Report is provided in Appendix G.  A summary of 
the sites listed within the governmental databases researched by EDR is provided in 
Table 1 below.

10.1 Subject Property 
 
A previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied 
the 4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and 
HAZNET databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also 
identified on the HAZNET database.  No RCRA violations regarding the handling of 
hazardous wastes were identified for the subject property.  According to the HAZNET 
database, photochemical waste, generated by on-site photograph developing activities, 
has been manifested and transported off-site for recycling historically.  No staining or 
evidence of a release was observed on the floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd building 
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at the time of the site visit.  Based on this information, impact to the subject property 
from past photograph developing activities at the subject property is unlikely.   
 
 
10.2 Adjacent Properties 
 
The two adjacent properties located to the east and west of the subject property were 
listed on several of the government environmental databases searched. 
 
Oak Tree Mazda located at 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd. was listed on the SWEEPS UST, 
HAZNET, RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases 
were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to 
have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not listed on the LUST 
database, indicating that there have been no reported releases at this adjacent property.  
No RCRA violations were reported for this adjacent property.  Based on the status and 
location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, there is a low 
potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
Stevens Creek Volkswagen located at 4490 Stevens Creek Blvd. was listed on the AST 
and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  
The adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 1,500-gallon AST.  There 
have been no reported releases at this adjacent property.  Based on the status and  
location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, there is a low 
potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
10.3 Site Vicinity 
 
BA Environmental reviewed the EDR database report for off-site facilities in the site 
vicinity which may have impacted the subject property.  Sites of concern included those 
with known releases, facilities which use significant quantities of hazardous materials, 
sites with USTs, and facilities which are hydraulically up-gradient of the subject site. 
 
A review of all of the sites listed within the subject site vicinity revealed that the closest 
non-adjacent facilities are located north (down-gradient) of the subject property and the 
closest facility in the site vicinity with a reported release is greater than 500 feet from the 
subject site (cross/down-gradient).  Based on the distances and statuses of these facilities, 
there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
11.0 DATA GAP DISCUSSION 
 
Based on all of the historical documents available and the reconnaissance of the subject 
site, it appears that no significant data gaps exist.  Although minor historical data gaps 
exist, it is BA Environmental’s opinion that these data gaps are not significant, and that 
during these data gaps the subject property’s use did not significantly change.   
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12.0 ADDITIONAL NON-ASTM SCOPE ASSESSMENT 
 
12.1 Visual Asbestos Survey 
 
On July 12, 1989, the EPA issued a final rule banning most asbestos-containing products.  
In 1991, this regulation was overturned by the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in New 
Orleans.  As a result of the Court's decision, the following specific asbestos-containing 
products remain banned: flooring felt, rollboard, and corrugated, commercial, or specialty 
paper.  In addition, the regulation continues to ban the use of asbestos in products that 
have not historically contained asbestos, otherwise referred to as "new uses" of asbestos.  
Although the use of asbestos in the manufacture of most building materials was for the 
most part discontinued by 1979, some non-friable ACMs, such as roofing material and 
floor coverings (floor tile and mastic), were manufactured and used into the mid 1980s.  
Other non-friable ACMs such as mastics and coatings in which the asbestos is bound by 
organic binders can still be found in materials today. 

• Friable materials are materials which can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to 
powder by hand pressure when dry. 

• Non-friable materials are materials in which the fibers have been locked in by a 
bonding agent, coating, or binder, and may not release fibers during normal use 
and handling.  Improper handling, such as grinding or sanding of non-friable 
ACMs, will render these materials friable. 

 
BA Environmental performed a visual survey of suspect friable and non-friable asbestos-
containing materials (ACMs).  Suspect materials observed during the site reconnaissance 
include 12” x 12” floor tiles and associated mastic, floor sheeting and mastic, vinyl base 
molding and adhesive, drywall, joint compound, carpet mastic, 2’ by 4’ sections of 
suspended acoustical ceiling panels, HVAC sealant, caulking, and roofing materials.  All 
building materials were observed to be in good condition, with a low potential for 
damage.  Based on the date of construction of the subject buildings (constructed in mid-
1970s), there is a moderate potential for ACMs to exist within the subject buildings.   
 
BA Environmental reviewed a previous Phase I ESA report (BA Environmental, 2006), 
which indicated that a limited asbestos survey had been performed on the subject 
property in November 1992 by TRC Environmental Corporation.  Reportedly, TRC 
collected eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs from the five on-site buildings.  
Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor tile, and duct insulation.  
According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was detected in 
three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling materials.   
 
During the review of the TRC report, it was found that the copy provided to BA 
Environmental was incomplete.  BA Environmental could not determine from which 
building the samples identified as containing asbestos originated.  Four of the samples 
were reported to have been collected from the former theater which was demolished in 
2003.  Based on the above information, a review of the TRC report and BA 
Environmental’s field observations, some of the identified asbestos-containing materials 
materials may no longer exist on the subject site. 
 
 
12.2 Visual Mold Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  BA Environmental did not assess areas not readily accessible, nor did they 
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conduct a destructive or invasive survey.  It is possible that significant fungal spore 
growth inside walls, insulation, attic spaces, or other areas can exist and not be visible on 
the finished surfaces of a building’s interior spaces.  BA Environmental did not 1) 
perform a mold/fungi inspection, 2) perform any building material surface mold 
sampling, or 3) perform air sampling for mold spores at the subject property as part of 
this Phase I.   
 
No areas of visible mold or moist areas conducive to mold growth were observed within 
the interior of the buildings within tenant spaces during the site visit.  No mold odors, 
evidence of roof leaks (such as wet walls or carpets), plumbing leaks or areas that have 
remained moist for extended periods of time were observed within the buildings during 
the site visit.   
 
 
12.3 Visual Lead-Based Paint Survey 
 
Lead was a major ingredient in paint pigment prior to and through the 1940s.  While 
other pigments were used in the 1950s, the use of lead in paint continued until the mid 
1970s.  In 1978, the Consumer Products Safety Commission banned paint and other 
surface coating materials that are lead-containing.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual lead-based paint survey in accessible areas at the 
subject property.  All of the paint observed on-site appeared to be in good condition with 
no visible evidence of damage or peeling.  Based on the age of the current subject 
buildings, constructed in the mid-1970s, there is a low to moderate potential that lead-
based paint exists on the subject site.   
 
 
12.4 Radon Gas Survey 
 
Radon is a radioactive gas that occurs naturally in the environment and cannot be seen, 
smelled or tasted.  The human health effect associated with exposure to elevated levels of 
radon is an increased risk of developing lung cancer.  The US Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) and the US Center for Disease Control are concerned about the increased 
risk of lung cancer developing in individuals exposed to above average levels of radon in 
their homes or offices.  In order to address these concerns, the US EPA conducted a 
radon survey and presented the results for various counties in 1993. 
 
The EPA’s map of Radon Zones assigns each of the 3,141 counties in the United States 
to one of three zones.  The zone designations were determined by assessing five factors 
that are known to be important indicators of radon potential: indoor radon measurements, 
geology, aerial radioactivity surveys, soil parameters and foundation types.  The subject 
site falls within the designation of Zone 2.  Zone 2 counties have a predicted average 
indoor radon screening level of greater than or equal to two pico curies per liter (pCi/l) of 
air and less than or equal to four pCi/l of air.  According to the EPA, of the 8 sites tested 
within the subject site’s zip code, 100% of the 1st floor living areas tested were reported 
to have radon levels below 4pCi/l.  The average radon concentration was reported to be 
1.613 pCi/l.  According to the California Radon database, 39 sites were tested in the 
subject site’s zip code.  No sites were reported to have radon levels above 4 pCi/l.  It is 
BA Environmental’s opinion, based upon these results, that there is a low potential that 
radon is a concern for the subject property.   
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12.5 Methane Zones 
 
Methane is a naturally occurring hydrocarbon produced by the breakdown of organic 
material which can migrate through soils and sediments.  Methane gas is flammable and 
is considered a hazardous substance by the American Congress of Government Industrial 
Hygienists (ACGIH), the Department of Transportation (DOT), and the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA).  According to city and state agency files, the subject site 
is not located within an identified methane zone. 
 
 
12.6 Vapor Encroachment Screen 
 
Vapor encroachment can occur when vapor migrates into on-site subsurface soils from 
on-site or off-site soils and/or groundwater contaminated with petroleum hydrocarbons or 
other volatile organic compounds.  The migration of these vapors into a building or 
structure can pose a health risk.  To assess for the potential of vapor encroachment, 
ASTM created the Standard Guide for Vapor Encroachment Screening on Property 
Involved Real Estate Transactions, ASTM 2600-10.  This Standard Guide supersedes 
ASTM 2600-08.  The purpose of this guide is to provide practical guidance and a useful 
process for conducting a vapor encroachment screen (VES) on a property parcel involved 
in a real estate transaction in the United States of America with respect to chemicals of 
concern (COC) that may migrate as vapors onto a property as a result of contaminated 
soil and groundwater on or near the property.  The VES is conducted in a two-tier 
process, which is as follows: 
 
Tier 1 – Initial Screening (non-invasive) 
Tier 2 – Site Specific Numeric Screening (non-invasive and invasive) 
 
BA Environmental performed a Tier 1 VES on the subject property in general accordance 
with ASTM 2600-10.  The Tier 1 VES did not identify any adjacent facilities with a 
reported release to soil or groundwater.  Based on this information, BA Environmental 
has not identified any vapor encroachment conditions (VEC) for the subject property.   
 
 
12.7 Wetlands and Flood Plains 
 
During the site reconnaissance and drive-by survey of the surrounding area, BA 
Environmental observed no indications of wetlands.  According to the Environmental 
Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) report, there are no wetlands within a mile of the subject 
property as per the National Wetlands Inventory (1994).  BA Environmental reviewed the 
US Fish and Wildlife (USFW) National Wetlands Inventory Wetlands Mapper website.  
According to the USFW, the subject site is not located within a Wetlands or Riparian 
environment (USFW, 2011).   
 
According to information provided in the EDR report, the subject site is located within a 
500-year flood zone per the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).  
According to FEMA’s National Flood Insurance Program (FFIP) Panel #0228, the 
subject site is located within an Other Flood Area Zone X.  This is defined as areas being 
outside of 0.2% annual chance floodplain (FEMA, 2011).   
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13.0 FINDINGS, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-05, regarding the Stevens Creek Executive Park, 
4300 - 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California.  Any exceptions to, or 
deletions from, this practice are described in the Objective and Scope of Work section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has identified no recognized environmental conditions (RECs) or 
historical recognized environmental conditions (HRECs) in connection with the subject 
property; 
 
The following items of environmental concern were noted for the subject property: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings.   

• Based on the age of the subject buildings, lead-based paint may exist within the 
subject buildings.  

 
BA Environmental recommends the following with regard to the subject property: 

• Manage the residual and confirmed ACMs in place with an Asbestos O&M Plan.  
Should the residual confirmed or suspect ACMs become damaged or be 
scheduled for renovation or demolition, they should be abated by a licensed 
asbestos abatement contractor, in accordance with all local, state and federal 
regulations; and 

• Any suspect lead-based paint should be sampled prior to any renovations or 
demolition.  Any identified lead-based paint scheduled for renovation or 
demolition, or noted to be damaged, should be abated by a licensed lead-based 
paint abatement contractor, and disposed of according to all state and local 
regulations.   

 
 
14.0 LIMITATIONS 
 
This report contains all of the limitations inherent in the methodologies that are referred 
to in ASTM E1527-05.  BA Environmental has made every reasonable effort to discover 
and interpret the information and current conditions regarding the site within the time 
available.  This assessment has been completed under the time and cost restraints 
implemented by the client.  There is a possibility that, even with the proper application of 
the methodologies outlined in ASTM E1527-05, there may exist on the subject property 
conditions that could not be identified within the scope of the assessment or which are 
not reasonably identifiable from reasonably ascertainable information.  This assessment 
is a visual, non-intrusive investigation, and conditions may exist at the site that cannot be 
identified solely by visual observation.  No sampling, destructive or subsurface, of any 
type has been conducted on-site, unless expressly stated in the Objective and Scope of 
Work section above.  All conclusions and recommendations are based on the visual 
observations made on the day of the site reconnaissance.  BA Environmental is not 
responsible for identifying any environmental issues or site conditions which may have 
occurred after the site reconnaissance.  This assessment relied upon information obtained 
from the site reconnaissance and from relevant regulatory agencies.  BA Environmental 
believes that the information contained herein is reliable.  However, BA Environmental 
cannot guarantee the accuracy of information provided by others.  This assessment has 
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been completed in general accordance with ASTM E1527-05 and accepted practices of 
the environmental industry. 
 
This report is not intended to address, assess, or otherwise determine whether soil or 
groundwater contamination, waste emplacement, existing or threatened mold/fungus 
growth, asbestos-containing building materials, and/or lead-based paint actually exists at 
the subject property. Such determination would require comprehensive subsurface 
exploration and/or other sampling activities, which were beyond the scope of service for 
this assessment.  BA Environmental considers vapor intrusion beyond the scope of this 
Phase I ESA, and therefore a vapor intrusion study was not conducted.  Additionally, this 
report does not serve as a comprehensive wetlands, mining, oil, pipeline, and/or gas well 
survey.  
 
This report summarizes an environmental investigation conducted for the subject 
property.  Although conditions at neighboring properties may impact the subject property 
and, to the extent they were identified, were included in the subject property evaluation, 
this report does not serve as an assessment of sites other than the subject property.

Source Water Assessment

An assessment of the drinking water sources for SJWC’s water system 
was completed in December 2002. SJWC’s wells are considered most 
vulnerable to one or more of the following activities, which have not 
been associated with any contaminants detected in the water supply: 
dry cleaners, automobile gas stations and repair shops, and underground 
storage tanks. Some of SJWC’s wells are also considered vulnerable to 
metal plating and finishing, photo processing/printing, electrical/electronics 
manufacturing, chemical/petroleum processing/storage, known contaminant 
plumes, and plastics/synthetics producers. SJWC’s surface supplies are 
considered most vulnerable to low density septic systems. Imported 
surface water purchased from Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD) 
is considered most vulnerable to a variety of land use practices, such as 
agricultural and urban runoff, recreational activities, livestock grazing, as 
well as residential and industrial development. In addition, local sources 
are vulnerable to potential contamination from commercial stables and  
historic mining practices. Although these activities exist in areas near one  
or more of SJWC’s or SCVWD’s sources, physical barriers, treatment systems,  
and monitoring programs are in place to ensure that water supplied to 
our customers is not adversely affected. Customers seeking additional 
information may view a copy of the assessment during normal business 
hours at SJWC’s offices at 110 West Taylor Street, San Jose.

Special Populations

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking 
water than the general population. Immuno-compromised persons such 
as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have 
undergone organ transplants, persons with HIV/AIDS or other immune 
system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk  
from infections.

Source of Supply
Where does my water come from?

	Silicon Valley is fortunate to have a diverse portfolio of 
water supplies. In an average year, half the water delivered 
to San Jose Water Company (SJWC) customers originates 
as snowmelt in the Sierra Nevada, is transported to the 
valley from the Sacramento/San Joaquin River Delta (Delta) 
through a complex network of rivers, pumps, and pipes, and 
is treated at water treatment plants owned and operated 
by Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD). An additional 
forty percent comes from local groundwater wells owned 

and operated by SJWC. The remaining ten percent comes 
from local Santa Cruz Mountain precipitation treated at 
water treatment plants owned and operated by SJWC.    

	SCVWD uses a combination of Delta water and local 
supplies to recharge (refill) the groundwater aquifer via 
streams and percolation ponds. This prevents overpumping 
of the aquifer, and allows for excess water to be banked for 
use in times of drought. 

	Additional reliability is provided through intercon-
nections, or interties, with neighboring water systems. In 
December 2010, SCVWD used the intertie with San Francisco 
Public Utility Commission’s Hetch Hetchy System to provide 
water during a water treatment plant construction outage. 
Water quality data for this water source can be located by 
visiting www.sfwater.org and typing “water quality report” 
in the search box.

This isn’t your storybook drinking water well

	When you hear the word well, do you think of a quaint 
wooden structure with a bucket hanging from a rope? 
SJWC wells are drilled hundreds of feet deep using modern 
construction methods, and pump water out of an aquifer 
naturally protected by a thick layer of clay. A small amount 
of chlorine is added to the water to maintain water quality 
between the well and the customer’s tap.

SJWC Service Area  
and Water Supply Sources

SJWC provides water from three major sources. The first source is 
groundwater, which is pumped from over 100 wells that draw water from  
the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin. The second source is local  
mountain surface water, which is collected in our watershed in the Santa 
Cruz Mountains and treated at our two treatment plants. The third source,  
imported surface water, is provided by the Santa Clara Valley Water District,  
(SCVWD) our wholesale supplier. A majority of imported water originates as 
Sierra snowmelt and travels through the State and Federal water projects 
before treatment at SCVWD’s three treatment plants. A smaller portion is 
impounded in local reservoirs in Santa Clara County. 

For a period of time in December, a small area in the Northeast part of 
the system received some of its water from the Hetch Hetchy System while 
SCVWD was making improvements to one of its treatment plants. Water 
from this source is primarily snowmelt from the mountains above Yosemite 
National Park. This water is treated, but has been granted an exemption to 
the filtration requirement by CDPH and USEPA because of its high quality.

This brochure provides a snapshot of last year’s water 

quality data for SJWC. Included are details about where 

your water comes from and how your water quality 

compares to State standards. As you can see, in 2010, 

as in years past, your tap water met all USEPA and State 

primary drinking water health standards.

Source Water Assessment

An assessment of the drinking water sources for SJWC’s water system 
was completed in December 2002. SJWC’s wells are considered most 
vulnerable to one or more of the following activities, which have not 
been associated with any contaminants detected in the water supply: 
dry cleaners, automobile gas stations and repair shops, and underground 
storage tanks. Some of SJWC’s wells are also considered vulnerable to 
metal plating and finishing, photo processing/printing, electrical/electronics 
manufacturing, chemical/petroleum processing/storage, known contaminant 
plumes, and plastics/synthetics producers.

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	Nitrate

Nitrate in drinking water at levels above 45 mg/L is a health risk for  
infants of less than six months of age.  Such nitrate levels in drinking water  
can interfere with the capacity of the infant’s blood to carry oxygen, 
resulting in a serious illness; symptoms include shortness of breath 
and blueness of the skin. Nitrate levels above 45 mg/L may also affect 
the ability of the blood to carry oxygen in other individuals, such as 
pregnant women and those with certain specific enzyme deficiencies.  
If you are caring for an infant, or you are pregnant, you should ask 
advice from your health care provider.

Source of Supply
Where does my water come from?

	 Silicon Valley is fortunate to have a diverse portfolio of 
water supplies. In an average year, half the water delivered 
to San Jose Water Company (SJWC) customers originates 
as snowmelt in the Sierra Nevada, is transported to the 
valley from the Sacramento/San Joaquin River Delta (Delta) 
through a complex network of rivers, pumps, and pipes, and 
is treated at water treatment plants owned and operated 
by Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD). An additional 
forty percent comes from local groundwater wells owned 

and operated by SJWC. The remaining ten percent comes 
from local Santa Cruz Mountain precipitation treated at 
water treatment plants owned and operated by SJWC.    

	 SCVWD uses a combination of Delta water and local 
supplies to recharge (refill) the groundwater aquifer via 
streams and percolation ponds. This prevents overpumping 
of the aquifer, and allows for excess water to be banked for 
use in times of drought. 

	 Additional reliability is provided through intercon-
nections, or interties, with neighboring water systems. In 
December 2010, SCVWD used the intertie with San Francisco 
Public Utility Commission’s Hetch Hetchy System to provide 
water during a water treatment plant construction outage.

This isn’t your storybook drinking water well

	 When you hear the word well, do you think of a quaint 
wooden structure with a bucket hanging from a rope? 
SJWC wells are drilled hundreds of feet deep using modern 
construction methods, and pump water out of an aquifer 
naturally protected by a thick layer of clay. A small amount 
of chlorine is added to the water to maintain water quality 
between the well and the customer’s tap.

SJWC Service Area  
and Water Supply Sources

SJWC provides water from three major sources. The first source is 
groundwater, which is pumped from over 100 wells that draw water from  
the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin. The second source is local  
mountain surface water, which is collected in our watershed in the Santa 
Cruz Mountains and treated at our two treatment plants. The third source,  
imported surface water, is provided by the Santa Clara Valley Water District,  
(SCVWD) our wholesale supplier. A majority of imported water originates as 
Sierra snowmelt and travels through the State and Federal water projects 
before treatment at SCVWD’s three treatment plants. A smaller portion is 
impounded in local reservoirs in Santa Clara County. 

For a period of time in December, a small area in the Northeast part of 
the system received some of its water from the Hetch Hetchy System while 
SCVWD was making improvements to one of its treatment plants. Water 
from this source is primarily snowmelt from the mountains above Yosemite 
National Park. This water is treated, but has been granted an exemption to 
the filtration requirement by CDPH and USEPA because of its high quality.

This brochure provides a snapshot of last year’s water 

quality data for SJWC. Included are details about where 

your water comes from and how your water quality 

compares to State standards. As you can see, in 2010, 

as in years past, your tap water met all USEPA and State 

primary drinking water health standards.

Operations at the Site consist primarily of office 
use. Other Site operations conducted in the 4340 Building include small server rooms, breakrooms, and limited shipping 
and receiving.  

The Site appears to have been undeveloped from at least 1889 to 1939. From 1939 to 1968, the Subject Property 
appears as orchards in aerial photographs and on topographic maps. The commercial/office building that matches the 
present-day layout first appears on the 1973 topographic map and remains generally unchanged to the present day. 
Tenants listed at the Site since 1975 include the following: financial services, insurance, tutoring, transportation 
services, staffing, and software. The Site was acquired by JZM LLC in 2006 and individual office suites are leased to 
tenants.

Executive Summary 
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Summary of Identified Issues 

De Minimis Conditions 

 The Site has a history of agricultural orchard use from 1939 to 1973 and pesticide and herbicide residues from 
historical application may be present. However, the presence of residual agricultural chemicals in soil is not 
considered a REC to the Subject Property and is considered a de minimis condition.  

 De minimis oil stains consistent with vehicle use were observed in paved parking areas across the Site. 
Because these areas are paved and the staining is limited, this is considered a de minimis condition.  

 The elevator equipment room had staining on the concrete floor that is consistent with hydraulic fluid. Because 
the floor is intact, this is considered a de minimis condition.  

Non-ASTM E1527-13/Other Potential Issues: 
 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs): ERM observed suspected ACMs (e.g., floor tile, drywall system, ceiling 

tile, vinyl floor tile, and roofing materials) associated with the Site building. These materials were observed to be 
in fair condition during the Site reconnaissance; however, damaged materials were observed in selected areas. 
In 2001 and 2002, 4.21 tons and 0.84 ton of ACMs, respectively, were shipped from the site for disposal as a 
regulated waste. These shipments are consistent with historical building asbestos abatement activities; 
however, no detailed information was available to ERM. The Site representatives were not aware of (1) the 
presence of ACMs in the buildings or (2) an asbestos survey having been completed for the building. The Site 
building was constructed before 1973. Therefore, friable ACMs may have been legally used in the building 
construction.

1.1 Purpose and Auditors 

On behalf of Stevens Creek Owner, LLC and Stevens Creek Mezz, LLC (“the Client”), ERM-West, Inc. (ERM) 
completed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the Subject Property located at 4340 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard in San Jose, California (the “Subject Property” or the “Site”). The environmental assessment was performed 
in anticipation of a property transaction involving the Site. 

The Site assessment was performed in two visits: one on 25 March 2016 by ERM assessor, Mr. Giorgio Molinario, and 
one on 29 March 2016 by ERM assessor, Ms. Julia Smith. ERM was accompanied on the Site visits by Mr. William 
Halcrow and Mr. Michael Cattivera, the Site property managers.  

1.2 Scope of Work 

This environmental assessment was conducted in conformance with ERM’s proposal dated 9 March 2016 and with the 
requirements of ASTM International (ASTM) Standard E1527-13, Standard Practice for Environmental Site 
Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process. Exceptions to, or deletions from, E1527-13 are 
described in Section 1.3.4 of this report. 

ERM’s Phase I ESA sought to gather information regarding: (1) current and past property uses and occupancies; (2) 
current and past use of hazardous substances and petroleum products; (3) waste management and disposal activities 
that could have caused a release or threatened release of hazardous substances; (4) current and past corrective 
actions and response activities to address past and ongoing releases of hazardous substances at the Subject Property; 
and (5) properties adjoining or located near the Subject Property that have environmental conditions that could have 
resulted in conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances to the Subject Property.  

The scope of this Phase I ESA included:  

 An onsite inspection to evaluate current conditions and identify areas of potential concern;  
 A review of the history of the Subject Property and its vicinity through interviews and a review of various 

historical sources;  
 Observation of adjoining properties and properties in the local area to evaluate the potential for adverse 

environmental impact to the Subject Property; 
 Interviews/research of local city/county, tribal, state, and federal records, including contracting of 

Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) to identify regulatory listings for the Site and regulatory-listed 
facilities in the vicinity of the Site, as required in the regulatory records review section of ASTM E1527-13; 
and 

 Interviews and/or requests for information from the User and Subject Property owner, as deemed 
appropriate by the Environmental Professionals. 

The following considerations, classified as “non-scope considerations” in ASTM Standard E1527-13, are included in the 
scope of ERM’s Assessment: 

1. Introduction and 
Background 
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 A preliminary building asbestos assessment was conducted. The asbestos assessment included visible 
observations from floor-level only of readily accessible building areas. No sampling was conducted. 
 

1.3 Limiting and Special Conditions 

1.3.1 Limiting Conditions during the Site Visit 

ERM was not able to enter selected office suites that were locked or where tenants would not readily allow access 
including: Suite 220 and Suite 231. ERM was not able to view or access the elevator pits. No other limiting conditions 
were encountered during the Site visit. 

1.3.2 Data Gaps 

The following table summarizes the data gaps identified during the Site assessment.

1.3.3 Significant Assumptions 

No significant assumptions have been made.  

1.3.4 Exceptions to and Deletions from the ASTM E1527-13 Standard 

ERM has not identified any exceptions to or deletions from the ASTM E1527-13 standard. 
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2.1 Location 

The general location of the Subject Property and the physiographic features of the surrounding area are shown on 
Figure 1, developed from the United States Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute quadrangle for San Jose, California, 
dated 2012. The Subject Property address is 4340 Stevens Creek Boulevard in San Jose, California.  

2.2 Topography and Hydrology 

The Subject Property is located at an elevation of approximately 147 feet above mean sea level, is generally flat, and 
slopes slightly to the north-northeast. Surface water at the Subject Property drains via overland flow to storm drains 
located on the asphalt-paved areas on all sides of the Site building. 

The overall topographic trend of the surrounding area slopes to the northeast. The nearest surface water body is 
Saratoga Creek, located approximately 5,000 feet northwest of the Subject Property. 

According to flood zone and National Wetland Inventory (NWI) data presented in the EDR® Radius Map™ report 
reviewed by ERM, the Subject Property is not located within the 100- and 500-year flood plains. The area across 
Stevens Creek Boulevard is within the 500-year flood zone according to the map provided by EDR. The Site is fully 
developed, and no wetland delineated areas are reported near the Subject Property in the overview map provided by 
EDR. Flood zone and NWI data were obtained by EDR from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service, respectively.  

2.3 Geology and Hydrogeology 

The site is located in Santa Clara County, south of the San Francisco Bay. The San Francisco Bay occupies a broad 
alluvial valley that mostly slopes gently towards the Bay, and is flanked by alluvial fans deposited at the foot of the 
Diablo Range to the east, and the Santa Cruz Mountains to the West. The northern part of the valley is called Santa 
Clara Valley (DWR, 1975). 

Materials underlying the site are Quaternary fine-grained alluvial sediments derived from upland surfaces on either side 
of the San Francisco Bay Area. Beneath these sediments are thick deposits of Bay Mud, deposited by the San 
Francisco Bay during periods of higher sea tide levels. Near the area, sediments are present that have been estimated 
to be several hundred feet thick. The bedrock, consisting of Jurassic-Cretaceous rocks of the Franciscan Formation, is 
estimated to be at depths much greater than 1,000 feet (DWR, 1975). 

The site lies in the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin, which contains upper and lower 
water-bearing zones (aquifers). The depth to groundwater varies from less than 10 feet near the San Francisco Bay to 
greater than 100 feet at elevated locations near the margins of the basin. According to a site investigation report for a 
former gas station located within 0.5 mile of the Subject Property, the depth to groundwater in the area of the Site 
ranged from 28 to 36 feet below ground surface (bgs) in 2007 and dropped to 40 to 48 feet bgs after 2010 (Cardno ERI, 
2013). The direction of groundwater flow is generally to the north towards the San Francisco Bay. 

2. Physical Site Setting 
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Santa Clara County’s domestic water supply comes from groundwater, surface water reservoirs, and water imported 
from the San Felipe Project, the State Water Project, and the Hetch Hetchy Aqueduct (Cardno ERI, 2013). 

According to the EDR report, there are 22 state groundwater wells and one federal groundwater well within 1 mile of the 
Subject Property. The closest well is approximately 0.5 mile east of the Site.  
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3.1 General Site Description 

3.1.1 Real Estate Ownership Information 

According to information provided by the Client and obtained from the San Jose County Assessor’s Office, the Subject 
Property consists of one parcel as shown in Table 3-1 below.

3.1.2 Subject Property Layout 

The Subject Property consists of 2.83 acres of land and is developed with one approximately 59,200-square-foot 
building currently occupied as shown in Section 3.2 below.  

The 4340 Stevens Creek Boulevard building (4340 Building) is located along Stevens Creek Boulevard, on the 
southwestern side of the Stevens Creek Executive Park. This 2-story building was built between 1973 and 1974, and 
primarily consists of rental suites for office use.  

The remainder of the Subject Property consists of paved parking areas and landscaped areas surrounding the Site 
building. 

3.2 Current Site Operations 

The Subject Property is the southwestern portion of Stevens Creek Executive Park, a 5-building office and retail 
development situated along Stevens Boulevard. The 4340 Building is leased as suites for office use to several tenants 
as shown in Table 3-2. The office uses include traditional office use, after-school tutoring, and counselling, chiropractic, 
and massage uses.  

Ancillary activities at the Site include: elevator operation and maintenance, building heating and cooling equipment 
operation and maintenance, limited building maintenance, and storage of small quantities of cleaners and building 
maintenance products in janitorial closets.  

The tenants and suites in the Site buildings are described in Table 3-2 below.

3.3 Historical Site Operations 

3.3.1 Historical Summary 

The Site appears to have been undeveloped from at least 1889 to 1939. From 1939 to 1968, the Subject Property 
appears as orchards in aerial photographs and topographic maps. A commercial/office building that matches the 
present day layout first appears on the 1973 topographic map and remains generally unchanged to the present day. 
Tenants listed at the Site since 1975 include the following: financial services, insurance, tutoring, transportation 
services, staffing, and software businesses.  
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3.3.2 Evaluation of Historical Information Sources 

To determine past uses of the Subject Property and surrounding properties, ERM reviewed historical sources of 
information as outlined in the References section of this report (Section 7). Copies of pertinent historical sources are 
also appended.

1889-1899  Based on a review of the 1889, 1897, and1899 topographic maps, the Subject Property appears 
undeveloped. The Site was also not listed during those dates in the EDR city directories. 

1939 - 1968 

According to the 1939, 1948, 1950, 1956, and 1968 aerial photographs and the 1953, 1961, and 1968 
topographic maps, the Subject Property appears to be occupied by agricultural orchards.  

A building immediately adjacent to the northwestern boundary of the Subject Property is visible in the 1968 
aerial photograph and appears to be a small residential building or shed associated with a slightly larger 
building west of the structure. 

1973-2012 

According to the 1973 topographic map the present-day building is visible in its current configuration. The 
Site building is visible in the 1973, 1980, and 2012 topographic maps and in the 1982, 1993, 2005, 2006, 
2009, 2010 and 2012 aerial photographs. No other significant changes are apparent at the Site during this 
period.  

Tenants listed at the Site since 1975 include the following: financial services, insurance, tutoring, 
transportation services, staffing, and software businesses.  

Present The current site uses and layout are described throughout this report.  

3.3.3  Discussion of Historical Environmental Issues/ Assessments/ Investigations 

BA Environmental Phase I ESA, 4300, 4320, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California, 
dated December 2011. 

This Phase I ESA did not identify and RECs or HRECs, but did identify the following: 

 Manage the residual and confirmed ACMs in place with an Asbestos O&M Plan. Should the residual 
confirmed or suspect ACMs become damaged or be scheduled for renovation or demolition, they should 
be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, in accordance with all local, state and federal 
regulations; and  

 Any suspect lead-based paint should be sampled prior to any renovations or demolition. Any identified 
lead-based paint scheduled for renovation or demolition, or noted to be damaged, should be abated by a 
licensed lead-based paint abatement contractor, and disposed of according to all state and local 
regulations. 

BA Environmental, Phase I ESA-Meridian Square, 4300, 4320, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San 
Jose, California. 

This Phase I ESA identified the following findings: 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject 
property, except the following:  
 

 Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings.  
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BA Environmental recommends the following:  
 

 Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program. 
Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos 
survey is recommended. If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in accordance with all 
local and state regulations. 

In addition, ERM reviewed a report for an adjacent property within approximately 1,000 feet to evaluate potential 
impacts and obtain Site-specific hydrogeological information. The report is summarized below.  

TRC Environmental Corporation, Draft Environmental Property Evaluation- Meridian Square, 4300 Stevens 
Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California. Dated. December 1992. 

The following issues were identified: 

Eleven material samples were collected from suspect building materials to evaluate the presence of asbestos. Results 
of laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was present in floor tiles and ceiling material. Both asbestos containing 
materials were observed to be in good condition. 

Nine sites with soil or groundwater contamination were identified within one mile of the Subject Property. Two of these 
sites are located across Stevens Creek Boulevard in a down gradient location. However, due to their close proximity 
they could pose an environmental concern. The other seven sites are unlikely to pose a concern based on their 
distance and location relative to the Subject Property. 

In addition, ERM reviewed a report for site within approximately 1,000 feet to evaluate potential impacts and obtain Site-
specific geological information. The report reviewed is summarized below.  

Cardno ERI, Remediation System Well Installation Report, Former Mobil Service Station 10GC8, 4545 Stevens 
Creek Boulevard Santa Clara, California, SCVWD Case # 13042, SCVWDID #07S1W1601f, dated 29 October 2013 
(Cardno 2013). 

This investigation report was prepared for a former gas station located at 4545 Stevens Creek Boulevard 
(approximately 1,000 feet west of the Subject Property). In March 1986, three underground storage tanks (USTs) and a 
used oil tank were removed under the supervision of Kaprealian Engineering Inc. In August 2011, Cardno ERI 
conducted feasibility testing at the subject site and concluded that air sparging/soil vapor extraction was a feasible 
remedial method to remediate site contaminants (TPH-g, and benzene). Groundwater monitoring activities, soil 
sampling, and remedial system installation were performed by Cardno ERI. According to the site investigation report, 
the depth to groundwater ranged from 28 to 36 feet bgs in 2007 and dropped to 40 to 48 feet bgs after 2010. Following 
these investigations and activities, Cardno ERI conducted an offsite soil vapor assessment, and the results are 
summarized as follows: 

 Cardno ERI concluded that shallow soil vapor concentrations from the site would not be likely to affect 
commercial buildings downgradient from the site; and  

 The shallow soil vapor concentrations were below applicable screening levels and did not pose a threat to 
human health or the environment. 
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4.1 Hazardous Material Use and Storage 

Hazardous material use at the Site relates primarily to the limited building operations and maintenance. The principal 
hazardous materials used at the Site are summarized in Table 4-1.

Most hazardous materials are stored in the maintenance storage rooms that were observed by ERM to be relatively well 
maintained with no evidence of spills or releases. Small containers of lubricants and cleaners were observed on the 
roofs adjacent to their points of use outside secondary containment. Cooling tower treatment chemicals including 
corrosion inhibitor and biocide were stored covered within double-containment adjacent to each cooling tower.  

4.1.1 Underground Storage Tanks  

According to Site representatives, no USTs are currently located on the Subject Property. The EDR report does not 
indicate the presence of USTs at the Subject Property.  

Numerous asphalt patches were present in the parking lots and driveways of the Subject Property. According to Site 
representatives, all asphalt patches in the parking lots and driveways were placed to repair the asphalt surface.  

4.1.2 Aboveground Storage Tanks  

The aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) observed at the Site are listed in Table 4-2 below. ERM also observed several 
compressed air tanks associated with the Site HVAC system.

ERM observed de minimis staining on the concrete floor of the elevator machine room in the 4340 Building adjacent to 
the hydraulic fluid reservoir; however, the floor appeared to be intact. No other staining, cracks, or evidence of potential 
subsurface release was observed in or around the ASTs at the time of ERM’s Site inspection. 

4.2 Waste Management  

4.2.1 Hazardous Waste  

According to Site personnel, the Site is not a hazardous waste generator; however, according to the EDR report, two 
businesses located on the Subject Property are listed on the HAZNET database for historical waste shipments:  

 PENCON, located on the Subject Property, is listed on the HAZNET database for shipping asbestos-
containing waste. The listing states that 4.21 tons of asbestos-containing waste was shipped to a landfill in 
2001 and 0.84 ton of asbestos-containing waste was shipped to a landfill in 2002. No details were available 
to ERM; however, this shipment is consistent with historical asbestos abatement activities at the Site.  

 Greenbriar, located on the Subject Property, is listed on the HAZNET database for shipping polychlorinated 
biphenyls (PCBs) and material containing PCBs. The listing states that 0.25 ton of PCBs and material 
containing PCBs was shipped as a hazardous waste in 1997. No details were available to ERM; however, 
this shipment is consistent with historical PCB ballast removal activities at the Site. 

ERM did not observe hazardous waste at the Site; however, used oil associated with Site HVAC and elevator 
maintenance operations was reported to be removed directly by the maintenance contractors.  

ERM requested Site files from the Santa Clara County Department of Environmental Health (SCDEH) and the SCDEH 
responded that no hazardous materials records exist for the Site address.  

4.2.2 Non-Hazardous Waste 

Non-hazardous wastes generated at the Subject Property include general refuse, paper and cardboard waste, 
breakroom waste, and packaging materials.  

Solid waste and recyclables are placed into 5-cubic-yard dumpsters located in the adjacent 4300 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard building. These containers are transported offsite for recycling or disposal on a scheduled basis by Republic 
Services.  

No significant staining was noted in the solid waste storage areas. No evidence of solid waste disposal was observed 
on the Subject Property. 

4.2.3 Other Regulated Waste 

Universal waste generated at the Site includes the following:  

 Spent fluorescent light bulbs and mercury vapor lamps;  
 Aerosol cans; 
 Alkaline, nickel cadmium, and lithium batteries; 
 Lead-acid batteries; and 
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 Electronic waste. 

The spent fluorescent bulbs and used lead-acid batteries are stored in maintenance storage closets and the adjacent 
4300 Stevens Creek Boulevard maintenance shed before being delivered to Liberty Lighting for recycling. Aerosol cans 
are disposed of in the regular trash dumpster after use. Small alkaline, nickel cadmium, and lithium batteries are 
collected by the property management office staff at the adjacent 4300 Stevens Creek Boulevard location and 
periodically delivered to a retail recycler. Electronic waste is periodically generated from the building and tenants and is 
picked up by Greenmouse, an electronic waste recycler.  

4.3 Water Supply, Wastewater, and Storm Water 

4.3.1 Water Supply 

The Site obtains water for drinking water and sanitary use from the City of San Jose. Water is used in the cooling tower, 
for irrigation, and for sanitary use.  

The Site representatives reported that no water wells are present on the Subject Property and none are listed on the 
well log obtained by EDR. No wells were observed on the Subject Property by ERM during the Site visit. 

4.3.2 Wastewater 

The Site generates sanitary wastewater that is discharged to the City of San Jose municipal sanitary sewer system. 
Compressor condensate and cooling tower blowdown water are routed to either the sanitary or storm sewer system. 
The Site representatives did not have information as to which system the wastewater from these sources is discharged. 
There is no wastewater treatment at the Site.  

According to facility contacts, the Site building has been connected to the municipal sanitary sewer since construction.  

4.3.3 Storm Water 

Precipitation that falls on the Subject Property flows to storm water drains located in the paved areas surrounding the 
Site building. The storm drains are connected to the City of San Jose storm drain system. Storm water is then conveyed 
towards local creeks, eventually draining into San Francisco Bay. Based on ERM’s observations, the precipitation and 
storm water may come into contact with HVAC equipment, compressors, and incidental containers of cleaners and 
lubricants located on the Subject Property. The Site representatives stated that the Site does not have a storm water 
discharge permit and no inspections were conducted by local agencies regarding storm water discharge. 

No staining, sheens, or other evidence of impacts to storm water pathways was observed by ERM at the time of the Site 
inspection with the exception of de minimis oil staining in the parking areas that is consistent with vehicle use.  

4.4 Air Emissions 

The Site does not maintain an air permit. ERM observed gas-fired furnaces on the roof serving the forced air system. 
Site representatives were not aware of any air emission violations or notices of compliance. No significant issues were 
observed regarding air emissions at the Site.  

4.5 Polychlorinated Biphenyls 

ERM inspected the Subject Property for types of equipment that have been historically associated with the use of PCBs 
as a dielectric fluid coolant and stabilizer. Some examples of the types of equipment that potentially contain PCBs or 
PCB-contaminated oil include electrical equipment such as transformers, capacitors, and high-voltage, liquid-filled 
switches.  
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ERM identified one oil-filled, pad-mounted electrical transformers located on the exterior of the Subject Property 
building. The transformer is owned by Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E), the local utility. The transformer was 
not labeled as to PCB content. Based on the timeframe of construction of the building, it is possible that this transformer 
contains or contained PCBs. 

According to the EDR report, 0.25 tons of PCB-containing waste was shipped to a landfill in 1997. This shipment is 
consistent with the historical replacement of PCB-containing lamp ballasts; however, ERM does not have any 
documentation regarding the origin of the PCB waste. 

4.6 Asbestos-Containing Materials 

Asbestos was banned in most friable building materials (spray-applied surfacing materials and thermal system 
insulation) in 1978, but the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) deems spray-applied surfacing 
materials, thermal system insulation materials, and vinyl flooring materials as “presumed asbestos-containing materials” 
(PACMs) if they are present in pre-1981 buildings (Title 29 of the Code of Federal Regulations [CFR], Parts 1910.1001 
and 1926.1101). Historical records indicate that all of the buildings at the Subject Property were constructed between 
1973 and 1974. As a result, it is likely that PACMs or asbestos-containing materials (ACMs) in the buildings were used 
in building construction. Site personnel were not aware of the presence of any PACM or ACMs in the buildings, and 
were also not aware of any asbestos survey having been completed in the buildings.  

During the Site visit, ERM observed several suspect ACMs associated with the Subject Property building, including floor 
tile/mastic, ceiling tiles, vinyl baseboard/ mastic, drywall systems, thermal system insulation, and roofing materials. 
These materials were generally observed to be in fair condition during the Site reconnaissance; however, damaged 
ceiling tiles were observed in the building. 

According to the EDR report, 4.21 tons and 0.84 ton of asbestos containing waste were shipped in 2001 and 2002, 
respectively. These shipments are consistent with historical building asbestos removal activities. 
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5.1 Summary 

The Site is located in an area that is currently characterized by commercial and office buildings along Stevens Creek 
Boulevard and residential development to the north and south. Historically the site area was undeveloped and it was 
subsequently used as orchards from the 1930s to the 1970s. Residential and commercial development began in the 
1950s in the surrounding area and continued until the area was fully developed in the 1980s. The adjacent site to the 
east (4300 and 4320 Stevens Creek Boulevard) was developed concurrently with the Subject Property in 1973 and 
these buildings are a part of the current Stevens Creek Executive Park.  

Historical operations on the adjacent properties have included auto sale and repair, office use, commercial use, and 
residential use.  

5.2 Current Surrounding Properties 

Land use in the area of the Subject Property includes commercial and offices use. The adjoining properties and nearby 
land use, as observed by ERM at the time of the Site inspection, are summarized in Table 5-1.

5.3 Surrounding Properties Historical Summary 

The area surrounding the Subject Property was undeveloped until the 1930s and was subsequently used as orchards 
from the 1930s to the 1970s. Residential and commercial development began in the 1950s in the surrounding area and 
continued until the area was fully developed in the 1980s. The Subject Property and adjacent site to the east (4300 and 
4320 Stevens Creek Boulevard) was developed concurrently with the Subject Property in 1973 and these buildings are 
a part of the current Stevens Creek Executive Park.  

The adjacent properties show significant development between the years 1982 and 2005; most of the development 
appears to be buildings for commercial/office use. Historical operations on surrounding properties have included 
residential use, offices, retail stores, car rentals, and auto repair shops.  

The following other listed surrounding facilities are worthy of note and further discussion: 

5. Surrounding Properties  
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 Stevens Creek BMW (4343 Stevens Creek Boulevard): ERM obtained public files regarding this site from 
the Geotracker online repository. This site is listed for multiple leaking gasoline and waste oil USTs 
(LUSTs) on the LUST database; however, contaminated soil was excavated and the case was closed in 
1996 by the regulatory agencies. The initial investigation at the Site did not encounter groundwater to a 
depth of 65 feet bgs and the site is located downgradient of the Subject Property. The other database 
listings for this site are not indicative of releases; therefore, this site is not considered to be a significant 
threat to the Subject Property.  

 Oak Tree/Stevens Creek Mazda (4250 Stevens Creek Boulevard): This site is listed on the SWEEPS UST 
database for one 500-gallon waste oil tank with no further details. ERM performed a file review to identify 
information regarding this site. Although the agency files are not fully consistent, it appears that Stevens 
Creek Boulevard was once part of a larger Chrysler Plymouth auto dealership that also included 4202 
Stevens Creek Boulevard. A waste oil tank and a waste antifreeze tank were located between the buildings 
listed at the two addresses, east of the current Mazda dealership and west of the current Toyota 
dealership. A January 1995 subsurface investigation was performed by Dames and Moore and the only 
organic analyte detected was Oil and Grease at a maximum concentration of 85 milligrams per kilogram. 
The Regional Water Quality Control Board closed the UST case in May 1995. Based on the low 
concentrations of contaminants detected, the cross-gradient location, and the closed status of the case, 
this site is not considered to be a significant threat to the Subject Property. 

5.4 Adjoining Property Agency Review 

ERM did not conduct local agency file review for the historical adjoining properties listed on the regulatory database 
report, summarized in Table 5-2.

 De minimis oil stains consistent with vehicle use were observed in paved parking areas across the Site. Because 
these areas are paved and the staining is limited, this is considered a de minimis condition.  

 The elevator equipment room had staining on the concrete floor that is consistent with hydraulic fluid. Because the 
floor is intact, this is considered a de minimis condition.  

Non-ASTM E1527-13/Other Potential Issues: 

 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs): ERM observed suspected ACMs (e.g., floor tile, drywall system, wall stucco, 
vinyl floor tile, and roofing materials) associated with the Site building. These materials were observed to be in fair 
condition during the Site reconnaissance; however, damaged materials were observed in selected areas. In 2001 
and 2002, 4.21 tons and 0.84 ton of ACMs were shipped for disposal as regulated waste, respectively. These 
shipments are consistent with historical building asbestos removal activities. The Site representatives were not aware 
of (1) the presence of ACMs in the buildings or (2) an asbestos survey having been completed for the building. The 
Site building was constructed before 1973.

BA Environmental is pleased to submit this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 
(ESA) report regarding the above-referenced property to ATC Partners, LLC.  The 
objective of this Phase I ESA was to assess the potential for contamination at the subject 
property caused by hazardous materials.  To accomplish this, a reconnaissance of the 
subject property and vicinity was performed, available relevant regulatory records were 
reviewed, and the property history was researched. 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which is situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The review of historical documents revealed that the subject property was occupied by an 
orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until 
at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail buildings and a 
movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 
2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail purposes by various 
businesses since the 1970s. 
 
Historically, the adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses 
from prior to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the 
subject property became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area 
to the south of the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-
family residences between 1965 and 1974. 
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BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the subject property.  The 
subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 and 
4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, ASTs, floor drains, wastewater clarifiers, or 
significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the subject property. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual asbestos survey of suspect ACMs.  Suspect 
materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and mastic, 
vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior stucco, 
and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there is a 
moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials.  A 
limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November 1992 by 
TRC Environmental Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected 
from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor 
tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that 
asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling 
materials. 
 
BA Environmental reviewed selected government environmental databases.  A previous 
tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 4360 
Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east 
(cross-gradient) of the subject property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens 
Creek Blvd.) was listed on the Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ 
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HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The 
adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  
This adjacent property was not identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-
gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, and the locations, distances 
and/or statuses of the remaining facilities, there is a low potential for environmental 
impact due to off-site sources. 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-05, of the property located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 
4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California.  Any 
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the Introduction section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in 
connection with the subject property, except the following: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings. 
 
BA Environmental recommends the following: 

• Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and 
Maintenance (O&M) Program.  Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the 
subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos survey is recommended.  
If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in 
accordance with all local and state regulations.

INTRODUCTION 
 
BA Environmental (a division of Building Analytics) is pleased to submit this Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) report to ATC Partners, LLC.  This report is 
regarding the office and retail buildings located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 
Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California. 
 
This report was prepared in accordance with the BA Environmental Proposal and 
Contract dated January 17, 2006. 
 
The purpose of the ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental 
conditions, which can be defined as, “The presence or likely presence of any hazardous 
substance or petroleum products under conditions that indicate an existing release, a past 
release or a material threat of any hazardous substances or petroleum products.” 
 
This Phase I ESA meets the general requirements of the American Society for Testing 
and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments:  E 1527-
05.  The ASTM standard practice defines good commercial and customary practice for 
conducting ESAs using reasonable inquiry.  The scope of services for this Phase I ESA 
consisted of several tasks, including: 

• A reconnaissance of the site and its vicinity; 

• Interviews with current owners and occupants of the subject property, and 
personnel at local government agencies; 

• A compilation of the property history, including the review of previous 
environmental reports regarding the subject property (if available); 

• An agency list search of facilities with recorded environmental issues located 
within the radii required by ASTM; and 

• A summary of our findings, conclusions and recommendations. 
 
Additional services that were provided include: 

• A visual survey and review of map of designated wetlands; 

• A visual mold survey; 

• A visual asbestos survey of suspect asbestos-containing materials (ACMs); and 

• A review of a survey and map of radon zones. 
 
As per ASTM Practice E 1527-05, there are no deviations from, or deletions of, the 
general requirements of this standard practice contained in this report. 
 
A Phase I ESA is a non-intrusive examination.  As such, it is not a full and complete 
assessment of all environmental conditions.  Adverse conditions may exist that could not 
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be discovered by such an assessment. BA Environmental has made every reasonable 
effort to discover and interpret the information and current conditions regarding the site 
within the time available.  We will recommend prudent additional investigations, if 
deemed necessary. 
 
This report must not be regarded as a guarantee that no further contamination exists 
beyond that which may have been detected within the building or beneath the property.  
If additional relevant information about the property is brought to our attention, the 
conclusions and recommendations contained in the report may not be valid. 
 
This assessment relied upon information obtained from the site reconnaissance and from 
relevant regulatory agencies. BA Environmental believes that the information contained 
herein is reliable.  However, BA Environmental cannot guarantee the accuracy of 
information provided by others. 
 
 
SITE LOCATION 
 
The subject property is located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard, on the southern side of Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, 
California.  The subject property is located immediately southeast and southwest of the 
intersection of Stevens Creek Boulevard and Lopina Drive.  The 4300 and 4320 Stevens 
Creek Blvd. buildings are located east of Lopina Drive, and the 4340, 4360, and 4400 
Stevens Creek Blvd. buildings are located west of Lopina Drive.  The subject property is 
bordered to the south by Albany Drive.  The subject property may be reached from 
Interstate Freeway 280 (Junipero Serra Freeway), exit Saratoga Avenue and proceed to 
the northeast for approximately 0.5 miles to Stevens Creek Boulevard.  Turn west (left) 
on Stevens Creek Boulevard and proceed approximately 0.5 miles to Lopina Drive, 
turning left (south) into the subject property.  Vehicular access is from Stevens Creek 
Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and west of the subject property. 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.   
 
Adjacent properties to the subject property include Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by 
five car dealerships (Saturn, BMW, Infiniti, Hertz Car Sales, and Mitsubishi) to the north, 
a Mazda sales and service center to the east, Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residences to the south, and Stevens Creek Volkswagen car dealership to the west 
(Figures 1 and 2). 
 
 
Topographic Map Review 
 
The property is depicted on the San Jose West, California Topographic Quadrangle map 
of the United States Geological Survey (USGS).1  The location of the subject site is 
Longitude 121° 58’ 33.6’’ West, Latitude 37° 19’ 22.4’’ North of the Prime Meridian.  
The subject site is located approximately 0.25 miles north of the Junipero Serra Freeway 
and approximately 0.5 miles west of the San Tomas Expressway.  The subject site is 
located on a large alluvial plain.  The subject site is depicted on the 1961 map as largely

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vacant with one small structure, which appears to be a farmhouse.  The 1980 
photorevised map shows the development of several of the existing commercial 
buildings.  The adjoining properties and surrounding area are depicted in commercial and 
residential land use. 
 
The subject site and the surrounding area are gently sloping toward the north-northeast at 
a gradient of approximately 50 feet per mile.  The elevation at the subject site is 
approximately 157 feet above mean sea level (msl).   
 
San Tomas Aquinas Creek is located approximately 0.75 miles east of the subject 
property.  Saratoga Creek is located approximately 1.0 mile west of the subject property.  
No other major bodies of surface water (i.e., oceans, lakes, rivers, streams, etc.) are 
located within a one-mile radius of the site. 
 
A review of the topographic maps and a reconnaissance of the surrounding area indicate 
that no oil wells are located within a 0.25-mile radius of the site. 
 
 
GEOLOGY AND HYDROGEOLOGY 
 
The subject site is located in the Coast Ranges physiographic province of California.  The 
Coast Ranges are characterized by folded and faulted bedrock creating northwest 
trending hills and valleys.  San Jose is located within the Santa Clara Valley, a structural 
valley filled with Tertiary to Recent sediments.  The Santa Clara Valley is bound by the 
Diablo Mountains to the east and the Santa Cruz Mountains to the west.  Eroded material 
from these mountain ranges, transported by streams and rivers, has in-filled the Santa 
Clara Valley.  The subject property is underlain by recent alluvial deposits consisting of 
clayey silts, sand, and gravel.  
First groundwater in the vicinity of the subject site is expected to be at approximately 15 
to 25 feet below ground surface (bgs).2  Groundwater flow direction likely follows the 
topographic gradient toward the north-northeast. 
 
 
HISTORICAL REVIEW 
 
As part of the historical review, BA Environmental reviewed available historical aerial 
photographs, topographic maps, city directories, and building records.  Aerial 
photographs were available for the subject property for the years 1938, 1956, 1965, 1974, 
1982, 1993, and 1998.  Topographic maps were available for the subject property for the 
years 1953, 1961, 1968, 1973, and 1980.  Sanborn fire insurance map coverage does not 
exist for the subject property.3,4,5,6,7

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History of Subject Property 
 
The subject property was occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, 
and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the 
existing office and retail buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early 
1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 2003.  The subject site has been used as 
office space and for retail purposes by various businesses since the 1970s.  For a listing 
of previous tenants of the subject property, see the EDR City Directory Abstract in 
Appendix D.  
 
 
History of Adjacent Properties 
 
The adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses from prior 
to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the subject property 
became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area to the south of 
the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-family residences 
between 1965 and 1974. 
 
 
Review of Previous Environmental Reports 
 
BA Environmental reviewed the following environmental documents regarding the 
subject property: 
 
TRC Environmental Corporation (TRC), Environmental Property Evaluation 
(EPE), 4300, Stevens Creek Boulevard, Meridian Square, San Jose, California, 
December 22, 1992.  TRC performed a Phase I EPE for the subject property, which 
included three 2-story buildings, two 1-story retail buildings, and a movie theater.  The 
TRC Phase I EPE consisted of a site reconnaissance, a limited asbestos survey, property 
history research, and regulatory file review.  Historically, the subject property’s previous 
land use was agriculture, occupied by orchards and isolated farmhouses.  The office and 
retail buildings and movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  During the site 
visit, TRC observed no significant use of hazardous materials or evidence for the 
presence of underground storage tanks (USTs).  TRC indicated that nearby off-site 
environmental concerns were located down-gradient from the subject site. Eleven bulk 
samples of suspect ACMs were collected from the five on-site buildings.  Laboratory 
analysis indicated that asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and 
one sample of ceiling materials.  TRC did not recommended further environmental 
assessments regarding the soil or groundwater. 
 
 
SITE RECONNAISSANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS 
 
On February 15, 2006, BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the 
subject site located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the 
City of San Jose, California.  Mr. Greg Hargleroad of BA Environmental conducted the 
site reconnaissance escorted by Mr. Fernando Alcaraz, Maintenance Technician for the 
subject property.  Mr. Alcaraz was unaware of any environmental concerns associated 
with the subject property, such as USTs, clarifiers, or soil or groundwater impacted by 
the use of hazardous materials or petroleum products.   
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The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The buildings are of wood-framed construction on a reinforced concrete slab foundation.  
The exterior of the office buildings is covered with wood panels, while the exterior of the 
retail stores is covered with stucco.  The interior walls consist of painted or wallpapered 
drywall over wood studs.  The floors consist of carpeting, 12” x 12” floor tiles, linoleum 
sheet flooring and ceramic tile.  The ceilings consist of drywall or 2’ x 4’ suspended 
ceiling panels.  The roofs are covered with composite roofing materials. 
 
The heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) systems consist of rooftop 
packaged heat pumps and air-conditioning units on 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek.  
Chilled liquid is produced by two water-cooled reciprocating air compressors to DX 
cooling coils in the roof-mounted air-handling units supply cool air to 4300, 4320 and 
4340 Stevens Creek.  Heating is supplied by gas fired furnaces.  All of the HVAC units 
were electric and/or natural gas operated.  Cooling towers associated with the HVAC 
systems for 4300, 4320 and 4340 Stevens Creek are also located on the roofs.  Water 
treatment systems that include corrosion inhibitors and biocides associated with the 
chiller water were observed on the roof.  The water treatment chemicals were stored in 
various-sized plastic containers.  No staining was observed on the surfaces of the roof 
beneath the containers of corrosion inhibitor and biocide. 
 
The subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 
and 4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
Storm water that collects on the roof is directed into roof drains and storm water that 
collects on the asphalt-paved surfaces is directed into storm drains.  From there it is 
discharged into the city-owned flood control system.   
 
Trash dumpsters were observed in several areas of the subject property.  These containers 
appeared to contain non-hazardous paper and plastic waste.  No significant staining was 
observed on the concrete and asphalt surfaces beneath the trash containers. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, aboveground storage tanks (ASTs), floor 
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drains, wastewater clarifiers, or significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the 
subject property. 
 
 
Pits, Ponds and Lagoons 
 
Pits, ponds and lagoons are often associated with the disposal of solid and liquid wastes, 
which may include hazardous materials.  According to ASTM Standard E 1527-05, pits, 
ponds and lagoons are “man-made or natural depressions in the ground surface that are 
likely to hold liquid or sludge containing hazardous substances or petroleum products.”  
Information obtained from the assessment indicated that pits, ponds and lagoons do not 
currently exist on the subject site.  Based on the review of historical records of the subject 
site, it is unlikely that pits, ponds or lagoons have existed at the site in the past. 
 
 
Septic Tanks and Cesspools 
 
Septic tanks and cesspools are often associated with the disposal of wastewater from 
structures that are not served by public sewer systems.  Septic tanks and cesspools may 
be associated with hazardous materials, if such materials have been inappropriately 
disposed of in the past via sinks.  Information obtained from the subject site 
reconnaissance indicated that septic tanks and cesspools do not currently exist on the 
subject site. 
 
 
Wells, Cisterns and Sumps 
 
No evidence of the presence of wells, sumps, cisterns, standpipes or well heads was 
observed at the subject site.  
 
 
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) 
 
Federal regulations put into effect following the Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA) 
require that electrical transformers be labeled to identify their PCB content.  The 
manufacture and distribution of PCBs was banned in 1979.  Pad-mounted electrical 
transformers and several electrical vaults, most likely containing transformers, are present 
on the subject property.  The vaults were not accessible on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  These transformers are owned and operated by Pacific Gas & Electric 
(PG&E), which would respond to any environmental concerns associated with the 
transformers.   
 
Three hydraulic elevators are present at the subject property, one each within the three 2-
story office buildings.  The hydraulic equipment is located in an elevator equipment room 
in the lower level adjacent to the elevator shafts.  The elevator equipment appeared to be 
in good condition, and significant staining was not observed in the elevator rooms at the 
time of the site visit.  As the elevator equipment appears to have been installed in the 
early 1970s, a potential exists for PCBs to be present in the elevator’s hydraulic fluid.  
However, information from service records kept in the elevator rooms indicated that the 
hydraulic fluid used in the elevators does not contain PCBs. 
 
Fluorescent lighting was observed throughout the buildings.  Fluorescent ballasts 
containing PCBs have not been manufactured since the late 1970s, and have a general life 
expectancy of 15 years.  None of the fluorescent fixtures were inspected up close; 
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however, at a distance the fluorescent fixtures appeared to be of recent manufacture.  
Based on the age of the buildings (built in the 1970s and 1980s) and the general life 
expectancy of fluorescent lights, it is unlikely that the light ballasts contain PCBs.  BA 
Environmental did not observe other equipment on-site likely to contain PCBs. 
 
 
On-Site Fuel Storage Tanks 
 
No evidence of the presence of on-site fuel storage tanks, such as above-ground vents or 
piping, was observed during the site reconnaissance.  According to the California 
Regional Water Quality Control Board, UST permits have not been issued to the subject 
site.   
 
 
Utilities 
 
Water and sanitary sewer services for the subject property are provided by the City of 
San Jose.  Electricity and natural gas services are supplied by PG&E.  Solid waste 
disposal service is provided by Waste Management. 
 
 
Visual Asbestos Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual survey of suspect friable and non-friable asbestos-
containing materials (ACMs). 

• Friable materials are materials which can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to 
powder by hand pressure when dry. 

• Non-friable materials are materials in which the fibers have been locked in by a 
bonding agent, coating, or binder, and may not release fibers during normal use 
and handling.  Improper handling, such as grinding or sanding of non-friable 
ACMs, will render these materials friable. 

 
Suspect materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and 
mastic, vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior 
stucco, and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there 
is a moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials. 
 
A limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November of 1992 
by TRC Environmental Corporation.8  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were 
collected from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included 
ceiling, floor tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis 
indicated that asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one 
sample of ceiling materials.

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Visual Mold Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
 
Radon Gas Survey 
 
Radon is a radioactive gas that occurs naturally in the environment and cannot be seen, 
smelled or tasted.  The human health effect associated with exposure to elevated levels of 
radon is an increased risk of developing lung cancer.  The US Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) and the US Center for Disease Control are concerned about the increased 
risk of lung cancer developing in individuals exposed to above average levels of radon in 
their homes or offices.  In order to address these concerns, the US EPA conducted a 
radon survey and presented the results for various counties in 1993.9 
 
The EPA’s map of Radon Zones assigns each of the 3,141 counties in the United States 
to one of three zones.  The zone designations were determined by assessing five factors 
that are known to be important indicators of radon potential: indoor radon measurements, 
geology, aerial radioactivity surveys, soil parameters and foundation types.  The subject 
site falls within the designation of Zone 2.  Zone 2 counties have a predicted average 
indoor radon screening level of greater than or equal to 2 picocuries per liter (pCi/l) or 
less than or equal to 4 pCi/L.  Based on the results of the survey, the subject site appears 
to fall below the recommended EPA Action Level of 4.0 pCi/l.  Based upon the study 
results, there is a low potential that radon is a concern for the subject site. 
 
 
ADJACENT LAND USE 
 
During the reconnaissance of the surrounding area within a 0.25-mile radius, BA 
Environmental observed that the subject site is located in an area of commercial and 
residential land use.  Numerous car dealerships are present in the site vicinity. 
 
Adjacent properties to the subject property include Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by 
five car dealerships (Saturn, BMW, Infiniti, Hertz Car Sales, and Mitsubishi) to the north, 
a Mazda sales and service center to the east, Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residences to the south, and Stevens Creek Volkswagen car dealership to the west. 
 
 
Wetlands and Flood Plains 
 
During the site reconnaissance and drive-by survey of the surrounding area, BA 
Environmental observed no indications of wetlands.  According to the Environmental 
Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) report, no wetland per the National Wetlands Inventory 
(1994) is located within a one-mile radius of the subject site.  According to information 
provided in the EDR report, the subject site is located within a 100-year flood zone per 
the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).10

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AGENCY CONTACTS 
 
City of San Jose Fire Department, Fire Prevention Division (SJFD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the office of the SJFD regarding records of USTs, 
hazardous materials storage, and hazardous materials permits for the subject property.  
According to the SJFD, no UST permits or hazardous materials permits exist for the 
subject property. 
 
 
Santa Clara County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the offices of the SCEHD regarding USTs, hazardous 
materials storage, hazardous materials permits, leaking USTS (LUSTs), and hazardous 
materials spill incidents at the subject site.  According to the SCEHD, no UST permits or 
hazardous materials permits or LUSTs exist for the subject site. 
 
 
GOVERNMENT RECORDS REVIEW 
 
Regulatory compliance is a primary element of an ESA.  Failure to comply with 
governmental regulations can result in fines, and can expose businesses or individuals to 
liabilities from which the law would otherwise shield them.  The presence of hazardous 
wastes or hazardous materials, on-site or at neighboring sites, may present certain 
liabilities.  Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) provided the most recent 
information regarding the hazardous materials sites identified below.11  A copy of the 
EDR is provided in Appendix F.  Sites of potential environmental concern are described 
at the end of this section in Table 1. 
 
1. The Federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability 

Act (CERCLA), also known as the Superfund Act, protects the victims and the 
environment in the event of a hazardous materials spill.  This act primarily addresses 
cleanup of designated Superfund hazardous waste sites (HWS).  To achieve its stated 
purpose, CERCLA established a hazardous Substances Trust Fund, the Emergency 
Response Trust Fund, and the Post-Closure Liability Trust Fund.  These funds 
compensate the victims and provide money necessary for the decontamination of the 
environment.  The EPA compiles a list of known contaminated sites that are under 
consideration for the Superfund List.  This list is known as the CERCLIS database.  
According to the October 2005 version of this document, no CERCLIS site is 
located within a 0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
 The US EPA maintains the National Priority List (NPL) under CERCLA 42 U.S.C. 

Section 9601 (1985).  Once a site has been designated on the CERCLIS, the EPA 
ranks it to determine the potential risk to human health and the environment.  Only 
those CERCLIS sites which present the greatest risk are added to the NPL, which 
qualifies the sites to receive CERCLA remedial funding.  According to the October 
2005 version of this document, no NPL site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject property. 

 
2. The EPA's Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Program identifies 

and tracks hazardous waste from the point of generation to the point of disposal, in

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addition to enforcing penalties against violators.  The RCRA Facilities database is a 
compilation by the EPA of facilities which generate, store, transport, treat or dispose 
of hazardous waste.  Small quantity generator (SQG) facilities produce between 100 
kilograms and 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste per month.  Large quantity 
generator (LQG) facilities produce more than 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste 
per month. 

 
 According to the October 2005 listing of hazardous waste treatment, storage and 

disposal facilities (TSDs), no TSD facility is located within a 0.5-mile radius of the 
subject site. 

 
 The Resource Conservation and Recovery Information System - TSDs CORRACTS 

report contains information pertaining to TSDs which have conducted, or are 
currently conducting, a corrective action as regulated under RCRA. 

 
 According to the October 2005 version of the CORRACTS document, no 

CORRACTS facilities are located within a one-mile radius of the subject property. 
 
 According to the December 2005 listing of hazardous waste generators, one large 

quantity generator (LQG) facility and six small quantity generator (SQG) facilities 
are located within a 0.25-mile radius of the subject property.  The subject property 
was identified on the RCRIS-SQG database, indicating that small quantities of 
hazardous waste have been generated at the subject property.   

 
3. The California Environmental Protection Agency (Cal-EPA) maintains the 

California Facility Inventory Database (Ca.-FID).  The Ca.-FID contains an 
historical listing of active and inactive UST locations from the State Water 
Resources Control Board.  According to the October 1994 version of this database, 
the subject property is not listed on the Ca.-FID database. 

 
4. The California Department of Toxic Substance Control’s (DTSC) Annual Work Plan 

(AWP) is a listing of known hazardous waste sites.  According to the August 2005 
version of this document, no AWP site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject site. 

 
 The DTSC maintains a database known as the Cal-Sites ASPIS list that includes 

potential or confirmed hazardous substance release properties.  According to the 
August 2005 version of this database, no ASPIS site is located within a one-mile 
radius of the subject property. 

 
 The DTSC maintains the California Hazardous Materials Incident Report System 

(known as CHMIRS), which contains information on reported hazardous material 
incidents (accidental releases or spills).  According to the December 2004 version of 
this database, five CHMIRS sites are located within a one-mile radius of the subject 
property. 

 
 The DTSC developed a site-specific expenditure plan as the basis for an 

appropriation of Hazardous Substance Cleanup Bond Act funds, known as the Bond 
Expenditure Plan (BEP).  This list is not updated.  According to the January 1989 
version of this database, no BEP site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject property. 

 
5. The Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS) is a national database used to 

collect information on reported releases of oil and hazardous substances.  The 
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database contains information from spill reports made to federal authorities, 
including the EPA, the US Coast Guard, the National Response Center, and the 
Department of Transportation. 

 
 According to the December 2004 version of this document, there have been no 

reported releases of hazardous substances at the subject property. 
 
6. The State of California State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) maintains 

the California Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) list.  According to the 
January 2006 version of this document, 22 LUST sites are listed as being within a 
0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
7. The SWRCB maintains an inventory (CA UST) of registered USTs.  According to 

the January 2006 version of this document, one UST site is listed as being within a 
0.5-mile radius of the subject property.   

 
8. The SWRCB maintains the Hazardous Substance Storage Container Database which 

is a listing of Historic UST (Hist UST) sites. According to the October 1990 version 
of this database, the subject site is not listed as a Hist UST. 

 
9. The SWRCB maintains an inventory (AST) of registered Above-ground Petroleum 

Storage Tank facilities.  According to the January 2006 version of this database, one 
ASTs has been identified for the subject property. 

 
10. The SWRCB maintains the Spills, Leaks, Investigations and Clean-up (SLIC) 

records.  According to the January 2006 version of this database, four SLIC sites are 
located within a 0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
11. The California Governor’s Office of Planning and Research annually publishes a 

listing of potential and confirmed HWS throughout the State of California under 
Government Code Section 65962.5.  This list is also known as the Cortese List, 
which is no longer updated. According to the April 2001 version of this list, 30 
Cortese sites are located within a one-mile radius of the subject site. 

 
12. The California Integrated Waste Management Board maintains a list of permitted 

solid waste landfills (SWF/LF), incinerators and transfer stations.  According to the 
December 2005 version of this database, no SWF/LF sites are located within a 0.5-
mile radius of the subject property. 

 
13. BA Environmental reviewed the list of “orphan” sites, which have inadequate 

address information and are therefore unplotted.  Ten (10) “orphan” sites were 
listed.  The “orphan” sites appear to be located at distances greater than 0.25 miles 
from the subject property. Based on the status and distances of the “orphan” sites 
from the subject property, environmental impact to the subject property from these 
listed facilities is unlikely.

A previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, who occupied 
the 4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and 
HAZNET databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also 
identified on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous 
wastes were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  
 
The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east (cross-gradient) of the subject 
property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd.) was listed on the 
Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No 
violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair 
facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not 
identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative 
to the subject property, and the locations, distances and/or statuses of the remaining 
facilities, there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.

FINDINGS, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which is situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The review of historical documents revealed that the subject property was occupied by an 
orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until 
at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail buildings and a 
movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 
2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail purposes by various 
businesses since the 1970s. 
 
Historically, the adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses 
from prior to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the 
subject property became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area 
to the south of the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-
family residences between 1965 and 1974. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the subject property.  The 
subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 and 
4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, ASTs, floor drains, wastewater clarifiers, or 
significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the subject property. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual asbestos survey of suspect ACMs.  Suspect 
materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and mastic, 
vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior stucco, 
and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there is a 
moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials.  A 
limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November 1992 by

TRC Environmental Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected 
from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor 
tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that 
asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling 
materials. 
 
BA Environmental reviewed selected government environmental databases.  A previous 
tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 4360 
Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east 
(cross-gradient) of the subject property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens 
Creek Blvd.) was listed on the Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ 
HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The 
adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  
This adjacent property was not identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-
gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, and the locations, distances 
and/or statuses of the remaining facilities, there is a low potential for environmental 
impact due to off-site sources. 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-05, of the property located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 
4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California.  Any 
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the Introduction section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in 
connection with the subject property, except the following: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings. 
 
BA Environmental recommends the following: 

• Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and 
Maintenance (O&M) Program.  Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the 
subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos survey is recommended.  
If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in 
accordance with all local and state regulations.

Environmental Data Resources, Inc.’s (EDR) City Directory Abstract is a screening tool designed to assist environmental 

professionals in evaluating potential liability on a target property resulting from past activities. EDR’s City Directory Abstract 

includes a search and abstract of available city directory data. The city directory is a sophisticated tool for locating 

individuals and businesses. With each address, the directory lists the name of the corresponding occupant.

References

To meet the prior use requirements of ASTM E 1527-05, Section 8.3.2, the following standard historical sources may be 

used: aerial photographs, fire insurance maps, property tax files, land title records (although these cannot be the sole 

historical source consulted), topographic maps, city directories, building department records, or zoning/land use records. 
ASTM E 1527-05, Section 8.3 on Historical Use Information, identifies the prior use requirements for a Phase I 

environmental site assessment.

(including the environmental professional) conducting the all appropriate inquiries to identify conditions indicative of 

releases or threatened releases...such persons should identify such data gaps, identify the sources of information consulted 

to address such data gaps, and comment upon the significance of such data gaps.” According to ASTM E 1527-05, Section 

8.3.2.3, “historical research is complete when either: (1) the ob jectives in 8.3.1 through 8.3.2.2 are achieved; or (2) data 
failure is encountered. Data failure occurs when all of the standard historical sources that are reasonably ascertainable and 

likely to be useful have been reviewed and yet the objectives have not been met....If data failure is encountered, the report 

shall document the failure and, if any of the standard historical sources were excluded, give the reasons for their exclusion.”

The purpose of the ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental 
conditions.  The identification of the presence or lack of recognized environmental 
conditions will “permit a user to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the 
innocent landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser 
limitations on CERCLA liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or 
“LLPs”); that is, the practice that constitutes “all appropriate inquiry into the previous 
ownership and uses of the property consistent with good commercial or customary 
practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35)(B)” (ASTM E1527-05). 
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This Phase I ESA meets or exceeds the general requirements of the American Society for 
Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments

The scope of this Phase I ESA is not intended to address, assess, or otherwise determine 
whether soil or groundwater contamination, waste emplacement, existing or threatened 
mold/fungus growth, asbestos-containing building materials, and/or lead-based paint 
actually exists at the subject property.  BA Environmental considers a Tier 2 vapor 
encroachment screen beyond the scope of this Phase I ESA, and therefore a Tier 2 vapor 
encroachment screen was not conducted as part of this ESA.  Additionally, this ESA does 
not serve as a comprehensive wetlands, mining, oil, pipeline, and/or gas well survey.  
Such determination would require additional surveys, comprehensive subsurface 
exploration and/or other sampling activities, which are beyond the scope of service for 
this Phase I ESA. 
 
As per ASTM Practice E1527-05, there are no deviations from, or deletions of, the 
general requirements of this standard practice contained in this report.  This Phase I ESA 
has been performed by, or under the direct supervision of an “environmental 
professional,” as defined in ASTM E1527-05 and the EPA AAI Rules. 
 
A Phase I ESA is a non-intrusive examination.  As such, it is not a full and complete 
assessment of all environmental conditions.  Adverse conditions may exist that could not 
be discovered by such an assessment.  No ESA can completely eliminate uncertainty 
regarding the potential for recognized environmental conditions in connection with a 
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subject property.  The ESA is intended to reduce, but not eliminate, uncertainty regarding 
the potential for recognized environmental conditions in connection with a property.  The 
practices of ASTM E1527-05 recognize reasonable limits of time and cost.  The term 
“All appropriate inquiry” does not mean an exhaustive assessment of a clean property.  
There is a point at which the cost of information obtained, or the time required to gather it 
outweighs the usefulness of the information, and in fact may interrupt or interfere with 
the orderly or timely completion of a property transaction.  One of the purposes of ASTM 
E1527-05 is to identify a balance between limiting the costs and time demands inherent 
in performing an ESA and the reduction of uncertainty about unknown conditions 
resulting from additional information.  BA Environmental has made every reasonable 
effort to discover and interpret the information and current conditions regarding the site 
within the time available.

Several terms are commonly used throughout this report.  For the purpose of this report, 
the site vicinity refers to an area within a 1-mile radius of the subject site.  The term 
adjacent property includes those properties next to or across a street or a railroad track 
from the subject property.  Adjoining properties are those which directly abut the 
subject property.  Recognized environmental conditions (RECs) refers to “the presence 
or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under 
conditions that indicate an existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release 
of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures on the property or into 
the ground, ground water, or surface water of the property.  The term includes hazardous 
substances or petroleum products even under conditions in compliance with laws.  The 
term is not intended to include de minimis conditions that generally do not present a 
threat to human health or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of 
an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies”

California.  The subject property is bisected by Lopina Drive with the subject property to 
the east and west.  The subject site is identified as APNs 296-38-013, 296-38-014and 
296-40-009.   
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4.2 Site Improvements 
 
The subject property consists of three two-story commercial office buildings located at 
4300, 4320 and 4340 Stevens Creek Boulevard and two single-story retail buildings 
located at 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard.  Total square footage of the subject 
buildings is estimated to be 163,625 square feet.  The subject buildings are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include asphalt surface 
parking and landscaping.  The subject property was reportedly constructed in the mid-
1970s from previous agricultural land.  Vehicular access is from Stevens Creek 
Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and west of the subject property.

During the reconnaissance of the surrounding area within a 0.25-mile radius, BA 
Environmental observed that the subject site is located in an area of commercial, retail 
and residential properties.

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5.0 PHYSICAL SETTINGS 
 
5.1 Topography 
 
The property is depicted on the San Jose West, California Topographic Quadrangle map 
of the United States Geological Survey (USGS).  The location of the subject site is at 
Latitude 37° 19’ 23.2’’ North, Longitude 121° 58’ 43.7’’ West of the Prime Meridian.  
The subject site is located on the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley.  The 
topography of the subject site gently slopes generally towards the north at a gradient of 
approximately 40 feet per mile.  The elevation at the site is approximately 145 feet above 
mean sea level (msl).   
 
Surface drainage of the subject site generally flows towards the east and west, in the 
direction of Lopina Way.  Some localized changes in surface drainage are present 
throughout the subject site.   
 
San Tomas Aquinas Creek is located approximately 0.75 miles east of the subject 
property.  Saratoga Creek is located approximately 1.0 mile west of the subject property.  
No other major bodies of surface water (i.e., oceans, lakes, rivers, streams, etc.) are 
located within a one-mile radius of the site.   
 
 
5.2 Geology and Hydrogeology 
 
The subject site occupies a broad alluvial valley that slopes gently northward toward the 
San Francisco Bay, and is flanked by the Diablo Range to the east and the Santa Cruz 
Mountains to the west.  General underlying deposits are of Quaternary fine-grained 
alluvial sediments followed by deposits of bay mud.  In the site area the sediments are 
estimated to be at least several hundred feet thick.  Bedrock in the site area consists of 
Jurassic sedimentary rocks of the Franciscan Formation and is estimated to be at a depth 
of greater than 1,000 feet below ground surface (bgs) (DWR 1975).   
 
The subject site lies in the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin 
which consists of an upper and lower water-bearing zone.  Groundwater in the upper 
water bearing zone is reported to be under both confined and unconfined conditions.  
Previous site investigations in the vicinity of the subject site reported soil types consisting 
of interbedded sandy silts and silty to sandy clays at a depth of approximately 48 feet bgs.  
Soil types at depths of 30 to 37 feet bgs are reported to be silts and clays in the site 
vicinity (ETIC 2009).   
 
A groundwater investigation located approximately 500 feet north of the subject property 
reportedly first encountered shallow groundwater at between approximately 34 to 39 feet 
bgs.  The groundwater flow direction is reported to be variable in the shallow zone and 
northwest in the deeper water-bearing zone at a hydraulic gradient of 0.006 feet per foot 
(ft/ft) (Cardno ERI 2011).   
 
 
5.3 Oil Wells and Oil Fields 
 
A review of relevant Munger oil and gas field maps and Division of Oil, Gas and 
Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) Regional Wildcat Map indicated that the subject site 
was not located within any oil or gas fields, and that no oil or natural gas wells were 
located on the subject site (Munger, 1993; DOGGR, 2011). 
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6.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 
 
As stated in the ASTM E1527-05 guidelines, the “User” of the Phase I ESA is 
responsible to provide any or all information and records regarding environmental liens 
and activity and use limitations (AULs) for the subject property, unless contracted with 
the Consultant.  The Consultant is also to be informed of any abnormal sale pricing of the 
subject property and any special conditions.  The Consultant should also be informed of 
the purpose of the Phase I ESA.  Unless otherwise stated, the purpose of the Phase I ESA 
is assumed to be in the preparation for a commercial real estate transaction.   
 
During this investigation, BA Environmental has requested from the Client any 
information, records, and/or knowledge of the subject property.  BA Environmental also 
requests any past environmental reports (including but not limited to Phase I ESAs, Phase 
II Subsurface Investigations, Site Characterization Reports, Groundwater Monitoring 
Reports, Remediation Reports, Asbestos or Lead-Based Paint Surveys or Abatement 
Documents, Mold Surveys or Abatement Documents, and Indoor Air Quality Reports) 
regarding the subject property.  BA Environmental has requested copies of all operating 
permits regarding environmental issues (i.e., generators, USTs and ASTs, wastewater 
discharge, hazardous materials storage and handling, hazardous waste storage and 
disposal and air emissions permits).  BA Environmental has also requested any present or 
historic knowledge of environmental litigations, administrative proceedings and 
violations associated with hazardous materials/wastes and/or petroleum products. 
 
 
6.1 Title Records 
 
BA Environmental was provided a copy of the Preliminary Title Report for the subject 
property.  BA Environmental found no environmental issues regarding the Preliminary 
Title Report.  There were no Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations 
(AULs) for the subject property listed in the Preliminary Title Report. 
 
 
6.2 Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions 
 
BA Environmental was supplied a copy of a Preliminary Title Report for review by the 
Client for Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations (AULs) regarding the 
subject property.  According to the Preliminary Title Report, there are no environmental 
liens or AULs for the subject property.  The EDR Radius Map Report searched databases 
for Federal Superfund Liens, US Engineering Controls, US Institutional Controls, State 
Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions.  According to the EDR report, no Federal 
Superfund Liens, US Engineering Controls, US Institutional Controls, State 
Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions exist for the subject site (EDR, 2011a).  A 
copy of the title report and property tax map are included in Appendix B. 
 
 
6.3 Specialized Knowledge 
 
No specialized knowledge of the subject site was reported to BA Environmental by the 
Client.   
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6.4 Valuation Reduction Due to Environmental Issues 
 
No information regarding abnormal property pricing for the subject property was 
reported to BA Environmental by the Client.   
 
 
6.5 Interviews 
 
Attempts were made to interview various individuals with regard to the subject property’s 
current and past usages.  Interviews were also conducted with regard to the presence of 
underground storage tanks (USTs), usage and storage of hazardous materials, and the 
possibilities of any spills or unauthorized releases of hazardous materials on the subject 
property.   
 
Ms. Diane Warriner, Senior Property Manager for the subject site was interviewed with 
regard to the subject site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she has been managing the subject 
site for approximately six years.  Ms. Warriner indicated that she did not know any of the 
previous history for the subject site prior to her becoming property manager for the 
subject buildings.  Ms. Warriner indicated that no USTs or ASTs were located on-site.  
According to Ms. Warriner, to the best of her knowledge, there are no wastewater 
clarifiers.  One grease interceptor associated with the Round Table Pizza was reported to 
exist on-site.  According to Ms. Warriner, no significant quantities of hazardous materials 
are used or stored on-site, except for small quantities of maintenance supplies and 
janitorial supplies.  Ms. Warriner was unaware of any releases or spills of hazardous 
materials on the subject property.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any 
past or present environmental investigations or reports for the subject property.  
According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any remedial activities which have been 
conducted on the subject property.  Ms. Warriner was interviewed with regard to asbestos 
and lead-based paint existing on the subject property.  Ms. Warriner stated that she was 
not aware of any asbestos or lead-based paint on-site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she 
was unaware of any asbestos or lead-based paint surveys for the subject site.  Ms. 
Warriner stated she was unaware of any asbestos or lead-based paint abatement activities 
conducted on the subject site.   Ms. Warriner was interviewed with regard to water leaks 
and mold.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any current mold growth 
within the buildings.  Ms. Warriner stated she was unaware of any significant past or 
present roof leaks or plumbing leaks which have not been repaired upon discovery.  Ms. 
Warriner was interviewed with regard to environmental liens, land use limitations and 
environmental litigations regarding the subject property.  According to Ms. Warriner, 
there are currently no environmental liens or land use restrictions on the subject property.  
Ms. Warriner also stated that there have been no past, present or future environmental 
litigations on the subject site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any 
devaluation of the subject property due to environmental issues.  The quality of the 
answers obtained from Ms. Warriner during the interview was judged to be good.   
 
The present property owner was unavailable to be interviewed.  BA Environmental 
attempted to interview tenants of adjacent and nearby businesses on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  They all declined to be interviewed.   
 
 
6.6 Review of Previous Environmental Reports 
 
BA Environmental reviewed one previous Phase I ESAs report regarding the subject 
property: 
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BA Environmental (BA), Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) Report, 
Meridian Square, 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San 
Jose, California, prepared March 3, 2006 – In February of 2006, BA Environmental 
(BA) conducted a Phase I ESA at the subject site.  This ESA included a review of 
historical documents, a site reconnaissance, a review of governmental databases and a 
review of environmental agency files.  According to BA, the subject property was 
occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from 
prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail 
buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater 
was demolished in 2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail 
purposes by various businesses since the 1970s.  On the day of BA’s site visit, the subject 
property was occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail buildings.  
During their site reconnaissance, BA did not identify any aboveground storage tanks 
(ASTs) or underground storage tanks (USTs) associated with the subject property  BA 
did not identify evidence of the presence of wells, sumps, cisterns, standpipes or well 
heads at the subject site.  In their Phase I report, BA reviewed a limited asbestos survey 
performed on the subject property in November 1992 by TRC Environmental 
Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected from the five on-site 
buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor tile, and duct 
insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was 
detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling materials.  
BA reviewed selected government environmental databases.  BA indicated that a 
previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 
4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRA-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested and removed from the subject property historically.  No staining was 
observed on the floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site 
visit.  Based on this information, impact to the subject property from past photograph 
developing activities at the subject property is unlikely.  BA stated that the closest off-site 
facility was to the southwest of the subject property in a down-gradient location relative 
to the regional groundwater flow direction.  This facility, the Grosvenor International 
facility, had a documented leak of diesel fuel that had been remediated.  Based on the 
review of government listed databases, BA indicated that the assessment had revealed no 
evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject property.  
The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east (cross-gradient) of the subject 
property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd.) was listed on the 
Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No 
violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair 
facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not 
identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative 
to the subject property, and the locations, distances and/or statuses of the remaining 
facilities, there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
6.7 Permits 
 
BA Environmental was not provided operating or handling permits by the Client.  
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6.8 Reason for Performing Phase I ESA 
 
The Phase I ESA was conducted in accordance with ASTM Standard Practice for 
Environmental Site Assessments E1527-05, and the United States Environmental 
Protection Agency AAI.  This Phase I ESA was conducted for the purpose of a 
commercial property transaction/sale. 
 
 
7.0 HISTORICAL REVIEW 
 
As part of the historical review, BA Environmental reviewed available historical aerial 
photographs for the years 1939, 1956, 1965, 1974, 1982, 1993 and 1998 (BA 
Environmental, 2011a); city directories for the years 1922-2006 (EDR, 2011b); historical 
fire insurance maps reported no coverage for the subject property (EDR, 2011c); 
historical topographic maps for the years 1953, 1961, 1968, 1973, and 1980 (BA 
Environmental, 2011d); and building records (City of San Jose, 2011).  Chicago Title, 
Title Report and Tax Map (Chicago Title, 2011). Copies of the above historical 
documents are provided in Appendices B through F. 
 
 
7.1 History of Subject Property 
 
The subject property was occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, 
and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the 
existing office and retail buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early to 
mid-1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 2003 and became an asphalt surface 
parking lot for the subject property.  The subject site has been used as office space and 
for retail purposes by various businesses since the mid-1970s.   
 
 
7.2 History of Adjacent Properties 
 
The adjacent properties to the north of the subject site were developed by Stevens Creek 
Boulevard followed by orchards and farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until 
sometime prior to 1965.  By 1965, the adjacent property to the north following Stevens 
Creek Boulevard appeared to be vacant and void of agricultural related features.  From 
1965 until sometime prior to 1974, the adjacent property to the north following Stevens 
Creek Boulevard remained undeveloped.  Sometime prior to 1974 the adjacent properties 
to the north were developed by automotive dealerships.  Since 1974, there have been no 
significant changes in the adjacent property to the north.   
 
The adjacent properties to the east of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property east of the subject site was developed by automotive dealerships.  Since 
1974, there have been no significant changes in the adjacent property to the east.   
 
The adjacent properties to the south of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property to the south was developed by Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residential apartments.  Since 1974, there have been no significant changes in the 
adjacent property to the south.   
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The adjacent properties to the west of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property west of the subject site was developed by what appeared to be an 
automotive dealership and vacant land.  From 1974 to sometime prior to 2006, the 
adjacent property to the west had some minor configuration changes but remained as an 
automotive dealership.  By 2006 the adjacent property to the west was redeveloped into 
the Volkswagen dealership that was observed on the day of the site reconnaissance.  
Since 2006, there have been no significant changes in the adjacent property to the west.   
 
 
8.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS 
 
On December 1, 2011, BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the 
subject site located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the 
City of San Jose, California.  Mr. Richard O’Neil of BA Environmental was escorted 
through the site by Ms Diane Warriner, Senior Property Manager for the subject site, and 
Ms. Emily Benton, of ATC Partners.  During the site reconnaissance, BA Environmental 
visually assessed the subject property, interior and exterior of the subject buildings, the 
roof, and randomly selected tenant office suites as well as all of the retail tenant suites.  
BA Environmental also visually assessed all janitorial spaces, a maintenance shop, 
mechanical areas and any rooms which may contain hazardous materials.   
 
 
8.1 Site Improvements 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings, totaling approximately 163,625 square feet.  The subject buildings are situated 
on an approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  The noted retail tenants of the subject 
property were an Office Depot, Round Table Pizza, Togo’s, DaVita at Home, and Smile 
Pro Dental.  The commercial office buildings are occupied by various commercial 
business offices.  Other improvements include surface asphalt parking, landscaping, and a 
separate building maintenance shop located in the parking area of the subject property.  
The buildings were constructed in the mid 1970s from previously developed agricultural 
land.   
 
 
8.2 Building Construction 
 
The subject buildings are of wood framed construction, built above a concrete slab on 
grade.  The roofs and intermediate floors consist or wooden decks.  The roofing materials 
consist of a mineral cap built up roof system.  The exterior walls are covered by wood 
siding.  The interior walls of the buildings consist of painted or wall-papered drywall 
over wooden studs with some textural plaster.  The floors are covered by carpeting, 
resilient floor tiles, resilient floor sheeting, Pergo wood flooring, and ceramic floor tiles.  
The ceilings are comprised of drywall, 2’ x 4’ sections of suspended acoustical ceiling 
panels, and in some of the retail areas exposed wood beam panels.   
 
 
8.3 HVAC Systems 
 
The heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) systems consist of rooftop 
packaged units for the retail buildings located at 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard.  The HVAC systems of the office buildings located at 4300, 4320 and 4340 
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Stevens Creek Boulevard consist of Trane chillers, Evapco cooling towers and associated 
air-handling units located on the roofs of the subject office buildings.  All of the HVAC 
units were electric and/or natural gas operated.  Water treatment systems that include 
corrosion inhibitors and biocides associated with the cooling towers were observed on the 
roofs of the office buildings.  The water treatment chemicals were stored in various-sized 
plastic containers.  No staining was observed on the surfaces of the roof beneath the 
containers of corrosion inhibitor and biocide.   
 
 
8.4 Elevators 
 
The 2-story office buildings are serviced by one hydroelectric elevator each.  All of the 
elevator equipment observed was in good condition.  Some hydraulic oil was noted 
beneath the elevator equipment located in the 4340 Stevens Creek building.  The elevator 
pits were not accessible on the day of the site reconnaissance.   
 
 
8.5 Industrial Equipment/Manufacturing Processes 
 
During the site reconnaissance, no industrial equipment was observed on the subject site.  
No manufacturing processes which utilize hazardous materials or petroleum products 
were observed during the site visit. 
 
 
8.6 Hazardous Materials/Waste Storage 
 
Small quantities of normal household cleaners were observed in several of the tenant 
suites.  The containers were observed to be in good condition with no visible evidence of 
leakage.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers.   
 
A maintenance shop was observed on the eastern parking area behind the 4300 Stevens 
Creek office building.  This shop was observed to contain various maintenance supplies 
such as small amounts of lubricants, aerosol paint and spray adhesives.  Approximately 
50 one-gallon containers of paint and 15 five-gallon containers of paint were observed 
stored in the maintenance shop.  All containers observed were in good condition with no 
visible evidence of leakage.  The floor of this area was observed to be in good condition 
with no staining observed on the floor of this area.   
 
A water treatment system was observed on the roof adjacent to the cooling towers located 
at the office buildings.  The treatment system consisted of a 30-gallon drum of AA13 
Cooling Water treatment and a 20-gallon container of AmberGuard 215 antimicrobial.  
The treatment system was observed to be in good condition with no visible evidence of 
leakage.  No visible staining was observed on the roof beneath the treatment systems.   
 
 
8.7 Biohazards and Infectious Wastes 
 
Small quantities of biohazards or infectious wastes are generated in the Smile Pro Dental 
office and the DaVita dialysis clinic located on the subject property.  Biohazardous waste 
and sharps were observed to be stored in containers lined with plastic bags.  The 
containers and plastic bags were observed to be properly labeled and stored.  The bio-
hazardous medical related waste and sharps are transported off-site by a medical 
biohazards contractor.  The containers were observed to be in good condition with no 
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visible evidence of leakage.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the 
containers.   
 
 
8.8 Radiologic Hazards 
 
X-ray equipment is expected to be located at Smile Pro Dental.  On the day of the site 
reconnaissance the x-ray equipment was not accessible.  Reportedly, any x-ray equipment 
is permitted and the permits are current.   
 
 
8.9 Underground Storage Tanks 
 
No evidence for the presence of on-site underground storage tanks (USTs), such as fuel 
dispensers, fill ports, aboveground vents or piping, was observed during the site 
reconnaissance.  According to the San Jose Fire Department (SJFD) and the Santa Clara 
County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD), USTs are not present at the subject 
site.   
 
 
8.10 Aboveground Storage Tanks 
 
On the day of the site reconnaissance, no aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) were 
observed on the subject site. 
 
 
8.11 Hydraulic Lifts and Equipment 
 
One hydraulic cardboard compactor (cardboard bailer) was noted to be located in the 
tenant space of Office Depot.  This piece of equipment appeared to be in good condition 
with no visible evidence of leakage.  No staining was observed beneath this equipment.   
 
 
8.12 Generators and Emergency Power Systems 
 
No emergency generators or emergency power systems were observed on-site on the day 
of the site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.13 Wastewater Treatment Systems, Clarifiers and Interceptors 
 
No evidence of the wastewater treatment systems or wastewater clarifiers was observed 
at the subject property.  
 
One belowground grease interceptor was observed to the rear of Round Table Pizza.  
According to the manager of Round Table Pizza, the interceptor is serviced and pumped 
out every three months.  This interceptor is intended to reduce the amount of cooking oil 
and grease which enters the sanitary sewer effluent from the subject property.  Cooking 
oil and grease are not classified as hazardous materials; however, when discharged into 
the sanitary sewer system, they decrease the efficiency and increase the cost of water 
treatment, as well as plug sewer lines.  The interceptor prevents grease and cooking oils 
from entering the sanitary sewer system.  No unusual odors or staining were observed in 
the area of the interceptor.   
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One small grease interceptor was also noted in the interior of the Togo’s tenant space.  
No unusual odor or staining was observed in the area of the interceptor.   
 
 
8.14 Pits, Ponds and Lagoons 
 
Pits, ponds and lagoons are often associated with the disposal of solid and liquid wastes, 
which may include hazardous materials.  According to ASTM Standard E1527-05, pits, 
ponds and lagoons are “man-made or natural depressions in the ground surface that are 
likely to hold liquid or sludge containing hazardous substances or petroleum products.”  
Information obtained from the assessment indicated that pits, ponds and lagoons do not 
currently exist, or have ever existed on the subject site or any of the adjacent properties.   
 
 
8.15 Septic Tanks and Cesspools 
 
Septic tanks and cesspools are often associated with the disposal of wastewater from 
structures that are not served by public sewer systems.  Septic tanks and cesspools may 
be associated with hazardous materials, if such materials have been inappropriately 
disposed of in the past via sinks.  Information obtained from the subject site 
reconnaissance indicated that septic tanks and cesspools do not currently exist on the 
subject site.  Presently, the sanitary sewer discharge to the subject buildings is tied into 
the city-owned sanitary sewer system. 
 
 
8.16 Distressed Vegetation and Staining 
 
Areas of vegetation (trees and shrubbery) in planters were observed along the east and 
south sides of the parking area of the subject property.  No distressed vegetation, dead 
vegetation or discolored vegetation was observed during the site reconnaissance. 
 
No areas of stained soil, or stained asphalt or concrete, were observed on-site during the 
site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.17 Spills, Corroded Surfaces and Odors 
 
No visible evidence of spills or ponded liquids was observed during the site 
reconnaissance.  No corroded or degraded metal or concrete surfaces were observed.  No 
unusual odors were detected inside or outside of the subject buildings on the day of the 
site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.18 Wells, Cisterns, Sumps and Floor Drains 
 
No evidence of the presence of cisterns, sumps, floor drains or well heads, was observed 
at the subject property.   
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8.19 Pipelines 
 
No evidence for the presence of underground pipelines used to transport petroleum 
products such as crude oil, gasoline, or natural gas was observed on or adjacent to the 
subject property. 
 
 
8.20 Mines, Oil and Gas Wells, Oil Production Facilities 
 
During the site reconnaissance, no visible evidence of mine shafts, open pit mines or 
other mining activities were observed on the day of the site reconnaissance.   
 
No oil or natural gas wells were observed on the subject site.  No evidence of oil 
production facilities, sumps, tank batteries, piping or refineries were observed on the day 
of the site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.21 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) 
 
Federal regulations put into effect following the Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA) 
require that electrical transformers be labeled to identify their PCB content.  The 
manufacture and distribution of PCBs was banned in 1979.  Pad-mounted electrical 
transformers and several electrical vaults, most likely containing transformers, are present 
on the subject property.  The vaults were not accessible on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  These transformers are owned and operated by Pacific Gas & Electric 
(PG&E), which would respond to any environmental concerns associated with the 
transformers.  No staining was observed on surfaces adjacent or beneath any of this 
electrical equipment.   
 
Three hydraulic elevators are present at the subject property, one each within the three 2-
story office buildings.  The hydraulic equipment is located in an elevator equipment room 
in the lower level adjacent to the elevator shafts.  The elevator equipment appeared to be 
in good condition, and only minor staining was observed in the elevator room located at 
4340 Stevens Creek Boulevard.  The elevator equipment appears to be original to the 
current office buildings and installed in the mid- 1970s; a potential exists for PCBs to be 
present in the elevator’s hydraulic fluid.  However, information from service records kept 
in the elevator rooms indicated that the elevator equipment is serviced on a regular basis 
by Accent Elevator and the hydraulic fluid currently used in the elevators does not 
contain PCBs.   
 
Fluorescent lighting was observed throughout the buildings.  Fluorescent ballasts 
containing PCBs have not been manufactured since the late 1970s, and have a general life 
expectancy of 15 years.  None of the fluorescent fixtures were inspected up close; 
however, at a distance the fluorescent fixtures appeared to be of recent manufacture.  
Based on the life expectancy of fluorescent lights, it is unlikely that the light ballasts 
contain PCBs.  BA Environmental did not observe other equipment on-site likely to 
contain PCBs.   
 
 
8.22 Other Environmental Concerns 
 
No other environmental concerns were noted for the subject property.   
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8.23 Trash and Waste Containment 
 
Trash dumpsters and recycling dumpsters were noted in each of the parking areas and 
located in an enclosure.  These containers appeared to contain non-hazardous paper and 
plastic waste, and some food waste.  No significant staining was observed on the concrete 
surface beneath the trash or recycling containers.  The trash for the subject site is serviced 
by Allied Waste and Recology, with the recycling handled by Stevens Creek Disposal 
and Recycling.   
 
 
8.24 Stormwater 
 
Stormwater that collects on the roof is directed into roof drains, which drain to the 
parking areas.  Water from the parking areas is directed to drains which flow into the 
city-owned stormdrain system.   
 
 
9.0 AGENCY CONTACTS 
 
9.1 City of San Jose Fire Department, Fire Prevention Division (SJFD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the office of the SJFD regarding records of USTs, 
hazardous materials storage, and hazardous materials permits for the subject property.  
According to the SJFD, no UST permits or hazardous materials permits exist for the 
subject property.   
 
 
9.2 California State Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 
 
BA Environmental searched the RWQCB’s Geotracker database for UST Program, and 
Spills, Leaks, Investigations and Cleanups (SLIC) Program, files for the subject site.  
According to the RWQCB’s Geotracker database, no files exist for the subject property.  
BA Environmental also placed a written request for files at the RWQCB for these 
programs.  According to the RWQCB, no files exist for the subject property. 
 
 
9.3 California State Department of Toxic Substance Control (DTSC) 
 
BA Environmental searched the ENVIROSTOR database for any files regarding 
contamination beneath the subject site.  According to the DTSC’s ENVIROSTOR 
database, no files are listed for the subject property.   BA Environmental also placed a 
written request for files at the DTSC.  According to the DTSC, no files exist for the 
subject property. 
 
 
9.4 Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD) 
 
BA Environmental has placed a written request for records regarding the subject property 
regarding air emissions permits for the subject property.  At the time of this draft report 
the BAAQMD had not responded.   
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9.5 Santa Clara County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the offices of the SCEHD regarding USTs, hazardous 
materials storage, hazardous materials permits, leaking USTS (LUSTs), and hazardous 
materials spill incidents at the subject site.  According to the SCEHD, no UST permits or 
hazardous materials permits or LUSTs exist for the subject site. 
 
 
10.0 GOVERNMENT RECORDS REVIEW 
 
Regulatory compliance is a primary element of an ESA.  Failure to comply with 
governmental regulations can result in fines, and can expose businesses or individuals to 
liabilities from which the law would otherwise shield them.  The presence of hazardous 
wastes or hazardous materials, on-site or at neighboring sites, may present certain 
liabilities.  Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) searches over 900 federal, state 
and local databases nationwide to provide the most recent information regarding the 
hazardous materials sites within the site vicinity, and which are identified below (EDR, 
2011a).  EDR searches each database to the radius specified in ASTM E1527-05 and the 
EPA AAI Rules.  Descriptions of each database searched are provided in the EDR Radius 
Report.  A copy of the EDR Radius Report is provided in Appendix G.  A summary of 
the sites listed within the governmental databases researched by EDR is provided in 
Table 1 below.

10.1 Subject Property 
 
A previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied 
the 4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and 
HAZNET databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also 
identified on the HAZNET database.  No RCRA violations regarding the handling of 
hazardous wastes were identified for the subject property.  According to the HAZNET 
database, photochemical waste, generated by on-site photograph developing activities, 
has been manifested and transported off-site for recycling historically.  No staining or 
evidence of a release was observed on the floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd building 
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at the time of the site visit.  Based on this information, impact to the subject property 
from past photograph developing activities at the subject property is unlikely.   
 
 
10.2 Adjacent Properties 
 
The two adjacent properties located to the east and west of the subject property were 
listed on several of the government environmental databases searched. 
 
Oak Tree Mazda located at 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd. was listed on the SWEEPS UST, 
HAZNET, RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases 
were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to 
have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not listed on the LUST 
database, indicating that there have been no reported releases at this adjacent property.  
No RCRA violations were reported for this adjacent property.  Based on the status and 
location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, there is a low 
potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
Stevens Creek Volkswagen located at 4490 Stevens Creek Blvd. was listed on the AST 
and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  
The adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 1,500-gallon AST.  There 
have been no reported releases at this adjacent property.  Based on the status and  
location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, there is a low 
potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
10.3 Site Vicinity 
 
BA Environmental reviewed the EDR database report for off-site facilities in the site 
vicinity which may have impacted the subject property.  Sites of concern included those 
with known releases, facilities which use significant quantities of hazardous materials, 
sites with USTs, and facilities which are hydraulically up-gradient of the subject site. 
 
A review of all of the sites listed within the subject site vicinity revealed that the closest 
non-adjacent facilities are located north (down-gradient) of the subject property and the 
closest facility in the site vicinity with a reported release is greater than 500 feet from the 
subject site (cross/down-gradient).  Based on the distances and statuses of these facilities, 
there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
11.0 DATA GAP DISCUSSION 
 
Based on all of the historical documents available and the reconnaissance of the subject 
site, it appears that no significant data gaps exist.  Although minor historical data gaps 
exist, it is BA Environmental’s opinion that these data gaps are not significant, and that 
during these data gaps the subject property’s use did not significantly change.   
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12.0 ADDITIONAL NON-ASTM SCOPE ASSESSMENT 
 
12.1 Visual Asbestos Survey 
 
On July 12, 1989, the EPA issued a final rule banning most asbestos-containing products.  
In 1991, this regulation was overturned by the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in New 
Orleans.  As a result of the Court's decision, the following specific asbestos-containing 
products remain banned: flooring felt, rollboard, and corrugated, commercial, or specialty 
paper.  In addition, the regulation continues to ban the use of asbestos in products that 
have not historically contained asbestos, otherwise referred to as "new uses" of asbestos.  
Although the use of asbestos in the manufacture of most building materials was for the 
most part discontinued by 1979, some non-friable ACMs, such as roofing material and 
floor coverings (floor tile and mastic), were manufactured and used into the mid 1980s.  
Other non-friable ACMs such as mastics and coatings in which the asbestos is bound by 
organic binders can still be found in materials today. 

• Friable materials are materials which can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to 
powder by hand pressure when dry. 

• Non-friable materials are materials in which the fibers have been locked in by a 
bonding agent, coating, or binder, and may not release fibers during normal use 
and handling.  Improper handling, such as grinding or sanding of non-friable 
ACMs, will render these materials friable. 

 
BA Environmental performed a visual survey of suspect friable and non-friable asbestos-
containing materials (ACMs).  Suspect materials observed during the site reconnaissance 
include 12” x 12” floor tiles and associated mastic, floor sheeting and mastic, vinyl base 
molding and adhesive, drywall, joint compound, carpet mastic, 2’ by 4’ sections of 
suspended acoustical ceiling panels, HVAC sealant, caulking, and roofing materials.  All 
building materials were observed to be in good condition, with a low potential for 
damage.  Based on the date of construction of the subject buildings (constructed in mid-
1970s), there is a moderate potential for ACMs to exist within the subject buildings.   
 
BA Environmental reviewed a previous Phase I ESA report (BA Environmental, 2006), 
which indicated that a limited asbestos survey had been performed on the subject 
property in November 1992 by TRC Environmental Corporation.  Reportedly, TRC 
collected eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs from the five on-site buildings.  
Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor tile, and duct insulation.  
According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was detected in 
three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling materials.   
 
During the review of the TRC report, it was found that the copy provided to BA 
Environmental was incomplete.  BA Environmental could not determine from which 
building the samples identified as containing asbestos originated.  Four of the samples 
were reported to have been collected from the former theater which was demolished in 
2003.  Based on the above information, a review of the TRC report and BA 
Environmental’s field observations, some of the identified asbestos-containing materials 
materials may no longer exist on the subject site. 
 
 
12.2 Visual Mold Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  BA Environmental did not assess areas not readily accessible, nor did they 
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conduct a destructive or invasive survey.  It is possible that significant fungal spore 
growth inside walls, insulation, attic spaces, or other areas can exist and not be visible on 
the finished surfaces of a building’s interior spaces.  BA Environmental did not 1) 
perform a mold/fungi inspection, 2) perform any building material surface mold 
sampling, or 3) perform air sampling for mold spores at the subject property as part of 
this Phase I.   
 
No areas of visible mold or moist areas conducive to mold growth were observed within 
the interior of the buildings within tenant spaces during the site visit.  No mold odors, 
evidence of roof leaks (such as wet walls or carpets), plumbing leaks or areas that have 
remained moist for extended periods of time were observed within the buildings during 
the site visit.   
 
 
12.3 Visual Lead-Based Paint Survey 
 
Lead was a major ingredient in paint pigment prior to and through the 1940s.  While 
other pigments were used in the 1950s, the use of lead in paint continued until the mid 
1970s.  In 1978, the Consumer Products Safety Commission banned paint and other 
surface coating materials that are lead-containing.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual lead-based paint survey in accessible areas at the 
subject property.  All of the paint observed on-site appeared to be in good condition with 
no visible evidence of damage or peeling.  Based on the age of the current subject 
buildings, constructed in the mid-1970s, there is a low to moderate potential that lead-
based paint exists on the subject site.   
 
 
12.4 Radon Gas Survey 
 
Radon is a radioactive gas that occurs naturally in the environment and cannot be seen, 
smelled or tasted.  The human health effect associated with exposure to elevated levels of 
radon is an increased risk of developing lung cancer.  The US Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) and the US Center for Disease Control are concerned about the increased 
risk of lung cancer developing in individuals exposed to above average levels of radon in 
their homes or offices.  In order to address these concerns, the US EPA conducted a 
radon survey and presented the results for various counties in 1993. 
 
The EPA’s map of Radon Zones assigns each of the 3,141 counties in the United States 
to one of three zones.  The zone designations were determined by assessing five factors 
that are known to be important indicators of radon potential: indoor radon measurements, 
geology, aerial radioactivity surveys, soil parameters and foundation types.  The subject 
site falls within the designation of Zone 2.  Zone 2 counties have a predicted average 
indoor radon screening level of greater than or equal to two pico curies per liter (pCi/l) of 
air and less than or equal to four pCi/l of air.  According to the EPA, of the 8 sites tested 
within the subject site’s zip code, 100% of the 1st floor living areas tested were reported 
to have radon levels below 4pCi/l.  The average radon concentration was reported to be 
1.613 pCi/l.  According to the California Radon database, 39 sites were tested in the 
subject site’s zip code.  No sites were reported to have radon levels above 4 pCi/l.  It is 
BA Environmental’s opinion, based upon these results, that there is a low potential that 
radon is a concern for the subject property.   
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12.5 Methane Zones 
 
Methane is a naturally occurring hydrocarbon produced by the breakdown of organic 
material which can migrate through soils and sediments.  Methane gas is flammable and 
is considered a hazardous substance by the American Congress of Government Industrial 
Hygienists (ACGIH), the Department of Transportation (DOT), and the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA).  According to city and state agency files, the subject site 
is not located within an identified methane zone. 
 
 
12.6 Vapor Encroachment Screen 
 
Vapor encroachment can occur when vapor migrates into on-site subsurface soils from 
on-site or off-site soils and/or groundwater contaminated with petroleum hydrocarbons or 
other volatile organic compounds.  The migration of these vapors into a building or 
structure can pose a health risk.  To assess for the potential of vapor encroachment, 
ASTM created the Standard Guide for Vapor Encroachment Screening on Property 
Involved Real Estate Transactions, ASTM 2600-10.  This Standard Guide supersedes 
ASTM 2600-08.  The purpose of this guide is to provide practical guidance and a useful 
process for conducting a vapor encroachment screen (VES) on a property parcel involved 
in a real estate transaction in the United States of America with respect to chemicals of 
concern (COC) that may migrate as vapors onto a property as a result of contaminated 
soil and groundwater on or near the property.  The VES is conducted in a two-tier 
process, which is as follows: 
 
Tier 1 – Initial Screening (non-invasive) 
Tier 2 – Site Specific Numeric Screening (non-invasive and invasive) 
 
BA Environmental performed a Tier 1 VES on the subject property in general accordance 
with ASTM 2600-10.  The Tier 1 VES did not identify any adjacent facilities with a 
reported release to soil or groundwater.  Based on this information, BA Environmental 
has not identified any vapor encroachment conditions (VEC) for the subject property.   
 
 
12.7 Wetlands and Flood Plains 
 
During the site reconnaissance and drive-by survey of the surrounding area, BA 
Environmental observed no indications of wetlands.  According to the Environmental 
Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) report, there are no wetlands within a mile of the subject 
property as per the National Wetlands Inventory (1994).  BA Environmental reviewed the 
US Fish and Wildlife (USFW) National Wetlands Inventory Wetlands Mapper website.  
According to the USFW, the subject site is not located within a Wetlands or Riparian 
environment (USFW, 2011).   
 
According to information provided in the EDR report, the subject site is located within a 
500-year flood zone per the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).  
According to FEMA’s National Flood Insurance Program (FFIP) Panel #0228, the 
subject site is located within an Other Flood Area Zone X.  This is defined as areas being 
outside of 0.2% annual chance floodplain (FEMA, 2011).   
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13.0 FINDINGS, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-05, regarding the Stevens Creek Executive Park, 
4300 - 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California.  Any exceptions to, or 
deletions from, this practice are described in the Objective and Scope of Work section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has identified no recognized environmental conditions (RECs) or 
historical recognized environmental conditions (HRECs) in connection with the subject 
property; 
 
The following items of environmental concern were noted for the subject property: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings.   

• Based on the age of the subject buildings, lead-based paint may exist within the 
subject buildings.  

 
BA Environmental recommends the following with regard to the subject property: 

• Manage the residual and confirmed ACMs in place with an Asbestos O&M Plan.  
Should the residual confirmed or suspect ACMs become damaged or be 
scheduled for renovation or demolition, they should be abated by a licensed 
asbestos abatement contractor, in accordance with all local, state and federal 
regulations; and 

• Any suspect lead-based paint should be sampled prior to any renovations or 
demolition.  Any identified lead-based paint scheduled for renovation or 
demolition, or noted to be damaged, should be abated by a licensed lead-based 
paint abatement contractor, and disposed of according to all state and local 
regulations.   

 
 
14.0 LIMITATIONS 
 
This report contains all of the limitations inherent in the methodologies that are referred 
to in ASTM E1527-05.  BA Environmental has made every reasonable effort to discover 
and interpret the information and current conditions regarding the site within the time 
available.  This assessment has been completed under the time and cost restraints 
implemented by the client.  There is a possibility that, even with the proper application of 
the methodologies outlined in ASTM E1527-05, there may exist on the subject property 
conditions that could not be identified within the scope of the assessment or which are 
not reasonably identifiable from reasonably ascertainable information.  This assessment 
is a visual, non-intrusive investigation, and conditions may exist at the site that cannot be 
identified solely by visual observation.  No sampling, destructive or subsurface, of any 
type has been conducted on-site, unless expressly stated in the Objective and Scope of 
Work section above.  All conclusions and recommendations are based on the visual 
observations made on the day of the site reconnaissance.  BA Environmental is not 
responsible for identifying any environmental issues or site conditions which may have 
occurred after the site reconnaissance.  This assessment relied upon information obtained 
from the site reconnaissance and from relevant regulatory agencies.  BA Environmental 
believes that the information contained herein is reliable.  However, BA Environmental 
cannot guarantee the accuracy of information provided by others.  This assessment has 
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been completed in general accordance with ASTM E1527-05 and accepted practices of 
the environmental industry. 
 
This report is not intended to address, assess, or otherwise determine whether soil or 
groundwater contamination, waste emplacement, existing or threatened mold/fungus 
growth, asbestos-containing building materials, and/or lead-based paint actually exists at 
the subject property. Such determination would require comprehensive subsurface 
exploration and/or other sampling activities, which were beyond the scope of service for 
this assessment.  BA Environmental considers vapor intrusion beyond the scope of this 
Phase I ESA, and therefore a vapor intrusion study was not conducted.  Additionally, this 
report does not serve as a comprehensive wetlands, mining, oil, pipeline, and/or gas well 
survey.  
 
This report summarizes an environmental investigation conducted for the subject 
property.  Although conditions at neighboring properties may impact the subject property 
and, to the extent they were identified, were included in the subject property evaluation, 
this report does not serve as an assessment of sites other than the subject property.

An assessment of the drinking water sources for SJWC’s water system 
was completed in December 2002. SJWC’s wells are considered most 
vulnerable to one or more of the following activities, which have not 
been associated with any contaminants detected in the water supply:

Where does my water come from?

	Silicon Valley is fortunate to have a diverse portfolio of 
water supplies. In an average year, half the water delivered 
to San Jose Water Company (SJWC) customers originates 
as snowmelt in the Sierra Nevada, is transported to the 
valley from the Sacramento/San Joaquin River Delta (Delta) 
through a complex network of rivers, pumps, and pipes, and 
is treated at water treatment plants owned and operated 
by Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD). An additional 
forty percent comes from local groundwater wells owned 

and operated by SJWC. The remaining ten percent comes 
from local Santa Cruz Mountain precipitation treated at 
water treatment plants owned and operated by SJWC.    

	SCVWD uses a combination of Delta water and local 
supplies to recharge (refill) the groundwater aquifer via 
streams and percolation ponds. This prevents overpumping 
of the aquifer, and allows for excess water to be banked for 
use in times of drought. 

	Additional reliability is provided through intercon-
nections, or interties, with neighboring water systems. In 
December 2010, SCVWD used the intertie with San Francisco 
Public Utility Commission’s Hetch Hetchy System to provide 
water during a water treatment plant construction outage.

	When you hear the word well, do you think of a quaint 
wooden structure with a bucket hanging from a rope? 
SJWC wells are drilled hundreds of feet deep using modern 
construction methods, and pump water out of an aquifer 
naturally protected by a thick layer of clay. A small amount 
of chlorine is added to the water to maintain water quality 
between the well and the customer’s tap.

SJWC Service Area  
and Water Supply Sources

SJWC provides water from three major sources. The first source is 
groundwater, which is pumped from over 100 wells that draw water from  
the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin. The second source is local  
mountain surface water, which is collected in our watershed in the Santa 
Cruz Mountains and treated at our two treatment plants. The third source,  
imported surface water, is provided by the Santa Clara Valley Water District,  
(SCVWD) our wholesale supplier. A majority of imported water originates as 
Sierra snowmelt and travels through the State and Federal water projects 
before treatment at SCVWD’s three treatment plants. A smaller portion is 
impounded in local reservoirs in Santa Clara County. 

For a period of time in December, a small area in the Northeast part of 
the system received some of its water from the Hetch Hetchy System while 
SCVWD was making improvements to one of its treatment plants. Water 
from this source is primarily snowmelt from the mountains above Yosemite 
National Park. This water is treated, but has been granted an exemption to 
the filtration requirement by CDPH and USEPA because of its high quality.

This brochure provides a snapshot of last year’s water 

quality data for SJWC. Included are details about where 

your water comes from and how your water quality 

compares to State standards. As you can see, in 2010, 

as in years past, your tap water met all USEPA and State 

primary drinking water health standards.

Source of Supply
Where does my water come from?

	 Silicon Valley is fortunate to have a diverse portfolio of 
water supplies. In an average year, half the water delivered 
to San Jose Water Company (SJWC) customers originates 
as snowmelt in the Sierra Nevada, is transported to the 
valley from the Sacramento/San Joaquin River Delta (Delta) 
through a complex network of rivers, pumps, and pipes, and 
is treated at water treatment plants owned and operated 
by Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD). An additional 
forty percent comes from local groundwater wells owned 

and operated by SJWC. The remaining ten percent comes 
from local Santa Cruz Mountain precipitation treated at 
water treatment plants owned and operated by SJWC.    

	 SCVWD uses a combination of Delta water and local 
supplies to recharge (refill) the groundwater aquifer via 
streams and percolation ponds. This prevents overpumping 
of the aquifer, and allows for excess water to be banked for 
use in times of drought. 

	 Additional reliability is provided through intercon-
nections, or interties, with neighboring water systems. In 
December 2010, SCVWD used the intertie with San Francisco 
Public Utility Commission’s Hetch Hetchy System to provide 
water during a water treatment plant construction outage. 
Water quality data for this water source can be located by 
visiting www.sfwater.org and typing “water quality report” 
in the search box.

This isn’t your storybook drinking water well

	 When you hear the word well, do you think of a quaint 
wooden structure with a bucket hanging from a rope? 
SJWC wells are drilled hundreds of feet deep using modern 
construction methods, and pump water out of an aquifer 
naturally protected by a thick layer of clay. A small amount 
of chlorine is added to the water to maintain water quality 
between the well and the customer’s tap.

SJWC Service Area  
and Water Supply Sources

SJWC provides water from three major sources. The first source is 
groundwater, which is pumped from over 100 wells that draw water from  
the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin. The second source is local  
mountain surface water, which is collected in our watershed in the Santa 
Cruz Mountains and treated at our two treatment plants. The third source,  
imported surface water, is provided by the Santa Clara Valley Water District,  
(SCVWD) our wholesale supplier. A majority of imported water originates as 
Sierra snowmelt and travels through the State and Federal water projects 
before treatment at SCVWD’s three treatment plants. A smaller portion is 
impounded in local reservoirs in Santa Clara County. 

For a period of time in December, a small area in the Northeast part of 
the system received some of its water from the Hetch Hetchy System while 
SCVWD was making improvements to one of its treatment plants. Water 
from this source is primarily snowmelt from the mountains above Yosemite 
National Park. This water is treated, but has been granted an exemption to 
the filtration requirement by CDPH and USEPA because of its high quality.

This brochure provides a snapshot of last year’s water 

quality data for SJWC. Included are details about where 

your water comes from and how your water quality 

compares to State standards. As you can see, in 2010, 

as in years past, your tap water met all USEPA and State 

primary drinking water health standards.

Drinking Water Regulation
Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected 

to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The presence  
of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a health 
risk.

The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) 
include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the U.S. Environmental 

Protection Agency (USEPA) and the California Department of Public Health 
(Department) prescribe regulations that limit the amount of certain 
contaminants in water provided by public water systems. Department 
regulations also establish limits for contaminants in bottled water that 
must provide the same protection for public health.

Lead in Drinking Water 
If present, elevated levels of lead can cause serious health problems, 

especially for pregnant women and young children. Lead in drinking 
water is primarily from materials and components associated with 
service lines and home plumbing. SJWC is responsible for providing high 
quality drinking water, but cannot control the variety of materials used 
in plumbing components. When your water has been sitting for several 
hours, you can minimize the potential for lead exposure by flushing your 

tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes before using water for drinking or cooking.  
If you are concerned about lead in your water, you may wish to have your 
water tested.

(4400-30). The Site buildings were constructed between 1973 and 1974.  

Operations at the Site include medical facilities, office space and retail restaurants.  

The Site appears to have been undeveloped from at least 1889 to 1939. From 1939 to 1968 the Subject Property appears as 

orchards in aerial photographs and topographic maps. The first building on the Site appears to be a small residential building 

on the Site. The Site was acquired by JZM LLC in 2006 and individual suites are leased to tenants.

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1.1 Purpose and Auditors 

On behalf of evens Creek Owner, LLC and Stevens Creek Mezz, LLC (“the Client”), ERM-West, Inc. (ERM) completed 
a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the Subject Property located at 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard in San Jose, California (the “Subject Property” or the “Site”). The environmental assessment was performed 
in anticipation of a property transaction involving the Site. 

The Site visit was performed on 29 March 2016 by ERM assessor, Ms. Julia Smith. ERM was accompanied on the 
initial Site visit by Mr. Michael Cattivera, Property Administrator with Woodmont Real Estate Services.  

1.2 Scope of Work 

This environmental assessment was conducted in conformance with ERM’s proposal dated 9 March 2016 and with the 
requirements of ASTM International (ASTM) Standard E1527-13, Standard Practice for Environmental Site 
Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process. Exceptions to, or deletions from, E1527-13 are 
described in Section 1.3.4 of this report. 

ERM’s Phase I ESA sought to gather information regarding: (1) current and past property uses and occupancies; (2) 
current and past use of hazardous substances and petroleum products; (3) waste management and disposal activities 
that could have caused a release or threatened release of hazardous substances; (4) current and past corrective 
actions and response activities to address past and ongoing releases of hazardous substances at the Subject Property; 
and (5) properties adjoining or located near the Subject Property that have environmental conditions that could have 
resulted in conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases of hazardous substances to the Subject Property.  

The scope of this Phase I ESA included:  

 An onsite inspection to evaluate current conditions and identify areas of potential concern;  
 A review of the history of the Subject Property and its vicinity through interviews and a review of various 

historical sources;  
 Observation of adjoining properties and properties in the local area to evaluate the potential for adverse 

environmental impact to the Subject Property; 
 Interviews/research of local city/county, tribal, state, and federal records, including contracting of 

Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) to identify regulatory listings for the Site and regulatory-listed 
facilities in the vicinity of the Site, as required in the regulatory records review section of ASTM E1527-13; 
and 

 Interviews and/or requests for information from the User and Subject Property owner, as deemed 
appropriate by the Environmental Professionals. 

The following considerations, classified as “non-scope considerations” in ASTM Standard E1527-13, are included in the 
scope of ERM’s Assessment: 

 A preliminary building asbestos assessment was conducted. The asbestos assessment included visible 
observations from floor-level only of readily accessible building areas. Building roofs were assessed from 
the ground level. No sampling was conducted.

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1.3 Limiting and Special Conditions 

1.3.1 Limiting Conditions during the Site Visit 

ERM did not visit the facility roofs. ERM was not allowed access to selected portions of Building 4360 and photography 
was also restricted in this building. No other limiting conditions were encountered during the Site visit. 

1.3.2 Data Gaps

1.3.3 Significant Assumptions 

No significant assumptions have been made.  

1.3.4 Exceptions to and Deletions from the ASTM E1527-13 Standard 

ERM has not identified any exceptions to or deletions from the ASTM E1527-13 standard. 
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2.1 Location 

The general location of the Subject Property and the physiographic features of the surrounding area are shown on 
Figure 1, developed from the United States Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute quadrangle for San Jose, California, 
dated 2012.  

2.2 Topography and Hydrology 

The Subject Property is located at an elevation of approximately 147 feet above mean sea level, is generally flat, and 
slopes slightly to the north-northeast. Surface water at the Subject Property drains via overland flow to storm drains 
located on the asphalt-paved areas surrounding the Site buildings. 

The overall topographic trend of the surrounding area slopes to the northeast. The nearest surface water body is 
Saratoga Creek, located approximately 5,000 feet northwest of the Subject Property. 

According to flood zone and National Wetland Inventory (NWI) data presented in the EDR® Radius Map™ report 
reviewed by ERM, the Subject Property is not located within the 100- and 500-year flood plains. The area across 
Stevens Creek Boulevard is within the 500-year flood zone according to the map provided by EDR. The Site is fully 
developed, and no wetland delineated areas are reported near the Subject Property in the overview map provided by 
EDR. Flood zone and NWI data were obtained by EDR from the Federal Emergency Management Agency and U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service, respectively.  

2.3 Geology and Hydrogeology 

The site is located in Santa Clara County, south of the San Francisco Bay. The San Francisco Bay occupies a broad 
alluvial valley that mostly slopes gently towards the Bay and is flanked by alluvial fans deposited at the foot of the 
Diablo Range to the east, and the Santa Cruz Mountains to the west. The northern part of the valley is called Santa 
Clara Valley (Department of Water Resources, 1975). 

Materials underlying the site are Quaternary fine-grained alluvial sediments derived from upland surfaces on either side 
of the San Francisco Bay Area. Beneath these sediments are thick deposits of Bay Mud, deposited by the San 
Francisco Bay during periods of higher sea tide levels. Sediments are present in the Subject Property vicinity that have 
been estimated to be several hundred feet thick. The bedrock, consisting of Jurassic-Cretaceous rocks of the 
Franciscan Formation, is estimated to be at depths much greater than 1,000 feet (DWR, 1975). 

The Site lies in the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin, which contains upper and lower 
water-bearing zones (aquifers). The depth to groundwater varies from less than 10 feet near the San Francisco Bay to 
greater than 100 feet at elevated locations near the margins of the basin. According to a site investigation report for a 
former gas station located within 0.5 mile of the Subject Property, the depth to groundwater in the area of the Site 
ranged from 28 to 36 feet below ground surface (bgs) in 2007 and dropped to 40 to 48 feet bgs after 2010 (Cardno ERI, 
2013). The direction of groundwater flow is generally to the north towards the San Francisco Bay. 

2. Physical Site Setting 
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Santa Clara County’s domestic water supply comes from groundwater; surface water reservoirs; and water imported 
from the San Felipe Project, the State Water Project, and the Hetch Hetchy Aqueduct (Cardno ERI, 2013). 

According to the EDR report, there are 22 state groundwater wells and one federal groundwater well within 1 mile of the 
Subject Property. The closest well is approximately 0.5 mile east of the Site.  
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3.1 General Site Description 

3.1.1 Real Estate Ownership Information 

According to information provided by the Client and obtained from the San Jose County Assessor’s Office, the Subject 
Property consists of one parcel with Santa Clara County Assessor’s Parcel Number (APN) 296-38-013. 

3.1.2 Subject Property Layout 

The Subject Property consists of 2.62 acres of land and is developed with two buildings currently occupied as shown in 
Table 3-1 below.

The 4360 Stevens Creek Boulevard building (4360 Building) is located along Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the north-
central portion of Stevens Creek Executive Park. This 1-story building was built in approximately 1974 and primarily 
consists of rental suites for office and retail use.  

The 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard building (4400 Building) is in the northwestern corner of Stevens Creek Executive 
Park. This 1-story building was built in approximately 1974 and primarily consists of rental suites for office and retail 
use. The remainder of the Subject Property consists of paved parking areas and landscaped areas surrounding the two 
Site buildings. 

3.2 Current Site Operations 

The Subject Property is the northwestern portion of Stevens Creek Executive Park, a five-building office and retail 
complex situated on 9.23 acres along Stevens Creek Boulevard in San Jose, California. The Subject Property buildings 
(4360 and 4400) are leased for office, medical, and retail (restaurant) use.

3.3 Historical Site Operations 

3.3.1 Historical Summary 

The Site appears to have been undeveloped from at least 1889 to 1939. From 1939 to 1968, the Subject Property 
appears in aerial photographs and on topographic maps as orchards and from 1953 as rural residential homes. The first 
buildings on the Site appear to be residential homes along Stevens Creek Boulevard. Two commercial/office buildings 
that match the present day layout first appear on the 1973 topographic map and remain generally unchanged to the 
present day. Tenants listed at the Stevens Creek Executive Park since 1975 include the following: financial services, 
insurance, magazines, transportation services, driving school, staffing, and software. In addition, health care offices 
were listed as being at the Site in 1982 and carpet cleaning and furniture equipment establishments were listed as 
being at the Site in 1986.  

3.3.2 Evaluation of Historical Information Sources 

To determine past uses of the Subject Property and surrounding properties, ERM reviewed historical sources of 
information as outlined in the References section of this report (Section 7). The EDR-City Directory abstract as obtained 
from EDR serves as a primary reference to this section. Copies of pertinent historical sources are also appended.

1889-1899  
Based on a review of the 1889, 1897, and 1899 topographic maps, the Subject Property appears 
undeveloped, no building or structures are indicated. The Site was also not listed during those dates in the 
EDR city directories. 

1939 - 1968 

According to the 1939, 1948, 1950, 1956, and 1968 aerial photographs, the Subject Property appears to be 
occupied by one or two rural residential homes located along Stevens Creek Boulevard and orchards are 
present on the remaining portions of the Site. The Site is also shown as consisting of residential homes and 
orchards on the 1953, 1961, and 1968 topographic maps.  

1973-2012 

According to the 1973 topographic map, the present-day buildings are visible in their current configuration. 
The Site buildings are visible on the 1973, 1980, and 2012 topographic maps and in the 1982, 1993, 2005, 
2006, 2009, 2010, and 2012 aerial photographs. No other significant changes are apparent at the Site 
during this period.  

Tenants listed at the Site since 1975 include the following: financial services, insurance, magazines, 
transportation services, driving school, staffing, software, and unspecified businesses with “technology,” 
“power,” “grinding systems,” and “semiconductor” in their names. In addition, health care offices were listed 
as being at the Site in 1982 and carpet cleaning and furniture equipment establishments were listed as 
being at the Site in 1986.  

Present The current site uses and layout are described throughout this report.  

3.3.3  Discussion of Historical Environmental Issues/ Assessments/ Investigations 

BA Environmental Phase I ESA, 4300, 4320, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California, 
dated December 2011. 

This Phase I ESA did not identify and RECs or HRECs, but did identify the following: 

 Manage the residual and confirmed ACMs in place with an Asbestos O&M Plan. Should the residual 
confirmed or suspect ACMs become damaged or be scheduled for renovation or demolition, they should

be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, in accordance with all local, state and federal 
regulations; and  

 Any suspect lead-based paint should be sampled prior to any renovations or demolition. Any identified 
lead-based paint scheduled for renovation or demolition, or noted to be damaged, should be abated by a 
licensed lead-based paint abatement contractor, and disposed of according to all state and local 
regulations. 

BA Environmental, Phase I ESA-Meridian Square, 4300, 4320, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San 
Jose, California. 

This Phase I ESA identified the following findings: 

This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject 
property, except the following:  

 Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings.  
 
BA Environmental recommends the following:  

 Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program. 
Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos 
survey is recommended. If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in accordance with all 
local and state regulations. 

In addition, ERM reviewed a report for an adjacent property within approximately 1,000 feet to evaluate potential 
impacts and obtain Site-specific hydrogeological information. The report is summarized below.  
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4.1 Hazardous Material Use and Storage 

Hazardous materials are currently used and stored at the Subject Property were limited to cleaners and sanitizers 
including bleach, observed in consumer commodity size containers (one gallon or less). ERM also observed one 
compressed oxygen cylinder. The water treatment system described below uses acid and salt for water treatment and 
system operation.  

4.1.1 Underground Storage Tanks  

No visual indication of the potential presence of underground storage tanks (USTs) was noted by ERM during the Site 
visit. No USTs were listed for the Site in the EDR report. 

4.1.2 Aboveground Storage Tanks  

No aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) were observed on the Subject Property at the time of the Site inspection with the 
exception of the water treatment tanks discussed below. No ASTs were listed for the Site in the EDR report.  

4.2 Waste Management  

4.2.1 Hazardous Waste  

Bio-hazardous waste (primarily medical sharps) is generated by Satellite Healthcare (4360 Building) and by DaVita 
Dialysis (4400 Building). Satellite Healthcare contracts with Barnette Medical Service for disposal of its bio-hazardous 
waste and DaVita Dialysis contracts with Stericycle for disposal of its bio-hazardous waste. No other hazardous wastes 
were observed to be generated at the Site.  

It should be noted that Walgreens was listed on the EDR Database report at the 4360 Building as a small quantity 
generator. Waste generated is indicated as silver, likely associated with film developing. No violations were associated 
with the generation of hazardous waste. Walgreens is no longer located on the Subject Property.  

4.2.2 Non-Hazardous Waste 

Non-hazardous wastes generated at the Subject Property include general refuse, paper and cardboard waste, 
breakroom and café waste, wood waste (primarily pallets), and plastic packaging materials.  

Solid waste is placed into 5-cubic-yard dumpsters located on the southern side of both Site buildings. These containers 
are transported offsite for recycling or disposal on a scheduled basis. No staining of soils or pavement was noted in the 
solid waste storage areas.

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4.3 Water Supply, Wastewater, and Storm Water 

4.3.1 Water Supply 

The Subject Property obtains water for drinking water and sanitary use from the City of San Jose. Satellite Healthcare in 
the 4360 Building has an onsite water treatment system for the dialysis operations conducted at the Site. The system 
includes carbon filtration tanks (2 approximately 100-gallon), a water-softening system, and a reverse osmosis system 
and three holding tanks (approximately 250-gallons each).  

ERM observed no water wells on the Subject Property during the Site visit and none are listed on the well log obtained 
from EDR.  

4.3.2 Wastewater 

No wastewater other than municipal waste water is generated at the Site.  

Two grease traps are located on the subject property. One grease trap is located in the 4360 Stevens Creek Building in 
Suite 130 (4360C) Vacant (formerly Togo’s) and one grease trap is located in the 4400 Stevens Creek Building in Suite 
4400-30 (Round Table Pizza). A grease trap is a receptacle that kitchen wastewater flows through before entering the 

sanitary sewer lines. When kitchen wastewater flows through a grease interceptor, the grease and oils rise to the surface 

inside the trap and are trapped using a system of baffles. The captured grease and oils fill the trap from the top down, 

displacing “clean” water out of the bottom of the trap and into sewer line. The grease traps at the subject property are 

reportedly cleaned out on an as-needed basis by contractors hired by the tenants. 

4.3.3 Storm Water 

Precipitation that falls on the Subject Property flows to onsite storm water drains located in the paved areas surrounding 
the Site buildings. The storm drains are connected to the City of San Jose storm drain system.  

ERM observed no staining, sheens, or other evidence of impacts to storm water pathways at the time of the Site 
inspection. 

4.4 Air Emissions 

No air emission sources were identified at the Subject Property.  

4.5 Polychlorinated Biphenyls 

ERM inspected the Subject Property for types of equipment that have been historically associated with the use of 
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) as a dielectric fluid coolant and stabilizer. Some examples of the types of equipment 
that potentially contain PCBs or PCB-contaminated oil include electrical equipment such as transformers, capacitors, 
and high-voltage, liquid-filled switches. ERM did not observe any equipment that potentially contains PCBs or PCB-
contaminated oil on the Site. 

It should be noted that Aetna Life Insurance is listed at the 4360 Building in the EDR report as a hazardous waste 
generator. This facility reportedly generated PCBs and materials containing PCB waste. The waste was disposed of 
under EPA ID number CAC002571869 to a landfill. No further information was available regarding the origin or nature of 
these wastes. 

4.6 Asbestos-Containing Materials 

Asbestos was banned in most friable building materials (spray-applied surfacing materials and thermal system 
insulation) in 1978, but the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) deems spray-applied surfacing 
materials, thermal system insulation materials, and vinyl flooring materials as “presumed asbestos-containing materials” 
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(PACMs) if they are present in pre-1981 buildings (Title 29 of the Code of Federal Regulations [CFR], Parts 1910.1001 
and 1926.1101). Historical records indicate that both buildings at the Subject Property were constructed between 1973 
and 1974. As a result, there is a potential that PACMs were used in building construction. Onsite management 
personnel were not aware of the presence of any PACM or asbestos-containing material (ACM) in the buildings, and 
were also not aware of any asbestos survey having been completed in the buildings.  

During the Site visit, ERM observed several suspect ACMs associated with the buildings on the Subject Property, 
including floor tile/mastic, ceiling tile/mastic, vinyl baseboard/ mastic, drywall systems, stucco, and roofing materials. 
These materials were generally observed to be in good condition.  
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5.1 Summary 

The Site is located in an area that is currently characterized by commercial and office buildings along Stevens Creek 
Boulevard and residential development to the north and south. Historically, the site area was undeveloped and 
subsequently used as orchards from the 1930s to the 1970s. Residential and commercial development began in the 
1950s in the surrounding area and continued until the area was fully developed in the 1980s.  

Historical operations on the adjacent properties have included auto sale and repair, office use, commercial use, and 
residential use.  

5.2 Current Surrounding Properties 

Land use in the area of the Subject Property includes commercial and office use. The adjoining properties and nearby 
land use, as observed by ERM at the time of the Site inspection, are summarized in Table 5-1.

5.3 Surrounding Properties Historical Summary 

The area surrounding the Subject Property was undeveloped until the 1930s and subsequently used as orchards from 
the 1930s to the 1970s. Residential and commercial development began in the 1950s in the surrounding area and 
continued until the area was fully developed in the 1980s. The adjacent site to the south and east (4340 to 4300 
Stevens Creek Boulevard) was developed concurrently with the Subject Property in 1973.  

The adjacent properties show significant development from 1982 to 2005; most of the development appears to be 
buildings for commercial and office use. Historical use on surrounding properties has included residential, offices, retail 
stores, car sales and rentals, and auto repair shops.  

The following other listed surrounding facilities are worthy of note and further discussion: 

 Stevens Creek BMW (4343 Stevens Creek Boulevard): ERM obtained public files regarding this site from 
the Geotracker online repository. This site is listed for multiple leaking gasoline and waste oil USTs 
(LUSTs) on the LUST database; however, contaminated soil was excavated and the case was closed in 
1996 by the regulatory agencies. The initial investigation at the Site did not encounter groundwater to a 
depth of 65 feet bgs and the site is located downgradient of the Subject Property. The other database

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listings for this site are not indicative of releases therefore this site is not considered to be a significant 
threat to the Subject Property  

 Oak Tree/Stevens Creek Mazda (4250 Stevens Creek Boulevard): This site is listed on the SWEEPS UST 
database for one 500-gallon waste oil tank with no further details. ERM performed a file review to identify 
information regarding this site. Although the agency files are not fully consistent it appears that Stevens 
Creek Boulevard was once part of a larger Chrysler Plymouth auto dealership that also included 4202 
Stevens Creek Boulevard. A waste oil tank and a waste antifreeze tank were located between the buildings 
listed at the two addresses, east of the current Mazda dealership and west of the current Toyota 
dealership. A January 1995 subsurface investigation was performed by Dames and Moore and the only 
organic analyte detected was Oil and Grease at a maximum concentration of 85 mg/kg. The RWQCB 
closed the UST case in May 1995. Based on the low concentrations of contaminants detected, the cross-
gradient location, and the closed status of the case this site is not considered to be a significant threat to 
the Subject Property.  

5.4 Adjoining Property Agency Review 

ERM did not conduct local agency file review for the historical adjoining properties listed on the regulatory database 
report, summarized in Table 5-2.

Dear Ms. Benton: 
 
BA Environmental is pleased to submit this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 
(ESA) report regarding the above-referenced property to ATC Partners, LLC.  The 
objective of this Phase I ESA was to assess the potential for contamination at the subject 
property caused by hazardous materials.  To accomplish this, a reconnaissance of the 
subject property and vicinity was performed, available relevant regulatory records were 
reviewed, and the property history was researched. 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which is situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The review of historical documents revealed that the subject property was occupied by an 
orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until 
at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail buildings and a 
movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 
2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail purposes by various 
businesses since the 1970s. 
 
Historically, the adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses 
from prior to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the 
subject property became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area 
to the south of the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-
family residences between 1965 and 1974. 
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BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the subject property.  The 
subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 and 
4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, ASTs, floor drains, wastewater clarifiers, or 
significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the subject property. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual asbestos survey of suspect ACMs.  Suspect 
materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and mastic, 
vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior stucco, 
and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there is a 
moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials.  A 
limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November 1992 by 
TRC Environmental Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected 
from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor 
tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that 
asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling 
materials. 
 
BA Environmental reviewed selected government environmental databases.  A previous 
tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 4360 
Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east 
(cross-gradient) of the subject property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens 
Creek Blvd.) was listed on the Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ 
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HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The 
adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  
This adjacent property was not identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-
gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, and the locations, distances 
and/or statuses of the remaining facilities, there is a low potential for environmental 
impact due to off-site sources. 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-05, of the property located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 
4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California.  Any 
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the Introduction section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in 
connection with the subject property, except the following: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings. 
 
BA Environmental recommends the following: 

• Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and 
Maintenance (O&M) Program.  Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the 
subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos survey is recommended.  
If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in 
accordance with all local and state regulations.

INTRODUCTION 
 
BA Environmental (a division of Building Analytics) is pleased to submit this Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) report to ATC Partners, LLC.  This report is 
regarding the office and retail buildings located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 
Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California. 
 
This report was prepared in accordance with the BA Environmental Proposal and 
Contract dated January 17, 2006. 
 
The purpose of the ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental 
conditions, which can be defined as, “The presence or likely presence of any hazardous 
substance or petroleum products under conditions that indicate an existing release, a past 
release or a material threat of any hazardous substances or petroleum products.” 
 
This Phase I ESA meets the general requirements of the American Society for Testing 
and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments:  E 1527-
05.  The ASTM standard practice defines good commercial and customary practice for 
conducting ESAs using reasonable inquiry.  The scope of services for this Phase I ESA 
consisted of several tasks, including: 

• A reconnaissance of the site and its vicinity; 

• Interviews with current owners and occupants of the subject property, and 
personnel at local government agencies; 

• A compilation of the property history, including the review of previous 
environmental reports regarding the subject property (if available); 

• An agency list search of facilities with recorded environmental issues located 
within the radii required by ASTM; and 

• A summary of our findings, conclusions and recommendations. 
 
Additional services that were provided include: 

• A visual survey and review of map of designated wetlands; 

• A visual mold survey; 

• A visual asbestos survey of suspect asbestos-containing materials (ACMs); and 

• A review of a survey and map of radon zones.

The subject property is located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard, on the southern side of Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, 
California.  The subject property is located immediately southeast and southwest of the 
intersection of Stevens Creek Boulevard and Lopina Drive.  The 4300 and 4320 Stevens 
Creek Blvd. buildings are located east of Lopina Drive, and the 4340, 4360, and 4400 
Stevens Creek Blvd. buildings are located west of Lopina Drive.  The subject property is 
bordered to the south by Albany Drive.  The subject property may be reached from 
Interstate Freeway 280 (Junipero Serra Freeway), exit Saratoga Avenue and proceed to 
the northeast for approximately 0.5 miles to Stevens Creek Boulevard.  Turn west (left) 
on Stevens Creek Boulevard and proceed approximately 0.5 miles to Lopina Drive, 
turning left (south) into the subject property.  Vehicular access is from Stevens Creek 
Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and west of the subject property. 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.   
 
Adjacent properties to the subject property include Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by 
five car dealerships (Saturn, BMW, Infiniti, Hertz Car Sales, and Mitsubishi) to the north, 
a Mazda sales and service center to the east, Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residences to the south, and Stevens Creek Volkswagen car dealership to the west 
(Figures 1 and 2). 
 
 
Topographic Map Review 
 
The property is depicted on the San Jose West, California Topographic Quadrangle map 
of the United States Geological Survey (USGS).1  The location of the subject site is 
Longitude 121° 58’ 33.6’’ West, Latitude 37° 19’ 22.4’’ North of the Prime Meridian.  
The subject site is located approximately 0.25 miles north of the Junipero Serra Freeway 
and approximately 0.5 miles west of the San Tomas Expressway.  The subject site is 
located on a large alluvial plain.  The subject site is depicted on the 1961 map as largely

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vacant with one small structure, which appears to be a farmhouse.  The 1980 
photorevised map shows the development of several of the existing commercial 
buildings.  The adjoining properties and surrounding area are depicted in commercial and 
residential land use. 
 
The subject site and the surrounding area are gently sloping toward the north-northeast at 
a gradient of approximately 50 feet per mile.  The elevation at the subject site is 
approximately 157 feet above mean sea level (msl).   
 
San Tomas Aquinas Creek is located approximately 0.75 miles east of the subject 
property.  Saratoga Creek is located approximately 1.0 mile west of the subject property.  
No other major bodies of surface water (i.e., oceans, lakes, rivers, streams, etc.) are 
located within a one-mile radius of the site. 
 
A review of the topographic maps and a reconnaissance of the surrounding area indicate 
that no oil wells are located within a 0.25-mile radius of the site. 
 
 
GEOLOGY AND HYDROGEOLOGY 
 
The subject site is located in the Coast Ranges physiographic province of California.  The 
Coast Ranges are characterized by folded and faulted bedrock creating northwest 
trending hills and valleys.  San Jose is located within the Santa Clara Valley, a structural 
valley filled with Tertiary to Recent sediments.  The Santa Clara Valley is bound by the 
Diablo Mountains to the east and the Santa Cruz Mountains to the west.  Eroded material 
from these mountain ranges, transported by streams and rivers, has in-filled the Santa 
Clara Valley.  The subject property is underlain by recent alluvial deposits consisting of 
clayey silts, sand, and gravel.  
First groundwater in the vicinity of the subject site is expected to be at approximately 15 
to 25 feet below ground surface (bgs).2  Groundwater flow direction likely follows the 
topographic gradient toward the north-northeast. 
 
 
HISTORICAL REVIEW 
 
As part of the historical review, BA Environmental reviewed available historical aerial 
photographs, topographic maps, city directories, and building records.  Aerial 
photographs were available for the subject property for the years 1938, 1956, 1965, 1974, 
1982, 1993, and 1998.  Topographic maps were available for the subject property for the 
years 1953, 1961, 1968, 1973, and 1980.  Sanborn fire insurance map coverage does not 
exist for the subject property.3,4,5,6,7

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History of Subject Property 
 
The subject property was occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, 
and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the 
existing office and retail buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early 
1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 2003.  The subject site has been used as 
office space and for retail purposes by various businesses since the 1970s.  For a listing 
of previous tenants of the subject property, see the EDR City Directory Abstract in 
Appendix D.  
 
 
History of Adjacent Properties 
 
The adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses from prior 
to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the subject property 
became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area to the south of 
the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-family residences 
between 1965 and 1974. 
 
 
Review of Previous Environmental Reports 
 
BA Environmental reviewed the following environmental documents regarding the 
subject property: 
 
TRC Environmental Corporation (TRC), Environmental Property Evaluation 
(EPE), 4300, Stevens Creek Boulevard, Meridian Square, San Jose, California, 
December 22, 1992.  TRC performed a Phase I EPE for the subject property, which 
included three 2-story buildings, two 1-story retail buildings, and a movie theater.  The 
TRC Phase I EPE consisted of a site reconnaissance, a limited asbestos survey, property 
history research, and regulatory file review.  Historically, the subject property’s previous 
land use was agriculture, occupied by orchards and isolated farmhouses.  The office and 
retail buildings and movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  During the site 
visit, TRC observed no significant use of hazardous materials or evidence for the 
presence of underground storage tanks (USTs).  TRC indicated that nearby off-site 
environmental concerns were located down-gradient from the subject site. Eleven bulk 
samples of suspect ACMs were collected from the five on-site buildings.  Laboratory 
analysis indicated that asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and 
one sample of ceiling materials.  TRC did not recommended further environmental 
assessments regarding the soil or groundwater. 
 
 
SITE RECONNAISSANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS 
 
On February 15, 2006, BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the 
subject site located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the 
City of San Jose, California.  Mr. Greg Hargleroad of BA Environmental conducted the 
site reconnaissance escorted by Mr. Fernando Alcaraz, Maintenance Technician for the 
subject property.  Mr. Alcaraz was unaware of any environmental concerns associated 
with the subject property, such as USTs, clarifiers, or soil or groundwater impacted by 
the use of hazardous materials or petroleum products.   
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The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which are situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The buildings are of wood-framed construction on a reinforced concrete slab foundation.  
The exterior of the office buildings is covered with wood panels, while the exterior of the 
retail stores is covered with stucco.  The interior walls consist of painted or wallpapered 
drywall over wood studs.  The floors consist of carpeting, 12” x 12” floor tiles, linoleum 
sheet flooring and ceramic tile.  The ceilings consist of drywall or 2’ x 4’ suspended 
ceiling panels.  The roofs are covered with composite roofing materials. 
 
The heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) systems consist of rooftop 
packaged heat pumps and air-conditioning units on 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek.  
Chilled liquid is produced by two water-cooled reciprocating air compressors to DX 
cooling coils in the roof-mounted air-handling units supply cool air to 4300, 4320 and 
4340 Stevens Creek.  Heating is supplied by gas fired furnaces.  All of the HVAC units 
were electric and/or natural gas operated.  Cooling towers associated with the HVAC 
systems for 4300, 4320 and 4340 Stevens Creek are also located on the roofs.  Water 
treatment systems that include corrosion inhibitors and biocides associated with the 
chiller water were observed on the roof.  The water treatment chemicals were stored in 
various-sized plastic containers.  No staining was observed on the surfaces of the roof 
beneath the containers of corrosion inhibitor and biocide. 
 
The subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 
and 4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
Storm water that collects on the roof is directed into roof drains and storm water that 
collects on the asphalt-paved surfaces is directed into storm drains.  From there it is 
discharged into the city-owned flood control system.   
 
Trash dumpsters were observed in several areas of the subject property.  These containers 
appeared to contain non-hazardous paper and plastic waste.  No significant staining was 
observed on the concrete and asphalt surfaces beneath the trash containers. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, aboveground storage tanks (ASTs), floor 
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drains, wastewater clarifiers, or significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the 
subject property. 
 
 
Pits, Ponds and Lagoons 
 
Pits, ponds and lagoons are often associated with the disposal of solid and liquid wastes, 
which may include hazardous materials.  According to ASTM Standard E 1527-05, pits, 
ponds and lagoons are “man-made or natural depressions in the ground surface that are 
likely to hold liquid or sludge containing hazardous substances or petroleum products.”  
Information obtained from the assessment indicated that pits, ponds and lagoons do not 
currently exist on the subject site.  Based on the review of historical records of the subject 
site, it is unlikely that pits, ponds or lagoons have existed at the site in the past. 
 
 
Septic Tanks and Cesspools 
 
Septic tanks and cesspools are often associated with the disposal of wastewater from 
structures that are not served by public sewer systems.  Septic tanks and cesspools may 
be associated with hazardous materials, if such materials have been inappropriately 
disposed of in the past via sinks.  Information obtained from the subject site 
reconnaissance indicated that septic tanks and cesspools do not currently exist on the 
subject site. 
 
 
Wells, Cisterns and Sumps 
 
No evidence of the presence of wells, sumps, cisterns, standpipes or well heads was 
observed at the subject site.  
 
 
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) 
 
Federal regulations put into effect following the Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA) 
require that electrical transformers be labeled to identify their PCB content.  The 
manufacture and distribution of PCBs was banned in 1979.  Pad-mounted electrical 
transformers and several electrical vaults, most likely containing transformers, are present 
on the subject property.  The vaults were not accessible on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  These transformers are owned and operated by Pacific Gas & Electric 
(PG&E), which would respond to any environmental concerns associated with the 
transformers.   
 
Three hydraulic elevators are present at the subject property, one each within the three 2-
story office buildings.  The hydraulic equipment is located in an elevator equipment room 
in the lower level adjacent to the elevator shafts.  The elevator equipment appeared to be 
in good condition, and significant staining was not observed in the elevator rooms at the 
time of the site visit.  As the elevator equipment appears to have been installed in the 
early 1970s, a potential exists for PCBs to be present in the elevator’s hydraulic fluid.  
However, information from service records kept in the elevator rooms indicated that the 
hydraulic fluid used in the elevators does not contain PCBs. 
 
Fluorescent lighting was observed throughout the buildings.  Fluorescent ballasts 
containing PCBs have not been manufactured since the late 1970s, and have a general life 
expectancy of 15 years.  None of the fluorescent fixtures were inspected up close; 
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however, at a distance the fluorescent fixtures appeared to be of recent manufacture.  
Based on the age of the buildings (built in the 1970s and 1980s) and the general life 
expectancy of fluorescent lights, it is unlikely that the light ballasts contain PCBs.  BA 
Environmental did not observe other equipment on-site likely to contain PCBs. 
 
 
On-Site Fuel Storage Tanks 
 
No evidence of the presence of on-site fuel storage tanks, such as above-ground vents or 
piping, was observed during the site reconnaissance.  According to the California 
Regional Water Quality Control Board, UST permits have not been issued to the subject 
site.   
 
 
Utilities 
 
Water and sanitary sewer services for the subject property are provided by the City of 
San Jose.  Electricity and natural gas services are supplied by PG&E.  Solid waste 
disposal service is provided by Waste Management. 
 
 
Visual Asbestos Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual survey of suspect friable and non-friable asbestos-
containing materials (ACMs). 

• Friable materials are materials which can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to 
powder by hand pressure when dry. 

• Non-friable materials are materials in which the fibers have been locked in by a 
bonding agent, coating, or binder, and may not release fibers during normal use 
and handling.  Improper handling, such as grinding or sanding of non-friable 
ACMs, will render these materials friable. 

 
Suspect materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and 
mastic, vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior 
stucco, and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there 
is a moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials. 
 
A limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November of 1992 
by TRC Environmental Corporation.8  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were 
collected from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included 
ceiling, floor tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis 
indicated that asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one 
sample of ceiling materials.

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Visual Mold Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
 
Radon Gas Survey 
 
Radon is a radioactive gas that occurs naturally in the environment and cannot be seen, 
smelled or tasted.  The human health effect associated with exposure to elevated levels of 
radon is an increased risk of developing lung cancer.  The US Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) and the US Center for Disease Control are concerned about the increased 
risk of lung cancer developing in individuals exposed to above average levels of radon in 
their homes or offices.  In order to address these concerns, the US EPA conducted a 
radon survey and presented the results for various counties in 1993.9 
 
The EPA’s map of Radon Zones assigns each of the 3,141 counties in the United States 
to one of three zones.  The zone designations were determined by assessing five factors 
that are known to be important indicators of radon potential: indoor radon measurements, 
geology, aerial radioactivity surveys, soil parameters and foundation types.  The subject 
site falls within the designation of Zone 2.  Zone 2 counties have a predicted average 
indoor radon screening level of greater than or equal to 2 picocuries per liter (pCi/l) or 
less than or equal to 4 pCi/L.  Based on the results of the survey, the subject site appears 
to fall below the recommended EPA Action Level of 4.0 pCi/l.  Based upon the study 
results, there is a low potential that radon is a concern for the subject site. 
 
 
ADJACENT LAND USE 
 
During the reconnaissance of the surrounding area within a 0.25-mile radius, BA 
Environmental observed that the subject site is located in an area of commercial and 
residential land use.  Numerous car dealerships are present in the site vicinity. 
 
Adjacent properties to the subject property include Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by 
five car dealerships (Saturn, BMW, Infiniti, Hertz Car Sales, and Mitsubishi) to the north, 
a Mazda sales and service center to the east, Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residences to the south, and Stevens Creek Volkswagen car dealership to the west. 
 
 
Wetlands and Flood Plains 
 
During the site reconnaissance and drive-by survey of the surrounding area, BA 
Environmental observed no indications of wetlands.  According to the Environmental 
Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) report, no wetland per the National Wetlands Inventory 
(1994) is located within a one-mile radius of the subject site.  According to information 
provided in the EDR report, the subject site is located within a 100-year flood zone per 
the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).10

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AGENCY CONTACTS 
 
City of San Jose Fire Department, Fire Prevention Division (SJFD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the office of the SJFD regarding records of USTs, 
hazardous materials storage, and hazardous materials permits for the subject property.  
According to the SJFD, no UST permits or hazardous materials permits exist for the 
subject property. 
 
 
Santa Clara County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the offices of the SCEHD regarding USTs, hazardous 
materials storage, hazardous materials permits, leaking USTS (LUSTs), and hazardous 
materials spill incidents at the subject site.  According to the SCEHD, no UST permits or 
hazardous materials permits or LUSTs exist for the subject site. 
 
 
GOVERNMENT RECORDS REVIEW 
 
Regulatory compliance is a primary element of an ESA.  Failure to comply with 
governmental regulations can result in fines, and can expose businesses or individuals to 
liabilities from which the law would otherwise shield them.  The presence of hazardous 
wastes or hazardous materials, on-site or at neighboring sites, may present certain 
liabilities.  Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) provided the most recent 
information regarding the hazardous materials sites identified below.11  A copy of the 
EDR is provided in Appendix F.  Sites of potential environmental concern are described 
at the end of this section in Table 1. 
 
1. The Federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability 

Act (CERCLA), also known as the Superfund Act, protects the victims and the 
environment in the event of a hazardous materials spill.  This act primarily addresses 
cleanup of designated Superfund hazardous waste sites (HWS).  To achieve its stated 
purpose, CERCLA established a hazardous Substances Trust Fund, the Emergency 
Response Trust Fund, and the Post-Closure Liability Trust Fund.  These funds 
compensate the victims and provide money necessary for the decontamination of the 
environment.  The EPA compiles a list of known contaminated sites that are under 
consideration for the Superfund List.  This list is known as the CERCLIS database.  
According to the October 2005 version of this document, no CERCLIS site is 
located within a 0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
 The US EPA maintains the National Priority List (NPL) under CERCLA 42 U.S.C. 

Section 9601 (1985).  Once a site has been designated on the CERCLIS, the EPA 
ranks it to determine the potential risk to human health and the environment.  Only 
those CERCLIS sites which present the greatest risk are added to the NPL, which 
qualifies the sites to receive CERCLA remedial funding.  According to the October 
2005 version of this document, no NPL site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject property. 

 
2. The EPA's Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Program identifies 

and tracks hazardous waste from the point of generation to the point of disposal, in

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addition to enforcing penalties against violators.  The RCRA Facilities database is a 
compilation by the EPA of facilities which generate, store, transport, treat or dispose 
of hazardous waste.  Small quantity generator (SQG) facilities produce between 100 
kilograms and 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste per month.  Large quantity 
generator (LQG) facilities produce more than 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste 
per month. 

 
 According to the October 2005 listing of hazardous waste treatment, storage and 

disposal facilities (TSDs), no TSD facility is located within a 0.5-mile radius of the 
subject site. 

 
 The Resource Conservation and Recovery Information System - TSDs CORRACTS 

report contains information pertaining to TSDs which have conducted, or are 
currently conducting, a corrective action as regulated under RCRA. 

 
 According to the October 2005 version of the CORRACTS document, no 

CORRACTS facilities are located within a one-mile radius of the subject property. 
 
 According to the December 2005 listing of hazardous waste generators, one large 

quantity generator (LQG) facility and six small quantity generator (SQG) facilities 
are located within a 0.25-mile radius of the subject property.  The subject property 
was identified on the RCRIS-SQG database, indicating that small quantities of 
hazardous waste have been generated at the subject property.   

 
3. The California Environmental Protection Agency (Cal-EPA) maintains the 

California Facility Inventory Database (Ca.-FID).  The Ca.-FID contains an 
historical listing of active and inactive UST locations from the State Water 
Resources Control Board.  According to the October 1994 version of this database, 
the subject property is not listed on the Ca.-FID database. 

 
4. The California Department of Toxic Substance Control’s (DTSC) Annual Work Plan 

(AWP) is a listing of known hazardous waste sites.  According to the August 2005 
version of this document, no AWP site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject site. 

 
 The DTSC maintains a database known as the Cal-Sites ASPIS list that includes 

potential or confirmed hazardous substance release properties.  According to the 
August 2005 version of this database, no ASPIS site is located within a one-mile 
radius of the subject property. 

 
 The DTSC maintains the California Hazardous Materials Incident Report System 

(known as CHMIRS), which contains information on reported hazardous material 
incidents (accidental releases or spills).  According to the December 2004 version of 
this database, five CHMIRS sites are located within a one-mile radius of the subject 
property. 

 
 The DTSC developed a site-specific expenditure plan as the basis for an 

appropriation of Hazardous Substance Cleanup Bond Act funds, known as the Bond 
Expenditure Plan (BEP).  This list is not updated.  According to the January 1989 
version of this database, no BEP site is located within a one-mile radius of the 
subject property. 

 
5. The Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS) is a national database used to 

collect information on reported releases of oil and hazardous substances.  The 
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database contains information from spill reports made to federal authorities, 
including the EPA, the US Coast Guard, the National Response Center, and the 
Department of Transportation. 

 
 According to the December 2004 version of this document, there have been no 

reported releases of hazardous substances at the subject property. 
 
6. The State of California State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) maintains 

the California Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) list.  According to the 
January 2006 version of this document, 22 LUST sites are listed as being within a 
0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
7. The SWRCB maintains an inventory (CA UST) of registered USTs.  According to 

the January 2006 version of this document, one UST site is listed as being within a 
0.5-mile radius of the subject property.   

 
8. The SWRCB maintains the Hazardous Substance Storage Container Database which 

is a listing of Historic UST (Hist UST) sites. According to the October 1990 version 
of this database, the subject site is not listed as a Hist UST. 

 
9. The SWRCB maintains an inventory (AST) of registered Above-ground Petroleum 

Storage Tank facilities.  According to the January 2006 version of this database, one 
ASTs has been identified for the subject property. 

 
10. The SWRCB maintains the Spills, Leaks, Investigations and Clean-up (SLIC) 

records.  According to the January 2006 version of this database, four SLIC sites are 
located within a 0.5-mile radius of the subject property. 

 
11. The California Governor’s Office of Planning and Research annually publishes a 

listing of potential and confirmed HWS throughout the State of California under 
Government Code Section 65962.5.  This list is also known as the Cortese List, 
which is no longer updated. According to the April 2001 version of this list, 30 
Cortese sites are located within a one-mile radius of the subject site. 

 
12. The California Integrated Waste Management Board maintains a list of permitted 

solid waste landfills (SWF/LF), incinerators and transfer stations.  According to the 
December 2005 version of this database, no SWF/LF sites are located within a 0.5-
mile radius of the subject property. 

 
13. BA Environmental reviewed the list of “orphan” sites, which have inadequate 

address information and are therefore unplotted.  Ten (10) “orphan” sites were 
listed.  The “orphan” sites appear to be located at distances greater than 0.25 miles 
from the subject property. Based on the status and distances of the “orphan” sites 
from the subject property, environmental impact to the subject property from these 
listed facilities is unlikely.

A previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, who occupied 
the 4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and 
HAZNET databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also 
identified on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous 
wastes were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.

The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings consisting of approximately 163,625 square feet, which is situated on an 
approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  Other improvements include surface asphalt 
parking and landscaping.  The buildings were constructed in the early 1970s.  Vehicular 
access is from Stevens Creek Boulevard to the north and Lopina Drive to the east and 
west of the subject property.   
 
The review of historical documents revealed that the subject property was occupied by an 
orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until 
at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail buildings and a 
movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 
2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail purposes by various 
businesses since the 1970s. 
 
Historically, the adjacent properties were occupied by orchards and scattered farmhouses 
from prior to 1938 until the late 1960s.  The areas to the north, east, and west of the 
subject property became commercially developed into car dealerships by 1974.  The area 
to the south of the subject property, across Albany Drive, was developed into multi-
family residences between 1965 and 1974. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the subject property.  The 
subject property consists of five buildings, with two used for retail purposes (4360 and 
4400 Stevens Creek) and three used as office space (4300, 4320, and 4340 Stevens 
Creek).  The office/retail commercial center is named Meridian Square.  The areas 
between the buildings are occupied by asphalt-paved parking lots and landscaping.  The 
three buildings used as office space are occupied by various businesses.  The 4400 
Stevens Creek retail building was vacant at the time of the site visit.  The 4360 Stevens 
Creek retail building is currently occupied by a Togos sandwich shop, a Sprint mobile 
phone retail store, and an Office Depot office supply store.  No evidence of the 
significant use of hazardous materials was observed on-site.  A small quantity of 
household paint was observed in a vacant suite.  In addition, small quantities of normal 
household cleaners were observed in several tenant suites and within the janitorial 
closets.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers of paint or 
cleaning supplies. 
 
No areas of stained soil, stained asphalt or concrete, or distressed or discolored 
vegetation, were observed on-site during the site reconnaissance. 
 
BA Environmental did not observe issues of environmental concern such as significantly 
stained pavement or concrete floors, USTs, ASTs, floor drains, wastewater clarifiers, or 
significant hazardous materials usage or storage at the subject property. 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  No evidence of mold growth, or consistently moist environments which may 
facilitate mold growth was observed on the property during the site visit.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual asbestos survey of suspect ACMs.  Suspect 
materials include gypsum wall board, joint compound, 12” by 12” floor tiles and mastic, 
vinyl base molding and adhesive, suspended acoustical ceiling panels, exterior stucco, 
and roofing materials.  As the buildings were completed in the early 1970s, there is a 
moderate potential for the presence of ACMs within the existing building materials.  A 
limited asbestos survey was performed on the subject property in November 1992 by 
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TRC Environmental Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected 
from the five on-site buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor 
tile, and duct insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that 
asbestos was detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling 
materials. 
 
BA Environmental reviewed selected government environmental databases.  A previous 
tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 4360 
Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRIS-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested from the subject property in the past.  No staining was observed on the 
floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site visit.  Based on this 
information, impact to the subject property from past photograph developing activities at 
the subject property is unlikely.  The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east 
(cross-gradient) of the subject property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens 
Creek Blvd.) was listed on the Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRIS-SQG, FINDS, and SJ 
HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The 
adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  
This adjacent property was not identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-
gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, and the locations, distances 
and/or statuses of the remaining facilities, there is a low potential for environmental 
impact due to off-site sources. 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-05, of the property located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 
4360, and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the City of San Jose, California.  Any 
exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in the Introduction section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in 
connection with the subject property, except the following: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings. 
 
BA Environmental recommends the following: 

• Manage suspect and confirmed ACMs with an Asbestos Operations and 
Maintenance (O&M) Program.  Prior to renovation or demolition activities at the 
subject site that may disturb suspect ACMs, an asbestos survey is recommended.  
If confirmed ACMs are scheduled for renovation or demolition activities, they 
should be abated by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor, and disposed of in 
accordance with all local and state regulations.

The purpose of the ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental 
conditions.  The identification of the presence or lack of recognized environmental 
conditions will “permit a user to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the 
innocent landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser 
limitations on CERCLA liability (hereinafter, the “landowner liability protections,” or 
“LLPs”); that is, the practice that constitutes “all appropriate inquiry into the previous 
ownership and uses of the property consistent with good commercial or customary 
practice” as defined at 42 U.S.C. §9601(35)(B)” (ASTM E1527-05). 
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This Phase I ESA meets or exceeds the general requirements of the American Society for 
Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments

The scope of this Phase I ESA is not intended to address, assess, or otherwise determine 
whether soil or groundwater contamination, waste emplacement, existing or threatened 
mold/fungus growth, asbestos-containing building materials, and/or lead-based paint 
actually exists at the subject property.  BA Environmental considers a Tier 2 vapor 
encroachment screen beyond the scope of this Phase I ESA, and therefore a Tier 2 vapor 
encroachment screen was not conducted as part of this ESA.  Additionally, this ESA does 
not serve as a comprehensive wetlands, mining, oil, pipeline, and/or gas well survey.  
Such determination would require additional surveys, comprehensive subsurface 
exploration and/or other sampling activities, which are beyond the scope of service for 
this Phase I ESA.

This Phase I ESA 
has been performed by, or under the direct supervision of an “environmental 
professional,” as defined in ASTM E1527-05 and the EPA AAI Rules. 
 
A Phase I ESA is a non-intrusive examination.  As such, it is not a full and complete 
assessment of all environmental conditions.  Adverse conditions may exist that could not 
be discovered by such an assessment.  No ESA can completely eliminate uncertainty 
regarding the potential for recognized environmental conditions in connection with a 
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subject property.  The ESA is intended to reduce, but not eliminate, uncertainty regarding 
the potential for recognized environmental conditions in connection with a property.  The 
practices of ASTM E1527-05 recognize reasonable limits of time and cost.  The term 
“All appropriate inquiry” does not mean an exhaustive assessment of a clean property.  
There is a point at which the cost of information obtained, or the time required to gather it 
outweighs the usefulness of the information, and in fact may interrupt or interfere with 
the orderly or timely completion of a property transaction.  One of the purposes of ASTM 
E1527-05 is to identify a balance between limiting the costs and time demands inherent 
in performing an ESA and the reduction of uncertainty about unknown conditions 
resulting from additional information.

Several terms are commonly used throughout this report.  For the purpose of this report, 
the site vicinity refers to an area within a 1-mile radius of the subject site.  The term 
adjacent property includes those properties next to or across a street or a railroad track 
from the subject property.  Adjoining properties are those which directly abut the 
subject property.  Recognized environmental conditions (RECs) refers to “the presence 
or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under 
conditions that indicate an existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release 
of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures on the property or into 
the ground, ground water, or surface water of the property.  The term includes hazardous 
substances or petroleum products even under conditions in compliance with laws.  The 
term is not intended to include de minimis conditions that generally do not present a 
threat to human health or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of

Municipal water service is supplied by the San Jose Water Company.  According to the 
2010 Water Quality Report for the San Jose Municipal Water System, there are no MCL 
violations, and the drinking water supplied by this municipal supplier meets all drinking 
water standards.  A copy of the 2010 Water Quality Report for the San Jose Municipal 
Water System is included in Appendix A.   
 
 
4.5 Adjacent Land Use 
 
During the reconnaissance of the surrounding area within a 0.25-mile radius, BA 
Environmental observed that the subject site is located in an area of commercial, retail 
and residential properties.   
 
The adjacent properties to the subject site are as follows (Figures 1 and 2): 
 
North: Stevens Creek Boulevard followed by automotive dealerships.   
 
South: Multi-family residential.   
 
East: Oaktree Mazda automotive dealership.   
 
West: Stevens Creek Volkswagen dealership.   
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5.0 PHYSICAL SETTINGS 
 
5.1 Topography 
 
The property is depicted on the San Jose West, California Topographic Quadrangle map 
of the United States Geological Survey (USGS).  The location of the subject site is at 
Latitude 37° 19’ 23.2’’ North, Longitude 121° 58’ 43.7’’ West of the Prime Meridian.  
The subject site is located on the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley.  The 
topography of the subject site gently slopes generally towards the north at a gradient of 
approximately 40 feet per mile.  The elevation at the site is approximately 145 feet above 
mean sea level (msl).   
 
Surface drainage of the subject site generally flows towards the east and west, in the 
direction of Lopina Way.  Some localized changes in surface drainage are present 
throughout the subject site.   
 
San Tomas Aquinas Creek is located approximately 0.75 miles east of the subject 
property.  Saratoga Creek is located approximately 1.0 mile west of the subject property.  
No other major bodies of surface water (i.e., oceans, lakes, rivers, streams, etc.) are 
located within a one-mile radius of the site.   
 
 
5.2 Geology and Hydrogeology 
 
The subject site occupies a broad alluvial valley that slopes gently northward toward the 
San Francisco Bay, and is flanked by the Diablo Range to the east and the Santa Cruz 
Mountains to the west.  General underlying deposits are of Quaternary fine-grained 
alluvial sediments followed by deposits of bay mud.  In the site area the sediments are 
estimated to be at least several hundred feet thick.  Bedrock in the site area consists of 
Jurassic sedimentary rocks of the Franciscan Formation and is estimated to be at a depth 
of greater than 1,000 feet below ground surface (bgs) (DWR 1975).   
 
The subject site lies in the northern portion of the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin 
which consists of an upper and lower water-bearing zone.  Groundwater in the upper 
water bearing zone is reported to be under both confined and unconfined conditions.  
Previous site investigations in the vicinity of the subject site reported soil types consisting 
of interbedded sandy silts and silty to sandy clays at a depth of approximately 48 feet bgs.  
Soil types at depths of 30 to 37 feet bgs are reported to be silts and clays in the site 
vicinity (ETIC 2009).   
 
A groundwater investigation located approximately 500 feet north of the subject property 
reportedly first encountered shallow groundwater at between approximately 34 to 39 feet 
bgs.  The groundwater flow direction is reported to be variable in the shallow zone and 
northwest in the deeper water-bearing zone at a hydraulic gradient of 0.006 feet per foot 
(ft/ft) (Cardno ERI 2011).   
 
 
5.3 Oil Wells and Oil Fields 
 
A review of relevant Munger oil and gas field maps and Division of Oil, Gas and 
Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) Regional Wildcat Map indicated that the subject site 
was not located within any oil or gas fields, and that no oil or natural gas wells were 
located on the subject site (Munger, 1993; DOGGR, 2011). 
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6.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 
 
As stated in the ASTM E1527-05 guidelines, the “User” of the Phase I ESA is 
responsible to provide any or all information and records regarding environmental liens 
and activity and use limitations (AULs) for the subject property, unless contracted with 
the Consultant.  The Consultant is also to be informed of any abnormal sale pricing of the 
subject property and any special conditions.  The Consultant should also be informed of 
the purpose of the Phase I ESA.  Unless otherwise stated, the purpose of the Phase I ESA 
is assumed to be in the preparation for a commercial real estate transaction.   
 
During this investigation, BA Environmental has requested from the Client any 
information, records, and/or knowledge of the subject property.  BA Environmental also 
requests any past environmental reports (including but not limited to Phase I ESAs, Phase 
II Subsurface Investigations, Site Characterization Reports, Groundwater Monitoring 
Reports, Remediation Reports, Asbestos or Lead-Based Paint Surveys or Abatement 
Documents, Mold Surveys or Abatement Documents, and Indoor Air Quality Reports) 
regarding the subject property.  BA Environmental has requested copies of all operating 
permits regarding environmental issues (i.e., generators, USTs and ASTs, wastewater 
discharge, hazardous materials storage and handling, hazardous waste storage and 
disposal and air emissions permits).  BA Environmental has also requested any present or 
historic knowledge of environmental litigations, administrative proceedings and 
violations associated with hazardous materials/wastes and/or petroleum products. 
 
 
6.1 Title Records 
 
BA Environmental was provided a copy of the Preliminary Title Report for the subject 
property.  BA Environmental found no environmental issues regarding the Preliminary 
Title Report.  There were no Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations 
(AULs) for the subject property listed in the Preliminary Title Report. 
 
 
6.2 Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions 
 
BA Environmental was supplied a copy of a Preliminary Title Report for review by the 
Client for Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations (AULs) regarding the 
subject property.  According to the Preliminary Title Report, there are no environmental 
liens or AULs for the subject property.  The EDR Radius Map Report searched databases 
for Federal Superfund Liens, US Engineering Controls, US Institutional Controls, State 
Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions.  According to the EDR report, no Federal 
Superfund Liens, US Engineering Controls, US Institutional Controls, State 
Environmental Liens and Deed Restrictions exist for the subject site (EDR, 2011a).  A 
copy of the title report and property tax map are included in Appendix B. 
 
 
6.3 Specialized Knowledge 
 
No specialized knowledge of the subject site was reported to BA Environmental by the 
Client.   
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6.4 Valuation Reduction Due to Environmental Issues 
 
No information regarding abnormal property pricing for the subject property was 
reported to BA Environmental by the Client.   
 
 
6.5 Interviews 
 
Attempts were made to interview various individuals with regard to the subject property’s 
current and past usages.  Interviews were also conducted with regard to the presence of 
underground storage tanks (USTs), usage and storage of hazardous materials, and the 
possibilities of any spills or unauthorized releases of hazardous materials on the subject 
property.   
 
Ms. Diane Warriner, Senior Property Manager for the subject site was interviewed with 
regard to the subject site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she has been managing the subject 
site for approximately six years.  Ms. Warriner indicated that she did not know any of the 
previous history for the subject site prior to her becoming property manager for the 
subject buildings.  Ms. Warriner indicated that no USTs or ASTs were located on-site.  
According to Ms. Warriner, to the best of her knowledge, there are no wastewater 
clarifiers.  One grease interceptor associated with the Round Table Pizza was reported to 
exist on-site.  According to Ms. Warriner, no significant quantities of hazardous materials 
are used or stored on-site, except for small quantities of maintenance supplies and 
janitorial supplies.  Ms. Warriner was unaware of any releases or spills of hazardous 
materials on the subject property.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any 
past or present environmental investigations or reports for the subject property.  
According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any remedial activities which have been 
conducted on the subject property.  Ms. Warriner was interviewed with regard to asbestos 
and lead-based paint existing on the subject property.  Ms. Warriner stated that she was 
not aware of any asbestos or lead-based paint on-site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she 
was unaware of any asbestos or lead-based paint surveys for the subject site.  Ms. 
Warriner stated she was unaware of any asbestos or lead-based paint abatement activities 
conducted on the subject site.   Ms. Warriner was interviewed with regard to water leaks 
and mold.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any current mold growth 
within the buildings.  Ms. Warriner stated she was unaware of any significant past or 
present roof leaks or plumbing leaks which have not been repaired upon discovery.  Ms. 
Warriner was interviewed with regard to environmental liens, land use limitations and 
environmental litigations regarding the subject property.  According to Ms. Warriner, 
there are currently no environmental liens or land use restrictions on the subject property.  
Ms. Warriner also stated that there have been no past, present or future environmental 
litigations on the subject site.  According to Ms. Warriner, she was unaware of any 
devaluation of the subject property due to environmental issues.  The quality of the 
answers obtained from Ms. Warriner during the interview was judged to be good.   
 
The present property owner was unavailable to be interviewed.  BA Environmental 
attempted to interview tenants of adjacent and nearby businesses on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  They all declined to be interviewed.   
 
 
6.6 Review of Previous Environmental Reports 
 
BA Environmental reviewed one previous Phase I ESAs report regarding the subject 
property: 
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BA Environmental (BA), Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) Report, 
Meridian Square, 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San 
Jose, California, prepared March 3, 2006 – In February of 2006, BA Environmental 
(BA) conducted a Phase I ESA at the subject site.  This ESA included a review of 
historical documents, a site reconnaissance, a review of governmental databases and a 
review of environmental agency files.  According to BA, the subject property was 
occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, and storage sheds, from 
prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the existing office and retail 
buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early 1970s.  The movie theater 
was demolished in 2003.  The subject site has been used as office space and for retail 
purposes by various businesses since the 1970s.  On the day of BA’s site visit, the subject 
property was occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail buildings.  
During their site reconnaissance, BA did not identify any aboveground storage tanks 
(ASTs) or underground storage tanks (USTs) associated with the subject property  BA 
did not identify evidence of the presence of wells, sumps, cisterns, standpipes or well 
heads at the subject site.  In their Phase I report, BA reviewed a limited asbestos survey 
performed on the subject property in November 1992 by TRC Environmental 
Corporation.  Eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs were collected from the five on-site 
buildings.  Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor tile, and duct 
insulation.  According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was 
detected in three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling materials.  
BA reviewed selected government environmental databases.  BA indicated that a 
previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied the 
4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and HAZNET 
databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also identified 
on the HAZNET database.  No violations regarding the handling of hazardous wastes 
were listed in the RCRA-SQG database.  According to the HAZNET database, 
photochemical waste, most likely generated by photograph developing activities, has 
been manifested and removed from the subject property historically.  No staining was 
observed on the floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd. building at the time of the site 
visit.  Based on this information, impact to the subject property from past photograph 
developing activities at the subject property is unlikely.  BA stated that the closest off-site 
facility was to the southwest of the subject property in a down-gradient location relative 
to the regional groundwater flow direction.  This facility, the Grosvenor International 
facility, had a documented leak of diesel fuel that had been remediated.  Based on the 
review of government listed databases, BA indicated that the assessment had revealed no 
evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the subject property.  
The closest listed facility was located adjacent to the east (cross-gradient) of the subject 
property.  This facility (Oak Tree Mazda, 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd.) was listed on the 
Sweeps UST, HAZNET, RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No 
violations or releases were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair 
facility was reported to have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not 
identified on the LUST list.  Based on the location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative 
to the subject property, and the locations, distances and/or statuses of the remaining 
facilities, there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
6.7 Permits 
 
BA Environmental was not provided operating or handling permits by the Client.  
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6.8 Reason for Performing Phase I ESA 
 
The Phase I ESA was conducted in accordance with ASTM Standard Practice for 
Environmental Site Assessments E1527-05, and the United States Environmental 
Protection Agency AAI.  This Phase I ESA was conducted for the purpose of a 
commercial property transaction/sale. 
 
 
7.0 HISTORICAL REVIEW 
 
As part of the historical review, BA Environmental reviewed available historical aerial 
photographs for the years 1939, 1956, 1965, 1974, 1982, 1993 and 1998 (BA 
Environmental, 2011a); city directories for the years 1922-2006 (EDR, 2011b); historical 
fire insurance maps reported no coverage for the subject property (EDR, 2011c); 
historical topographic maps for the years 1953, 1961, 1968, 1973, and 1980 (BA 
Environmental, 2011d); and building records (City of San Jose, 2011).  Chicago Title, 
Title Report and Tax Map (Chicago Title, 2011). Copies of the above historical 
documents are provided in Appendices B through F. 
 
 
7.1 History of Subject Property 
 
The subject property was occupied by an orchard and several small farmhouses, barns, 
and storage sheds, from prior to 1938 until at least 1968.  The land was graded and the 
existing office and retail buildings and a movie theater were constructed in the early to 
mid-1970s.  The movie theater was demolished in 2003 and became an asphalt surface 
parking lot for the subject property.  The subject site has been used as office space and 
for retail purposes by various businesses since the mid-1970s.   
 
 
7.2 History of Adjacent Properties 
 
The adjacent properties to the north of the subject site were developed by Stevens Creek 
Boulevard followed by orchards and farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until 
sometime prior to 1965.  By 1965, the adjacent property to the north following Stevens 
Creek Boulevard appeared to be vacant and void of agricultural related features.  From 
1965 until sometime prior to 1974, the adjacent property to the north following Stevens 
Creek Boulevard remained undeveloped.  Sometime prior to 1974 the adjacent properties 
to the north were developed by automotive dealerships.  Since 1974, there have been no 
significant changes in the adjacent property to the north.   
 
The adjacent properties to the east of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property east of the subject site was developed by automotive dealerships.  Since 
1974, there have been no significant changes in the adjacent property to the east.   
 
The adjacent properties to the south of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property to the south was developed by Albany Drive followed by multi-family 
residential apartments.  Since 1974, there have been no significant changes in the 
adjacent property to the south.   
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The adjacent properties to the west of the subject site were developed by orchards and 
farm related buildings from prior to 1939 until sometime prior to 1974.  By 1974, the 
adjacent property west of the subject site was developed by what appeared to be an 
automotive dealership and vacant land.  From 1974 to sometime prior to 2006, the 
adjacent property to the west had some minor configuration changes but remained as an 
automotive dealership.  By 2006 the adjacent property to the west was redeveloped into 
the Volkswagen dealership that was observed on the day of the site reconnaissance.  
Since 2006, there have been no significant changes in the adjacent property to the west.   
 
 
8.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS 
 
On December 1, 2011, BA Environmental performed a visual reconnaissance of the 
subject site located at 4300, 4320, 4340, 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, in the 
City of San Jose, California.  Mr. Richard O’Neil of BA Environmental was escorted 
through the site by Ms Diane Warriner, Senior Property Manager for the subject site, and 
Ms. Emily Benton, of ATC Partners.  During the site reconnaissance, BA Environmental 
visually assessed the subject property, interior and exterior of the subject buildings, the 
roof, and randomly selected tenant office suites as well as all of the retail tenant suites.  
BA Environmental also visually assessed all janitorial spaces, a maintenance shop, 
mechanical areas and any rooms which may contain hazardous materials.   
 
 
8.1 Site Improvements 
 
The subject property is occupied by three 2-story office buildings and two 1-story retail 
buildings, totaling approximately 163,625 square feet.  The subject buildings are situated 
on an approximate 9.24-acre parcel of land.  The noted retail tenants of the subject 
property were an Office Depot, Round Table Pizza, Togo’s, DaVita at Home, and Smile 
Pro Dental.  The commercial office buildings are occupied by various commercial 
business offices.  Other improvements include surface asphalt parking, landscaping, and a 
separate building maintenance shop located in the parking area of the subject property.  
The buildings were constructed in the mid 1970s from previously developed agricultural 
land.   
 
 
8.2 Building Construction 
 
The subject buildings are of wood framed construction, built above a concrete slab on 
grade.  The roofs and intermediate floors consist or wooden decks.  The roofing materials 
consist of a mineral cap built up roof system.  The exterior walls are covered by wood 
siding.  The interior walls of the buildings consist of painted or wall-papered drywall 
over wooden studs with some textural plaster.  The floors are covered by carpeting, 
resilient floor tiles, resilient floor sheeting, Pergo wood flooring, and ceramic floor tiles.  
The ceilings are comprised of drywall, 2’ x 4’ sections of suspended acoustical ceiling 
panels, and in some of the retail areas exposed wood beam panels.   
 
 
8.3 HVAC Systems 
 
The heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC) systems consist of rooftop 
packaged units for the retail buildings located at 4360 and 4400 Stevens Creek 
Boulevard.  The HVAC systems of the office buildings located at 4300, 4320 and 4340 
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Stevens Creek Boulevard consist of Trane chillers, Evapco cooling towers and associated 
air-handling units located on the roofs of the subject office buildings.  All of the HVAC 
units were electric and/or natural gas operated.  Water treatment systems that include 
corrosion inhibitors and biocides associated with the cooling towers were observed on the 
roofs of the office buildings.  The water treatment chemicals were stored in various-sized 
plastic containers.  No staining was observed on the surfaces of the roof beneath the 
containers of corrosion inhibitor and biocide.   
 
 
8.4 Elevators 
 
The 2-story office buildings are serviced by one hydroelectric elevator each.  All of the 
elevator equipment observed was in good condition.  Some hydraulic oil was noted 
beneath the elevator equipment located in the 4340 Stevens Creek building.  The elevator 
pits were not accessible on the day of the site reconnaissance.   
 
 
8.5 Industrial Equipment/Manufacturing Processes 
 
During the site reconnaissance, no industrial equipment was observed on the subject site.  
No manufacturing processes which utilize hazardous materials or petroleum products 
were observed during the site visit. 
 
 
8.6 Hazardous Materials/Waste Storage 
 
Small quantities of normal household cleaners were observed in several of the tenant 
suites.  The containers were observed to be in good condition with no visible evidence of 
leakage.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the containers.   
 
A maintenance shop was observed on the eastern parking area behind the 4300 Stevens 
Creek office building.  This shop was observed to contain various maintenance supplies 
such as small amounts of lubricants, aerosol paint and spray adhesives.  Approximately 
50 one-gallon containers of paint and 15 five-gallon containers of paint were observed 
stored in the maintenance shop.  All containers observed were in good condition with no 
visible evidence of leakage.  The floor of this area was observed to be in good condition 
with no staining observed on the floor of this area.   
 
A water treatment system was observed on the roof adjacent to the cooling towers located 
at the office buildings.  The treatment system consisted of a 30-gallon drum of AA13 
Cooling Water treatment and a 20-gallon container of AmberGuard 215 antimicrobial.  
The treatment system was observed to be in good condition with no visible evidence of 
leakage.  No visible staining was observed on the roof beneath the treatment systems.   
 
 
8.7 Biohazards and Infectious Wastes 
 
Small quantities of biohazards or infectious wastes are generated in the Smile Pro Dental 
office and the DaVita dialysis clinic located on the subject property.  Biohazardous waste 
and sharps were observed to be stored in containers lined with plastic bags.  The 
containers and plastic bags were observed to be properly labeled and stored.  The bio-
hazardous medical related waste and sharps are transported off-site by a medical 
biohazards contractor.  The containers were observed to be in good condition with no 
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visible evidence of leakage.  No staining was observed on the surfaces beneath the 
containers.   
 
 
8.8 Radiologic Hazards 
 
X-ray equipment is expected to be located at Smile Pro Dental.  On the day of the site 
reconnaissance the x-ray equipment was not accessible.  Reportedly, any x-ray equipment 
is permitted and the permits are current.   
 
 
8.9 Underground Storage Tanks 
 
No evidence for the presence of on-site underground storage tanks (USTs), such as fuel 
dispensers, fill ports, aboveground vents or piping, was observed during the site 
reconnaissance.  According to the San Jose Fire Department (SJFD) and the Santa Clara 
County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD), USTs are not present at the subject 
site.   
 
 
8.10 Aboveground Storage Tanks 
 
On the day of the site reconnaissance, no aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) were 
observed on the subject site. 
 
 
8.11 Hydraulic Lifts and Equipment 
 
One hydraulic cardboard compactor (cardboard bailer) was noted to be located in the 
tenant space of Office Depot.  This piece of equipment appeared to be in good condition 
with no visible evidence of leakage.  No staining was observed beneath this equipment.   
 
 
8.12 Generators and Emergency Power Systems 
 
No emergency generators or emergency power systems were observed on-site on the day 
of the site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.13 Wastewater Treatment Systems, Clarifiers and Interceptors 
 
No evidence of the wastewater treatment systems or wastewater clarifiers was observed 
at the subject property.  
 
One belowground grease interceptor was observed to the rear of Round Table Pizza.  
According to the manager of Round Table Pizza, the interceptor is serviced and pumped 
out every three months.  This interceptor is intended to reduce the amount of cooking oil 
and grease which enters the sanitary sewer effluent from the subject property.  Cooking 
oil and grease are not classified as hazardous materials; however, when discharged into 
the sanitary sewer system, they decrease the efficiency and increase the cost of water 
treatment, as well as plug sewer lines.  The interceptor prevents grease and cooking oils 
from entering the sanitary sewer system.  No unusual odors or staining were observed in 
the area of the interceptor.   
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One small grease interceptor was also noted in the interior of the Togo’s tenant space.  
No unusual odor or staining was observed in the area of the interceptor.   
 
 
8.14 Pits, Ponds and Lagoons 
 
Pits, ponds and lagoons are often associated with the disposal of solid and liquid wastes, 
which may include hazardous materials.  According to ASTM Standard E1527-05, pits, 
ponds and lagoons are “man-made or natural depressions in the ground surface that are 
likely to hold liquid or sludge containing hazardous substances or petroleum products.”  
Information obtained from the assessment indicated that pits, ponds and lagoons do not 
currently exist, or have ever existed on the subject site or any of the adjacent properties.   
 
 
8.15 Septic Tanks and Cesspools 
 
Septic tanks and cesspools are often associated with the disposal of wastewater from 
structures that are not served by public sewer systems.  Septic tanks and cesspools may 
be associated with hazardous materials, if such materials have been inappropriately 
disposed of in the past via sinks.  Information obtained from the subject site 
reconnaissance indicated that septic tanks and cesspools do not currently exist on the 
subject site.  Presently, the sanitary sewer discharge to the subject buildings is tied into 
the city-owned sanitary sewer system. 
 
 
8.16 Distressed Vegetation and Staining 
 
Areas of vegetation (trees and shrubbery) in planters were observed along the east and 
south sides of the parking area of the subject property.  No distressed vegetation, dead 
vegetation or discolored vegetation was observed during the site reconnaissance. 
 
No areas of stained soil, or stained asphalt or concrete, were observed on-site during the 
site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.17 Spills, Corroded Surfaces and Odors 
 
No visible evidence of spills or ponded liquids was observed during the site 
reconnaissance.  No corroded or degraded metal or concrete surfaces were observed.  No 
unusual odors were detected inside or outside of the subject buildings on the day of the 
site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.18 Wells, Cisterns, Sumps and Floor Drains 
 
No evidence of the presence of cisterns, sumps, floor drains or well heads, was observed 
at the subject property.   
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8.19 Pipelines 
 
No evidence for the presence of underground pipelines used to transport petroleum 
products such as crude oil, gasoline, or natural gas was observed on or adjacent to the 
subject property. 
 
 
8.20 Mines, Oil and Gas Wells, Oil Production Facilities 
 
During the site reconnaissance, no visible evidence of mine shafts, open pit mines or 
other mining activities were observed on the day of the site reconnaissance.   
 
No oil or natural gas wells were observed on the subject site.  No evidence of oil 
production facilities, sumps, tank batteries, piping or refineries were observed on the day 
of the site reconnaissance. 
 
 
8.21 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) 
 
Federal regulations put into effect following the Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA) 
require that electrical transformers be labeled to identify their PCB content.  The 
manufacture and distribution of PCBs was banned in 1979.  Pad-mounted electrical 
transformers and several electrical vaults, most likely containing transformers, are present 
on the subject property.  The vaults were not accessible on the day of the site 
reconnaissance.  These transformers are owned and operated by Pacific Gas & Electric 
(PG&E), which would respond to any environmental concerns associated with the 
transformers.  No staining was observed on surfaces adjacent or beneath any of this 
electrical equipment.   
 
Three hydraulic elevators are present at the subject property, one each within the three 2-
story office buildings.  The hydraulic equipment is located in an elevator equipment room 
in the lower level adjacent to the elevator shafts.  The elevator equipment appeared to be 
in good condition, and only minor staining was observed in the elevator room located at 
4340 Stevens Creek Boulevard.  The elevator equipment appears to be original to the 
current office buildings and installed in the mid- 1970s; a potential exists for PCBs to be 
present in the elevator’s hydraulic fluid.  However, information from service records kept 
in the elevator rooms indicated that the elevator equipment is serviced on a regular basis 
by Accent Elevator and the hydraulic fluid currently used in the elevators does not 
contain PCBs.   
 
Fluorescent lighting was observed throughout the buildings.  Fluorescent ballasts 
containing PCBs have not been manufactured since the late 1970s, and have a general life 
expectancy of 15 years.  None of the fluorescent fixtures were inspected up close; 
however, at a distance the fluorescent fixtures appeared to be of recent manufacture.  
Based on the life expectancy of fluorescent lights, it is unlikely that the light ballasts 
contain PCBs.  BA Environmental did not observe other equipment on-site likely to 
contain PCBs.   
 
 
8.22 Other Environmental Concerns 
 
No other environmental concerns were noted for the subject property.   
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8.23 Trash and Waste Containment 
 
Trash dumpsters and recycling dumpsters were noted in each of the parking areas and 
located in an enclosure.  These containers appeared to contain non-hazardous paper and 
plastic waste, and some food waste.  No significant staining was observed on the concrete 
surface beneath the trash or recycling containers.  The trash for the subject site is serviced 
by Allied Waste and Recology, with the recycling handled by Stevens Creek Disposal 
and Recycling.   
 
 
8.24 Stormwater 
 
Stormwater that collects on the roof is directed into roof drains, which drain to the 
parking areas.  Water from the parking areas is directed to drains which flow into the 
city-owned stormdrain system.   
 
 
9.0 AGENCY CONTACTS 
 
9.1 City of San Jose Fire Department, Fire Prevention Division (SJFD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the office of the SJFD regarding records of USTs, 
hazardous materials storage, and hazardous materials permits for the subject property.  
According to the SJFD, no UST permits or hazardous materials permits exist for the 
subject property.   
 
 
9.2 California State Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 
 
BA Environmental searched the RWQCB’s Geotracker database for UST Program, and 
Spills, Leaks, Investigations and Cleanups (SLIC) Program, files for the subject site.  
According to the RWQCB’s Geotracker database, no files exist for the subject property.  
BA Environmental also placed a written request for files at the RWQCB for these 
programs.  According to the RWQCB, no files exist for the subject property. 
 
 
9.3 California State Department of Toxic Substance Control (DTSC) 
 
BA Environmental searched the ENVIROSTOR database for any files regarding 
contamination beneath the subject site.  According to the DTSC’s ENVIROSTOR 
database, no files are listed for the subject property.   BA Environmental also placed a 
written request for files at the DTSC.  According to the DTSC, no files exist for the 
subject property. 
 
 
9.4 Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD) 
 
BA Environmental has placed a written request for records regarding the subject property 
regarding air emissions permits for the subject property.  At the time of this draft report 
the BAAQMD had not responded.   
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9.5 Santa Clara County Environmental Health Department (SCEHD) 
 
BA Environmental contacted the offices of the SCEHD regarding USTs, hazardous 
materials storage, hazardous materials permits, leaking USTS (LUSTs), and hazardous 
materials spill incidents at the subject site.  According to the SCEHD, no UST permits or 
hazardous materials permits or LUSTs exist for the subject site. 
 
 
10.0 GOVERNMENT RECORDS REVIEW 
 
Regulatory compliance is a primary element of an ESA.  Failure to comply with 
governmental regulations can result in fines, and can expose businesses or individuals to 
liabilities from which the law would otherwise shield them.  The presence of hazardous 
wastes or hazardous materials, on-site or at neighboring sites, may present certain 
liabilities.  Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) searches over 900 federal, state 
and local databases nationwide to provide the most recent information regarding the 
hazardous materials sites within the site vicinity, and which are identified below (EDR, 
2011a).  EDR searches each database to the radius specified in ASTM E1527-05 and the 
EPA AAI Rules.  Descriptions of each database searched are provided in the EDR Radius 
Report.  A copy of the EDR Radius Report is provided in Appendix G.  A summary of 
the sites listed within the governmental databases researched by EDR is provided in 
Table 1 below.

10.1 Subject Property 
 
A previous tenant of the subject property, Walgreens Drug Store #2984, which occupied 
the 4360 Stevens Creek retail building, was listed on the RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and 
HAZNET databases.  A previous owner of this building, Aetna Life Insurance, was also 
identified on the HAZNET database.  No RCRA violations regarding the handling of 
hazardous wastes were identified for the subject property.  According to the HAZNET 
database, photochemical waste, generated by on-site photograph developing activities, 
has been manifested and transported off-site for recycling historically.  No staining or 
evidence of a release was observed on the floors of the 4360 Stevens Creek Blvd building 
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at the time of the site visit.  Based on this information, impact to the subject property 
from past photograph developing activities at the subject property is unlikely.   
 
 
10.2 Adjacent Properties 
 
The two adjacent properties located to the east and west of the subject property were 
listed on several of the government environmental databases searched. 
 
Oak Tree Mazda located at 4250 Stevens Creek Blvd. was listed on the SWEEPS UST, 
HAZNET, RCRA-SQG, FINDS, and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases 
were reported for this facility.  The adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to 
have a 500-gallon waste oil UST.  This adjacent property was not listed on the LUST 
database, indicating that there have been no reported releases at this adjacent property.  
No RCRA violations were reported for this adjacent property.  Based on the status and 
location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, there is a low 
potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
Stevens Creek Volkswagen located at 4490 Stevens Creek Blvd. was listed on the AST 
and SJ HAZMAT databases.  No violations or releases were reported for this facility.  
The adjacent automobile repair facility was reported to have a 1,500-gallon AST.  There 
have been no reported releases at this adjacent property.  Based on the status and  
location (cross-gradient) of this facility relative to the subject property, there is a low 
potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
10.3 Site Vicinity 
 
BA Environmental reviewed the EDR database report for off-site facilities in the site 
vicinity which may have impacted the subject property.  Sites of concern included those 
with known releases, facilities which use significant quantities of hazardous materials, 
sites with USTs, and facilities which are hydraulically up-gradient of the subject site. 
 
A review of all of the sites listed within the subject site vicinity revealed that the closest 
non-adjacent facilities are located north (down-gradient) of the subject property and the 
closest facility in the site vicinity with a reported release is greater than 500 feet from the 
subject site (cross/down-gradient).  Based on the distances and statuses of these facilities, 
there is a low potential for environmental impact due to off-site sources.   
 
 
11.0 DATA GAP DISCUSSION 
 
Based on all of the historical documents available and the reconnaissance of the subject 
site, it appears that no significant data gaps exist.  Although minor historical data gaps 
exist, it is BA Environmental’s opinion that these data gaps are not significant, and that 
during these data gaps the subject property’s use did not significantly change.   
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12.0 ADDITIONAL NON-ASTM SCOPE ASSESSMENT 
 
12.1 Visual Asbestos Survey 
 
On July 12, 1989, the EPA issued a final rule banning most asbestos-containing products.  
In 1991, this regulation was overturned by the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in New 
Orleans.  As a result of the Court's decision, the following specific asbestos-containing 
products remain banned: flooring felt, rollboard, and corrugated, commercial, or specialty 
paper.  In addition, the regulation continues to ban the use of asbestos in products that 
have not historically contained asbestos, otherwise referred to as "new uses" of asbestos.  
Although the use of asbestos in the manufacture of most building materials was for the 
most part discontinued by 1979, some non-friable ACMs, such as roofing material and 
floor coverings (floor tile and mastic), were manufactured and used into the mid 1980s.  
Other non-friable ACMs such as mastics and coatings in which the asbestos is bound by 
organic binders can still be found in materials today. 

• Friable materials are materials which can be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to 
powder by hand pressure when dry. 

• Non-friable materials are materials in which the fibers have been locked in by a 
bonding agent, coating, or binder, and may not release fibers during normal use 
and handling.  Improper handling, such as grinding or sanding of non-friable 
ACMs, will render these materials friable. 

 
BA Environmental performed a visual survey of suspect friable and non-friable asbestos-
containing materials (ACMs).  Suspect materials observed during the site reconnaissance 
include 12” x 12” floor tiles and associated mastic, floor sheeting and mastic, vinyl base 
molding and adhesive, drywall, joint compound, carpet mastic, 2’ by 4’ sections of 
suspended acoustical ceiling panels, HVAC sealant, caulking, and roofing materials.  All 
building materials were observed to be in good condition, with a low potential for 
damage.  Based on the date of construction of the subject buildings (constructed in mid-
1970s), there is a moderate potential for ACMs to exist within the subject buildings.   
 
BA Environmental reviewed a previous Phase I ESA report (BA Environmental, 2006), 
which indicated that a limited asbestos survey had been performed on the subject 
property in November 1992 by TRC Environmental Corporation.  Reportedly, TRC 
collected eleven bulk samples of suspect ACMs from the five on-site buildings.  
Materials collected and analyzed included ceiling, floor tile, and duct insulation.  
According to the TRC report, laboratory analysis indicated that asbestos was detected in 
three samples of 12” by 12” floor tile and one sample of ceiling materials.   
 
During the review of the TRC report, it was found that the copy provided to BA 
Environmental was incomplete.  BA Environmental could not determine from which 
building the samples identified as containing asbestos originated.  Four of the samples 
were reported to have been collected from the former theater which was demolished in 
2003.  Based on the above information, a review of the TRC report and BA 
Environmental’s field observations, some of the identified asbestos-containing materials 
materials may no longer exist on the subject site. 
 
 
12.2 Visual Mold Survey 
 
BA Environmental performed a visual mold survey in accessible areas at the subject 
property.  BA Environmental did not assess areas not readily accessible, nor did they 
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conduct a destructive or invasive survey.  It is possible that significant fungal spore 
growth inside walls, insulation, attic spaces, or other areas can exist and not be visible on 
the finished surfaces of a building’s interior spaces.  BA Environmental did not 1) 
perform a mold/fungi inspection, 2) perform any building material surface mold 
sampling, or 3) perform air sampling for mold spores at the subject property as part of 
this Phase I.   
 
No areas of visible mold or moist areas conducive to mold growth were observed within 
the interior of the buildings within tenant spaces during the site visit.  No mold odors, 
evidence of roof leaks (such as wet walls or carpets), plumbing leaks or areas that have 
remained moist for extended periods of time were observed within the buildings during 
the site visit.   
 
 
12.3 Visual Lead-Based Paint Survey 
 
Lead was a major ingredient in paint pigment prior to and through the 1940s.  While 
other pigments were used in the 1950s, the use of lead in paint continued until the mid 
1970s.  In 1978, the Consumer Products Safety Commission banned paint and other 
surface coating materials that are lead-containing.   
 
BA Environmental performed a visual lead-based paint survey in accessible areas at the 
subject property.  All of the paint observed on-site appeared to be in good condition with 
no visible evidence of damage or peeling.  Based on the age of the current subject 
buildings, constructed in the mid-1970s, there is a low to moderate potential that lead-
based paint exists on the subject site.   
 
 
12.4 Radon Gas Survey 
 
Radon is a radioactive gas that occurs naturally in the environment and cannot be seen, 
smelled or tasted.  The human health effect associated with exposure to elevated levels of 
radon is an increased risk of developing lung cancer.  The US Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) and the US Center for Disease Control are concerned about the increased 
risk of lung cancer developing in individuals exposed to above average levels of radon in 
their homes or offices.  In order to address these concerns, the US EPA conducted a 
radon survey and presented the results for various counties in 1993. 
 
The EPA’s map of Radon Zones assigns each of the 3,141 counties in the United States 
to one of three zones.  The zone designations were determined by assessing five factors 
that are known to be important indicators of radon potential: indoor radon measurements, 
geology, aerial radioactivity surveys, soil parameters and foundation types.  The subject 
site falls within the designation of Zone 2.  Zone 2 counties have a predicted average 
indoor radon screening level of greater than or equal to two pico curies per liter (pCi/l) of 
air and less than or equal to four pCi/l of air.  According to the EPA, of the 8 sites tested 
within the subject site’s zip code, 100% of the 1st floor living areas tested were reported 
to have radon levels below 4pCi/l.  The average radon concentration was reported to be 
1.613 pCi/l.  According to the California Radon database, 39 sites were tested in the 
subject site’s zip code.  No sites were reported to have radon levels above 4 pCi/l.  It is 
BA Environmental’s opinion, based upon these results, that there is a low potential that 
radon is a concern for the subject property.   
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12.5 Methane Zones 
 
Methane is a naturally occurring hydrocarbon produced by the breakdown of organic 
material which can migrate through soils and sediments.  Methane gas is flammable and 
is considered a hazardous substance by the American Congress of Government Industrial 
Hygienists (ACGIH), the Department of Transportation (DOT), and the National Fire 
Protection Association (NFPA).  According to city and state agency files, the subject site 
is not located within an identified methane zone. 
 
 
12.6 Vapor Encroachment Screen 
 
Vapor encroachment can occur when vapor migrates into on-site subsurface soils from 
on-site or off-site soils and/or groundwater contaminated with petroleum hydrocarbons or 
other volatile organic compounds.  The migration of these vapors into a building or 
structure can pose a health risk.  To assess for the potential of vapor encroachment, 
ASTM created the Standard Guide for Vapor Encroachment Screening on Property 
Involved Real Estate Transactions, ASTM 2600-10.  This Standard Guide supersedes 
ASTM 2600-08.  The purpose of this guide is to provide practical guidance and a useful 
process for conducting a vapor encroachment screen (VES) on a property parcel involved 
in a real estate transaction in the United States of America with respect to chemicals of 
concern (COC) that may migrate as vapors onto a property as a result of contaminated 
soil and groundwater on or near the property.  The VES is conducted in a two-tier 
process, which is as follows: 
 
Tier 1 – Initial Screening (non-invasive) 
Tier 2 – Site Specific Numeric Screening (non-invasive and invasive) 
 
BA Environmental performed a Tier 1 VES on the subject property in general accordance 
with ASTM 2600-10.  The Tier 1 VES did not identify any adjacent facilities with a 
reported release to soil or groundwater.  Based on this information, BA Environmental 
has not identified any vapor encroachment conditions (VEC) for the subject property.   
 
 
12.7 Wetlands and Flood Plains 
 
During the site reconnaissance and drive-by survey of the surrounding area, BA 
Environmental observed no indications of wetlands.  According to the Environmental 
Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) report, there are no wetlands within a mile of the subject 
property as per the National Wetlands Inventory (1994).  BA Environmental reviewed the 
US Fish and Wildlife (USFW) National Wetlands Inventory Wetlands Mapper website.  
According to the USFW, the subject site is not located within a Wetlands or Riparian 
environment (USFW, 2011).   
 
According to information provided in the EDR report, the subject site is located within a 
500-year flood zone per the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).  
According to FEMA’s National Flood Insurance Program (FFIP) Panel #0228, the 
subject site is located within an Other Flood Area Zone X.  This is defined as areas being 
outside of 0.2% annual chance floodplain (FEMA, 2011).   
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13.0 FINDINGS, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
BA Environmental has performed a Phase I ESA, in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-05, regarding the Stevens Creek Executive Park, 
4300 - 4400 Stevens Creek Boulevard, San Jose, California.  Any exceptions to, or 
deletions from, this practice are described in the Objective and Scope of Work section of 
this report. 
 
This assessment has identified no recognized environmental conditions (RECs) or 
historical recognized environmental conditions (HRECs) in connection with the subject 
property; 
 
The following items of environmental concern were noted for the subject property: 

• Suspect and confirmed ACMs are present within the subject buildings.   

• Based on the age of the subject buildings, lead-based paint may exist within the 
subject buildings.  

 
BA Environmental recommends the following with regard to the subject property: 

• Manage the residual and confirmed ACMs in place with an Asbestos O&M Plan.  
Should the residual confirmed or suspect ACMs become damaged or be 
scheduled for renovation or demolition, they should be abated by a licensed 
asbestos abatement contractor, in accordance with all local, state and federal 
regulations; and 

• Any suspect lead-based paint should be sampled prior to any renovations or 
demolition.  Any identified lead-based paint scheduled for renovation or 
demolition, or noted to be damaged, should be abated by a licensed lead-based 
paint abatement contractor, and disposed of according to all state and local 
regulations.   

 
 
14.0 LIMITATIONS 
 
This report contains all of the limitations inherent in the methodologies that are referred 
to in ASTM E1527-05.  BA Environmental has made every reasonable effort to discover 
and interpret the information and current conditions regarding the site within the time 
available.  This assessment has been completed under the time and cost restraints 
implemented by the client.  There is a possibility that, even with the proper application of 
the methodologies outlined in ASTM E1527-05, there may exist on the subject property 
conditions that could not be identified within the scope of the assessment or which are 
not reasonably identifiable from reasonably ascertainable information.  This assessment 
is a visual, non-intrusive investigation, and conditions may exist at the site that cannot be 
identified solely by visual observation.  No sampling, destructive or subsurface, of any 
type has been conducted on-site, unless expressly stated in the Objective and Scope of 
Work section above.  All conclusions and recommendations are based on the visual 
observations made on the day of the site reconnaissance.  BA Environmental is not 
responsible for identifying any environmental issues or site conditions which may have 
occurred after the site reconnaissance.  This assessment relied upon information obtained 
from the site reconnaissance and from relevant regulatory agencies.  BA Environmental 
believes that the information contained herein is reliable.  However, BA Environmental 
cannot guarantee the accuracy of information provided by others.  This assessment has 
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been completed in general accordance with ASTM E1527-05 and accepted practices of 
the environmental industry. 
 
This report is not intended to address, assess, or otherwise determine whether soil or 
groundwater contamination, waste emplacement, existing or threatened mold/fungus 
growth, asbestos-containing building materials, and/or lead-based paint actually exists at 
the subject property. Such determination would require comprehensive subsurface 
exploration and/or other sampling activities, which were beyond the scope of service for 
this assessment.  BA Environmental considers vapor intrusion beyond the scope of this 
Phase I ESA, and therefore a vapor intrusion study was not conducted.  Additionally, this 
report does not serve as a comprehensive wetlands, mining, oil, pipeline, and/or gas well 
survey.  
 
This report summarizes an environmental investigation conducted for the subject 
property.  Although conditions at neighboring properties may impact the subject property 
and, to the extent they were identified, were included in the subject property evaluation, 
this report does not serve as an assessment of sites other than the subject property.

Source Water Assessment

An assessment of the drinking water sources for SJWC’s water system 
was completed in December 2002. SJWC’s wells are considered most 
vulnerable to one or more of the following activities, which have not 
been associated with any contaminants detected in the water supply: 
dry cleaners, automobile gas stations and repair shops, and underground 
storage tanks. Some of SJWC’s wells are also considered vulnerable to 
metal plating and finishing, photo processing/printing, electrical/electronics 
manufacturing, chemical/petroleum processing/storage, known contaminant 
plumes, and plastics/synthetics producers. SJWC’s surface supplies are 
considered most vulnerable to low density septic systems. Imported 
surface water purchased from Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD) 
is considered most vulnerable to a variety of land use practices, such as 
agricultural and urban runoff, recreational activities, livestock grazing, as 
well as residential and industrial development. In addition, local sources 
are vulnerable to potential contamination from commercial stables and  
historic mining practices. Although these activities exist in areas near one  
or more of SJWC’s or SCVWD’s sources, physical barriers, treatment systems,  
and monitoring programs are in place to ensure that water supplied to 
our customers is not adversely affected.

Source of Supply
Where does my water come from?

	Silicon Valley is fortunate to have a diverse portfolio of 
water supplies. In an average year, half the water delivered 
to San Jose Water Company (SJWC) customers originates 
as snowmelt in the Sierra Nevada, is transported to the 
valley from the Sacramento/San Joaquin River Delta (Delta) 
through a complex network of rivers, pumps, and pipes, and 
is treated at water treatment plants owned and operated 
by Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD). An additional 
forty percent comes from local groundwater wells owned 

and operated by SJWC. The remaining ten percent comes 
from local Santa Cruz Mountain precipitation treated at 
water treatment plants owned and operated by SJWC.    

	SCVWD uses a combination of Delta water and local 
supplies to recharge (refill) the groundwater aquifer via 
streams and percolation ponds. This prevents overpumping 
of the aquifer, and allows for excess water to be banked for 
use in times of drought. 

	Additional reliability is provided through intercon-
nections, or interties, with neighboring water systems. In 
December 2010, SCVWD used the intertie with San Francisco 
Public Utility Commission’s Hetch Hetchy System to provide 
water during a water treatment plant construction outage.

This isn’t your storybook drinking water well

	When you hear the word well, do you think of a quaint 
wooden structure with a bucket hanging from a rope? 
SJWC wells are drilled hundreds of feet deep using modern 
construction methods, and pump water out of an aquifer 
naturally protected by a thick layer of clay. A small amount 
of chlorine is added to the water to maintain water quality 
between the well and the customer’s tap.

SJWC Service Area  
and Water Supply Sources

SJWC provides water from three major sources. The first source is 
groundwater, which is pumped from over 100 wells that draw water from  
the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin. The second source is local  
mountain surface water, which is collected in our watershed in the Santa 
Cruz Mountains and treated at our two treatment plants. The third source,  
imported surface water, is provided by the Santa Clara Valley Water District,  
(SCVWD) our wholesale supplier. A majority of imported water originates as 
Sierra snowmelt and travels through the State and Federal water projects 
before treatment at SCVWD’s three treatment plants. A smaller portion is 
impounded in local reservoirs in Santa Clara County. 

For a period of time in December, a small area in the Northeast part of 
the system received some of its water from the Hetch Hetchy System while 
SCVWD was making improvements to one of its treatment plants. Water 
from this source is primarily snowmelt from the mountains above Yosemite 
National Park. This water is treated, but has been granted an exemption to 
the filtration requirement by CDPH and USEPA because of its high quality.

This brochure provides a snapshot of last year’s water 

quality data for SJWC. Included are details about where 

your water comes from and how your water quality 

compares to State standards. As you can see, in 2010, 

as in years past, your tap water met all USEPA and State 

primary drinking water health standards.

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected 

to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The presence  
of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a health 
risk.

The sources of drinking water (both tap water and bottled water) 
include rivers, lakes, streams, ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells.

• �Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria, that may come 
from sewage treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural livestock 
operations, and wildlife.

• �Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, that can be 
naturally-occurring or result from urban stormwater runoff, industrial 
or domestic wastewater discharges, oil and gas production, mining, 
or farming.

• �Pesticides and herbicides, that may come from a variety of sources 
such as agriculture, urban stormwater runoff, and residential uses.

• �Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile 
organic chemicals, that are by-products of industrial processes and 
petroleum production, and can also come from gas stations, urban 
stormwater runoff, agricultural application, and septic systems.

• �Radioactive contaminants, that can be naturally-occurring or be the 
result of oil and gas production and mining activities.

 
In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the U.S. Environmental 

Protection Agency (USEPA) and the California Department of Public Health 
(Department) prescribe regulations that limit the amount of certain 
contaminants in water provided by public water systems. Department 
regulations also establish limits for contaminants in bottled water that 
must provide the same protection for public health.

Lead in Drinking Water 
If present, elevated levels of lead can cause serious health problems, 

especially for pregnant women and young children. Lead in drinking 
water is primarily from materials and components associated with 
service lines and home plumbing. SJWC is responsible for providing high 
quality drinking water, but cannot control the variety of materials used 
in plumbing components. When your water has been sitting for several 
hours, you can minimize the potential for lead exposure by flushing your 

tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes before using water for drinking or cooking.

Important Definitions
Public Health Goal (PHG):  The level of a contaminant in drinking

storage tanks. Some of SJWC’s wells are also considered vulnerable to 
metal plating and finishing, photo processing/printing, electrical/electronics 
manufacturing, chemical/petroleum processing/storage, known contaminant 
plumes, and plastics/synthetics producers. SJWC’s surface supplies are 
considered most vulnerable to low density septic systems. Imported 
surface water purchased from Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD) 
is considered most vulnerable to a variety of land use practices, such as 
agricultural and urban runoff, recreational activities, livestock grazing, as 
well as residential and industrial development. In addition, local sources 
are vulnerable to potential contamination from commercial stables and  
historic mining practices. Although these activities exist in areas near one  
or more of SJWC’s or SCVWD’s sources, physical barriers, treatment systems,  
and monitoring programs are in place to ensure that water supplied to 
our customers is not adversely affected. Customers seeking additional 
information may view a copy of the assessment during normal business 
hours at SJWC’s offices at 110 West Taylor Street, San Jose.

Special Populations

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking 
water than the general population. Immuno-compromised persons such 
as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have 
undergone organ transplants, persons with HIV/AIDS or other immune 
system disorders, some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk  
from infections.

Where does my water come from?

	 Silicon Valley is fortunate to have a diverse portfolio of 
water supplies. In an average year, half the water delivered 
to San Jose Water Company (SJWC) customers originates 
as snowmelt in the Sierra Nevada, is transported to the 
valley from the Sacramento/San Joaquin River Delta (Delta) 
through a complex network of rivers, pumps, and pipes, and 
is treated at water treatment plants owned and operated 
by Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD). An additional 
forty percent comes from local groundwater wells owned 

and operated by SJWC. The remaining ten percent comes 
from local Santa Cruz Mountain precipitation treated at 
water treatment plants owned and operated by SJWC.    

	 SCVWD uses a combination of Delta water and local 
supplies to recharge (refill) the groundwater aquifer via 
streams and percolation ponds. This prevents overpumping 
of the aquifer, and allows for excess water to be banked for 
use in times of drought. 

	 Additional reliability is provided through intercon-
nections, or interties, with neighboring water systems. In 
December 2010, SCVWD used the intertie with San Francisco 
Public Utility Commission’s Hetch Hetchy System to provide 
water during a water treatment plant construction outage. 
Water quality data for this water source can be located by 
visiting www.sfwater.org and typing “water quality report” 
in the search box.

This isn’t your storybook drinking water well

	 When you hear the word well, do you think of a quaint 
wooden structure with a bucket hanging from a rope? 
SJWC wells are drilled hundreds of feet deep using modern 
construction methods, and pump water out of an aquifer 
naturally protected by a thick layer of clay. A small amount 
of chlorine is added to the water to maintain water quality 
between the well and the customer’s tap.

SJWC Service Area  
and Water Supply Sources

SJWC provides water from three major sources. The first source is 
groundwater, which is pumped from over 100 wells that draw water from  
the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin. The second source is local  
mountain surface water, which is collected in our watershed in the Santa 
Cruz Mountains and treated at our two treatment plants. The third source,  
imported surface water, is provided by the Santa Clara Valley Water District,  
(SCVWD) our wholesale supplier. A majority of imported water originates as 
Sierra snowmelt and travels through the State and Federal water projects 
before treatment at SCVWD’s three treatment plants. A smaller portion is 
impounded in local reservoirs in Santa Clara County. 

For a period of time in December, a small area in the Northeast part of 
the system received some of its water from the Hetch Hetchy System while 
SCVWD was making improvements to one of its treatment plants. Water 
from this source is primarily snowmelt from the mountains above Yosemite 
National Park. This water is treated, but has been granted an exemption to 
the filtration requirement by CDPH and USEPA because of its high quality.

This brochure provides a snapshot of last year’s water 

quality data for SJWC. Included are details about where 

your water comes from and how your water quality 

compares to State standards. As you can see, in 2010, 

as in years past, your tap water met all USEPA and State 

primary drinking water health standards.

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected 

to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants. The presence  
of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a health 
risk.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the U.S. Environmental 

Protection Agency (USEPA) and the California Department of Public Health 
(Department) prescribe regulations that limit the amount of certain 
contaminants in water provided by public water systems. Department 
regulations also establish limits for contaminants in bottled water that 
must provide the same protection for public health.

Lead in Drinking Water 
If present, elevated levels of lead can cause serious health problems, 

especially for pregnant women and young children. Lead in drinking 
water is primarily from materials and components associated with 
service lines and home plumbing. SJWC is responsible for providing high 
quality drinking water, but cannot control the variety of materials used 
in plumbing components. When your water has been sitting for several 
hours, you can minimize the potential for lead exposure by flushing your 

tap for 30 seconds to 2 minutes before using water for drinking or cooking.  
If you are concerned about lead in your water, you may wish to have your 
water tested.
