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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Charities Housing Development Corporation retained SLR International Corporation (SLR) to perform a
Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (phase I ESA) of the approximately 1.3 acre property located at
5885 Santa Teresa Blvd in San Jose, California. The purpose of the ESA was to identify environmental
conditions associated with the property as defined by ASTM E1527-13, Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments. The site inspection was performed by Marjan Khorshidi Zadeh.

SITE DESCRIPTION/ OPERATIONS

The Site consists of approximately 1.3 acre lot located on south side of Santa Theresa Blvd in San Jose,
Santa Clara County, California. The Site consists of an unpaved portion to the west and a paved vacant
parking lot that was constructed in the mid to late 1970’s.

The Site is located in a mixed commercial and residential area, surrounded to the west and south by
residential properties and to the north by shopping center and east across from Snell Avenue by a high
school.

HISTORICAL USE

A historical review determined that the Site was an agricultural land at least the late-1930s to the mid-
1970s. The area has been mostly an open space parking lot since then and approximately 33% of the
property has remained as a vacant open space. Since late 2000s There is approximately 7% vegetation
cover in the parking lot.

REGULATORY REVIEW

The regulatory records review did not identify any records for the Site, that were considered to represent
a REC to the Site. However, a dry cleaning site within the ASTM-designated search radius,  demonstrate a
potential REC to the site

CONCLUSIONS

SLR has performed a Phase I ESA at the property located at 5885 Santa Theresa Blvd in San Jose, California.
The Phase I was performed in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-13.
Exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 5.0 of this report.

Recognized Environmental Conditions

The past use of the Site have been identified as RECs. This past use may have been associated with
hazardous materials that may have impacted the Site as follow:

¶ Former Agricultural Use - The potential presence of chemical pesticides and/or
insecticides may be present in the soil at the Site and is considered a REC. SLR
recommends testing soil for potential pesticide and insecticide contamination. Soil
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sampling and analyses should be performed to evaluate potential residual pesticide and
insecticide concentrations, if any, prior to Site redevelopment.

¶ Furthermore, commercial activity in the adjacent properties has been identified as RECs.
Poly Cleaners located in the shopping center is listed for several notices of violations
associated with hazardous waste management, lack of hazardous materials business
plant, etc. The dry cleaner can impact the Subject property as follow:

¶ There is a potential presence of contaminants of concerns in the dry cleaner, storm drains
and sewer drain that maybe the potential source of impacts to the soil and groundwater.
Furthermore, the groundwater in this region is rather shallow and has a generally
southerly regional gradient. Hence This dry cleaner in the adjacency of the site and in the
apparent upgradient direction with respect to the Subject Site may pose adverse
environmental impact.

Given the history of the Site, and if a higher degree of comfort is desired, consideration should be given
to collect surficial soil samples from the Site to evaluate if potential historic impacts to the Site have
occurred. Additionally, considering the nearby commercial activities of a dry cleaner, groundwater depth
and flow direction, SLR suggest collecting groundwater and soil samples at different depths to evaluate
potential presence of contaminant of concerns at the site.

Historic Recognized Environmental Conditions

This assessment has revealed no evidence of historic RECs (HRECs) in connection with the Site.

Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions

This assessment has revealed no evidence of controlled RECs (CRECs) in connection with the Site.

The facility’s case was opened in 1998 where groundwater investigation revealed presence of gasoline
related compounds in groundwater.  The site underwent remediation through dual Phase groundwater
extraction from 2003 to 2006 where over 2M gallons of water were extracted and treated.   While low
levels of contaminants including MTBE, benzene remain in site groundwater, site closure was awarded
as this is an active service station.

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4. INTERVIEWS

4.1 FINDINGS FROM INTERVIEW WITH OWNER’S REPRESENTATIVE

4.2 REQUIRED QUESTIONS

SLR has not performed any interviews for the phase I ESA at this property.
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5. SIGNIFICANT DATA GAPS

Data gaps are a lack of or inability to obtain information required by the ASTM E1527 Practice despite
good faith efforts by the environmental professional to gather such information. Data gaps may result
from incompleteness in any of the activities required in the Practice, including, but not limited to, the Site
reconnaissance, records review, or interviews. The presence of a data gap may or may not present a REC
due to the possibility that a REC could be discovered if the missing information is obtained.

During the performance of this assessment, no significant data gaps were identified.



6. CONCLUSIONS

SLR has performed a Phase I ESA at the property located at 5885 Santa Teresa in San Jose, California. The
Phase I was performed in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-13.
Exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 5.0 of this report.

Recognized Environmental Conditions

This Assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs in connection with this Site, with the exception of the
following:

The past use of the Site have been identified as RECs. This past use may have been associated with
hazardous materials that may have impacted the Site as follow:

¶ Former Agricultural Use - The potential presence of chemical pesticides and/or
insecticides may be present in the soil at the Site and is considered a REC. SLR
recommends testing soil for potential pesticide and insecticide contamination. Soil
sampling and analyses should be performed to evaluate potential residual pesticide and
insecticide concentrations, if any, prior to Site redevelopment.

¶ Furthermore, commercial activity in the adjacent properties has been identified as RECs.
Poly Cleaners located in the shopping center is listed for several notices of violations
associated with hazardous waste management, lack of hazardous materials business
plant, etc. The dry cleaner can impact the Subject property as follow:

¶ There is a potential presence of contaminants of concerns in the dry cleaner, storm drains
and sewer drain that maybe the potential source of impacts to the soil and groundwater.
Furthermore, the groundwater in this region is rather shallow and has a generally
southerly regional gradient. Hence This dry cleaner in the adjacency of the site and in the
apparent upgradient direction with respect to the Subject Site may pose adverse
environmental impact.

Historic Recognized Environmental Conditions

This assessment has revealed no evidence of historic RECs (HRECs) in connection with the Site.

Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions

This assessment has revealed no evidence of controlled RECs (CRECs) in connection with the Site.

Significant Data Gaps

No significant data gaps were encountered which are expected to affect the findings of this report.
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
