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1. SUMMARY OF CONCLUSIONS

Ramboll US Corporation ("Ramboll”; formerly Ramboll Environ US Corporation) was retained by
Robson Homes, LLC ("Robson Homes") to perform a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA)
and Phase II subsurface investigation of the approximately 6-acre interior portion of the property
located at 2225 Camden Avenue and 3235 Union Avenue in San Jose, California (herein referred to as
the “site”; see Figure 1). Ramboll’'s assessment was conducted in connection with the due diligence
and purchase of the property. The objective of the Phase I ESA, which was conducted in conformance
with the scope and limitations of ASTM International’s Standard Practice for Environmental Site
Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process E1527-13 (the “"ASTM Standard”), was
to identify Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs), as defined in the ASTM Standard (see
Section 2.1).

1.1 Site Summary

The approximately 6-acre site is the interior portion of an approximately 12-acre property currently
owned and occupied by Campbell Union High School District (CUHSD) located between Camden
Avenue and Union Avenue in San Jose, California. The site boundary relative to the entire CUHSD
property is shown on Figure 2. The site is improved with a one-story storage warehouse with
adjoining portable office trailers, a two-story warehouse, two storage sheds, and a cell tower. A
paved road runs east-west across the site. The remainder of the site is asphalt-paved parking areas
or unpaved areas used for the storage of school buses, school equipment, and stockpiles of sand and
soil.

The entire site was used for agricultural purposes (row crops and/or orchards) until the southern
portion of the site began to be developed into recreational areas for Camden High School in the
1950s. By the 1970s, orchards were no longer present at the site and the warehouse on the western
portion of the site had been constructed. By the 1990s, the site had been generally developed as it
appears today.

1.2 Recognized Environmental Conditions

Ramboll performed a Phase I ESA of the site in conformance with the scope and limitations of the
ASTM Standard and a Phase II Subsurface Investigation of the site. Any exceptions to, or deletions
from, this practice are described in Section 7.2 of this report. This assessment did not identify any
RECs in connection with unrestricted residential use of the site. No further investigation of the site is
warranted at this time.

1.3 Other Findings

Although not a considered REC based on currently available information, Ramboll identified the
following other findings. The term “other finding” is not defined by ASTM; rather, Ramboll uses the
term to connote areas of contingent risk that are not clearly defined by the ASTM Standard.

* Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) in Soil Vapor. Soil vapor sampling conducted across the
site at ten multi-depth soil vapor monitoring probes in February 2019 and March 2020 detected
low concentrations of benzene, chloroform, ethylbenzene, tetrachloroethene (PCE) and
trichloroethene (TCE). Concentrations of these VOCs were slightly above regulatory screening
criteria for residential land use at three soil vapor probe locations: SG03 (benzene and
chloroform), SG04 (benzene and ethylbenzene) and SG05 (PCE and TCE). Benzene was only
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detected in three samples and ethylbenzene was detected in only two samples. The presence of
benzene and ethylbenzene in shallow soil gas is likely related to storm water infiltration from
onsite driveways and parking lots. Chloroform was only detected once in one shallow sample at
the site. Chloroform is a byproduct of treatment of water for domestic supply and as a result, is
sometimes found at low concentrations in soil gas.

There is no record or evidence of PCE and/or TCE use at the site. Two dry cleaners, which are
located up-gradient to the south-southeast and within 0.4 miles of the site (Figure 3), may have
used PCE. These dry cleaners are currently under regulatory oversight by San Francisco Bay
Regional Water Quality Control Board (SFRWQCB) to address elevated levels of PCE! in soil, soil
vapor, and/or groundwater. Subsurface investigations downgradient from the dry cleaners are
limited and it is unknown if or when additional investigations will be performed. It is also
unknown if releases of PCE from these dry cleaners has impacted groundwater in the vicinity of
the site. However, the concentrations of PCE and TCE at SGO5 only slightly exceed regulatory
screening criteria for residential land use and based on the current proposed site redevelopment
plans, SGO5 is in the location of a future roadway, not in the location of future residences (Figure
5).

As a result and based on the above, human health risks related to vapor intrusion from VOCs
detected in soil vapor are not considered to be significant at the site, and no further action or
investigation is necessary.

* Surface Discharge from Sewer Cleanout. According to site personnel, a sanitary sewer
cleanout on the northern portion of the site adjacent to the distribution warehouse periodically
discharges to the ground surface during backups or significant rainfall events. Ramboll did not
observe any staining or odors on the soil at and in the immediate vicinity of the sewer cleanout.
Soil and soil vapor sampling conducted by Ramboll in February 2019 did not identify any chemical
concentrations exceeding regulatory screening criteria. Resampling of the soil vapor probe in the
immediate vicinity of the sewer cleanout in March 2020 detected PCE at a concentration equal to
the regulatory screening criteria for residential land use. No further action or investigation is
recommended.

* Historical Agricultural Operations. Historical aerial photographs dating back to 1939 indicate
the site was originally developed for agricultural purposes (row crops and/or orchards). Aerial
photographs indicate that recreational use of the land started by 1963 on the southern portion of
the site. Agricultural operations ceased by 1974 when all remaining orchards were cleared and
the warehouse on the western portion of the site was constructed. Given this historical use,
pesticides and other agricultural chemicals were possibly applied to the site during this time.
Ramboll collected shallow soil samples at the site that were analyzed for metals and
organochlorine pesticides. All metals and organochlorine pesticide concentrations were below
regulatory screening criteria for residential land use. No further action or investigation is
recommended.

A discussion of de minimis conditions identified during this review is presented in Section 7 of this
report.

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2. INTRODUCTION

2.1 Purpose

Ramboll was retained by Robson Homes to conduct a Phase I ESA and subsurface soil and soil vapor
investigation of the approximately 6-acre interior portion of the property located between Camden
Avenue and Union Avenue at 2225 Camden Avenue and 3235 Union Avenue in San Jose, California
(portions of assessor’s parcel numbers [APNs] 414-25-001 and 414-25-020). The site boundary
relative to the entire CUHSD property is shown on Figure 2. Ramboll’s assessment was conducted in
connection with the due diligence and purchase of the property. The purpose of the assessment was
to identify RECs, which are defined in the ASTM Standard as:

“The presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products
in, on, or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under conditions
indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material
threat of a future release to the environment. De minimis conditions are not
recognized environmental conditions.”

2.2 Scope of the Assessment

Ramboll completed the following tasks, consistent with the ASTM Standard, during its Phase I ESA of
the property:

* Visits to the site by Jason Kane and Michael Gaffney of Ramboll on December 18, 2018 and by
Michael Gaffney of Ramboll on March 25, 2020 to observe the exterior and interior features of the
site and to identify the uses and conditions specified in the ASTM Standard. In addition, Ramboll
observed the adjoining properties from the site or adjacent public thoroughfares. Photographs
taken during the site visit are included in Appendix A.

* Interviews were conducted during the December 2018 site visit and a March 2020 phone interview
with Mr. Eric Wasinger, Director of Facilities, Construction, Modernization, and Safety. Mr.
Wasinger has been in his role at the site since approximately 2016. The aforementioned individual
is referred to herein as “site personnel”. The site personnel interviewed by Ramboll was identified
as having good knowledge of the uses and physical characteristics of the site.

* \Visits to the site by Ramboll in February 2019 and March 2020 to collect soil and soil vapor
samples.

* A review of information contained in federal and state environmental databases, as obtained from
the sources noted below:

- Aradius report prepared by EDR, Inc. (EDR, see Appendix B) in March 2020 presents the
results of searches of federal and state databases for the subject site, as well as properties
near the subject site. The radius searched for each database, as well as the databases
themselves, were selected in accordance with the ASTM Standard.

- The United States Environmental Protection Agency’s (USEPA’s) Envirofacts database, which
provides site information contained in multiple USEPA regulatory databases.

- The USEPA’s Enforcement and Compliance History Online (ECHO) database, which provides
information on sites’ enforcement and compliance history.

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- The State of California’s Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) Geotracker online
database and the California Environmental Protection Agency (Cal/EPA) Department of Toxic
Substances Control (DTSC) Envirostor online database.

* A review of standard historical sources (included as Appendix C) and local agency inquiries, as
defined in the ASTM Standard. The following resources were reviewed:

- Readily available historical sources, including (where available) historical topographic maps
and aerial photographs, city directories, and Sanborn Maps, to develop a history of the
previous uses of the site and surrounding area.

- Historical and site-specific information obtained from the following local agencies: City of San
Jose Planning, Building, and Code Enforcement, San Jose Fire Department (SJFD), Santa Clara
Valley Water District (SCVWD), Santa Clara County Department of Environmental Health
(SCCDEH), and the Santa Clara County Assessor (Assessor).

* A review of physical setting sources, as defined in the ASTM Standard, including:

- The current United States Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute topographic map that shows
the area on which the site is located.

Geologic, hydrogeologic, or hydrologic sources as provided in the EDR report.

* A search for environmental liens or other activity and use limitations (AULs) for the site, provided
by EDR (as shown in Appendix D). Ramboll ordered the lien search using parcel numbers 414-25-
001 and 14-25-020, which include the properties located adjacent to the east and west as detailed
in Section 2.1, as obtained from the local tax assessor’s office and other online resources.

* A review of documents provided to Ramboll by Robson Homes, including the following reports:
- Conceptual Site Plan, prepared by Civil Engineering Associates, dated July 18, 2018.

- Magnetic Investigation at 3235 Union Avenue, San Jose, California, prepared by J R
Associates, dated March 11, 2020 (as shown in Appendix E).

- Asbestos & Lead (Pb) Report, Limited Pre-Demolition/Renovation Survey & Evaluation,
prepared by ProTech Consulting & Engineering, Inc., dated March 12, 2020.

* A review of any information provided by the user of this assessment, including information
consistent with Appendix X3 of the ASTM Standard. Pertinent information, if any, is discussed in
the appropriate sections of this report.

This assessment was conducted in accordance with the methodology specified in ASTM Standard
E1527-13, as agreed upon by Ramboll and Robson Homes in November 2018.

2.3 Significant Assumptions

In conducting this review, no significant assumptions were made, except for the following:

* Site-specific field measurements or other detailed hydrogeological information was not publicly
available or reasonably ascertainable. In the absence of such data, Ramboll has assumed that the
flow direction of shallow groundwater beneath the site and in the local vicinity generally mimics
surface topography. Therefore, in evaluating potential on-site impacts from off-site sources, those
off-site facilities not located adjacent to or within one-quarter mile upgradient of the subject site
are not considered to represent a significant concern to the subject site. This interpretation is
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based on the assumption that a hazardous material released to the subsurface generally does not
migrate laterally within the unsaturated soil for a significant distance, while a hazardous material
may migrate in groundwater in a generally downgradient direction.

2.4 Reliance and General Limitations

This report has been prepared for the exclusive use of Robson Homes, LLC and affiliated entities
including Santa Clara Development Company, Sun Lakes Construction Company of California, and
Vesta Real Estate Company Inc., and such other persons or entities whose reliance is explicitly
authorized in writing by Ramboll.

Under the ASTM Standard, this report is considered current only until September 22, 2020 (a period of
180 days from the date of the most recent site visit on March 26, 2020). The conclusions presented in
this report represent Ramboll’s best professional judgment based upon the information available and
conditions existing as of the date of this report. In performing its assignment, Ramboll must rely upon
publicly available information, information provided by the client, and information provided by third
parties. Accordingly, the conclusions in this report are valid only to the extent that the information
provided to Ramboll was accurate and complete. This review is not intended as legal advice, nor is it
an exhaustive review of site conditions or facility compliance.

The scope of work for this assessment did not include an asbestos survey or inspection of existing
buildings. However, Ramboll reviewed asbestos and lead-based paint inspection reports conducted by
an accredited inspector provided by Robson Homes, but these activities were not performed as part of
this environmental review. Other issues considered outside the scope of the ASTM Standard and this
review include radon, lead in drinking water, wetlands, cultural and historic resources, ecological
resources, endangered species, and high voltage power lines.

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3. SITE DESCRIPTION

3.1 Site Setting

The site is located between Union Avenue and Camden Avenue in San Jose, Santa Clara County,
California. The site is interior of two adjoining, larger parcels. The western portion of the site is on
the property located at 2225 Camden Avenue, San Jose, California. The eastern portion of the site is
on the property located at 3235 Union Avenue, San Jose, California. According to the Assessor’s
Office, the APNs for the western and eastern portions of the site are 414-25-020 and 414-25-001,
respectively. The site boundary relative to the entire CUHSD property is shown on Figure 2. The site
is located approximately six miles southwest of downtown San Jose (Figure 1). The site is
approximately six-acres in area, improved with a two-story distribution warehouse with a loading dock
(herein referred to as the “distribution warehouse”), a one-story storage warehouse with adjacent
portable office trailers (herein referred to as the “storage warehouse”), two sheds used for the storage
of landscaping equipment, trailers storing school equipment, and a cell tower (Figure 2). The site was

historically used for agricultural purposes.

The site is accessed from Camden Avenue or Union Avenue at the western or eastern site boundary,
respectively. A paved road runs east-west across the site. The western portion of the site is paved
with asphalt parking areas. The central portion of the site in unpaved and used to store portable
trailers, school equipment, and stockpiles of soil and sand. There are no on-site surface water bodies.

3.2 Current Use of the Site

The site provides support to the five main high school campuses within CUHSD. Operations in the
distribution warehouse include school equipment repairs and receipt of school equipment and supplies.
The storage warehouse is solely used for storage of school equipment. Portable offices adjacent to the
storage warehouse are occupied by employees of CUHSD. Two storage sheds on the southwestern
portion of the site house landscaping equipment. Exterior portions of the site are used to store school
equipment, unused portable office/classroom trailers, and the parking of school buses. None of the
current site operations involve the use of significant quantities of chemicals. According to site
personnel, site operations have remained generally consistent since CUHSD first occupied the site in
approximately the 1970s.

3.3 Current Uses of Adjoining Properties

The property is located in a mixed residential and commercial land use area. Residential areas are
located adjacent to the north and south of the site. CUHSD office buildings and parking are located
adjacent to the east of the site. CUHSD bus maintenance building and bus parking is located adjacent
to the west of the site. Based on discussions with site personnel, Ramboll’s visual observations from
the property boundary and public rights-of-way, and a limited review of publicly available information,
a general determination of the current use of adjacent properties is described in Table B.

A
number of properties appear on databases indicating potential contamination concerns (i.e.,
EnviroStor; Geotracker Cleanup Program Site; Spills, Leaks, Investigation, and Cleanup [SLIC]; and
LUST), as further discussed below.

e Chevron #90835. Chevron #90835 is a gas station located at 3160 S. Bascom Avenue, San
Jose, California, approximately 0.2 miles west-northwest and cross-gradient of the site (Figure 3).
The property is listed on the LUST and historical LUST (HIST LUST) databases. Ramboll
supplemented information provided by EDR with information obtained from the Geotracker
database. Beginning in 1996, several investigations were conducted related to three fuel USTs.
Petroleum-related impacts were identified in soil and groundwater. In December 2003, a dual
phase extraction (DPE) and treatment system was installed at the site and operated until April
2005. Groundwater sampling conducted in 2006 revealed no elevated concentrations in the
deeper groundwater wells and 10 ppb MTBE in the shallower groundwater well. In 2007, SCCDEH
granted case closure, stating that the residual contamination will decrease by natural attenuation.
Based on the information reviewed, this property does not represent a contamination concern for
the subject site due to the remediation performed to date and the location of the property cross-
gradient of the subject site.

e Camden Shell Station (T0608501834). Camden Shell Station is a gas station located at 14200
Union Avenue, San Jose, California, approximately 0.3 miles southeast and up-gradient of the site
(Figure 3). The property is listed on the LUST and HIST LUST databases. Ramboll supplemented
information provided by EDR with information obtained from the Geotracker database. Beginning
in February 1994, soil and groundwater investigations were conducted related to the removal of a
waste oil tank and five USTs. SFRWQCB issued a case closure on September 26, 2016 due to the
results of the investigation revealing minor residual contamination in the soil and groundwater.
Based on low concentrations of residual contamination at the property and the fact that this
matter was given case closure by a regulatory agency, this property does not represent a
contamination concern for the subject site.

¢ Cambrian Center Cleaners (Former). Cambrian Center Cleaners was formerly a dry cleaner
located at 2053 Woodard Road, San Jose, California, approximately 0.3 miles south-southeast and
up-gradient of the site (Figure 3). The property is listed on the Statewide Cleanup Program Sites
SLIC (CPS-SLIC) database. Ramboll supplemented information provided by EDR with information
obtained from the Geotracker database. PCE equipment was used at the Cambrian Center
Cleaners dry cleaning facility that operated at the property beginning in 1963 until the dry cleaner
moved to 2037 Woodard Road, San Jose, California, in 2004. Soil vapor sampling conducted at
the property in May 2018 reported elevated concentrations of PCE of 2,800 and 8,600 micrograms
per cubic meter (ug/m3) immediately north and down-gradient of the former dry cleaner.
Additional soil vapor sampling has been requested by SFRWQCB. Based on the potential release
of PCE from the former dry cleaner, this off-site property potentially poses a contamination
concern to the subject site. To address the potential contamination concern, soil gas sampling
was performed at the site, as discussed in Section 6.3.

e Cambrian Plaza Dry Cleaners. Located at 14414 Union Avenue, San Jose, California,
approximately 0.4 miles south-southeast and up-gradient of the site (Figure 3). The property is
listed on the CPS-SLIC database. Ramboll supplemented information provided by EDR with
information obtained from the Geotracker database. Soil sampling investigations conducted at the

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property have identified a maximum PCE concentration of 5,100 micrograms per kilogram (ug/kg)
in soil beneath the concrete slab at the dry cleaner. Subsequent groundwater, soil gas, and indoor
air investigations have identified elevated concentrations of PCE and daughter products associated
with the historical release of PCE from the dry cleaner. Soil vapor extraction (SVE) has been
implemented and additional subsurface investigations are on-going to better understand the
extent of the contamination. To date, there is no record available of groundwater or soil vapor
sampling performed down-gradient of the property. Based on the documented release of PCE
from the dry cleaner, this off-site property potentially poses a contamination concern to the
subject site. To address the potential contamination concern, soil gas sampling was performed at
the site, as discussed in Section 6.3.

4.2 Historical Uses of the Site and Adjacent Sites
4.2.1 Past Uses of the Site

Historical aerial photographs dating back to 1939 indicate the site was originally developed for
agricultural purposes (row crops and/or orchards). Aerial photographs indicate that the southwestern
portion of the site began to be developed for recreational use by Camden High School as early as
1963. The site developed into CUHSD Support Services as early as 1974 with the development of the
distribution warehouse and the adjacent office buildings. The site generally appears in its current
configuration in the 1993 photograph when the storage warehouse appears in aerial photographs.

4.2.2 Interview with Site Personnel

An interview was conducted during the site visit in December 2018 and a phone interview in March
2020 with Mr. Eric Wasinger. Mr. Wasinger is Director of Facilities, Construction, Modernization, and
Safety, and has been in this position at the site since approximately 2016.

The site was historically used for agricultural purposes. Mr. Wasinger reported no USTs or septic
tanks currently at the site. Mr. Wasinger showed Ramboll the northern portion of the site adjacent to
the distribution warehouse where the sewer cleanout discharges during backups or large rainfall
events. During the site visit, two piles of soil and two piles of sand were observed in the southern,
unpaved portion of the site. Mr. Wasinger reported that the soil is used for landscaping the high
schools and the sand is used on the high school’s baseball fields. Also, minor staining of the
pavement was noted during the site walk beneath the mowing equipment in the southwestern storage
sheds.

Mr. Wasinger also provided access into the adjacent property (also owned by CUHSD but not part of
the site) where the bus maintenance building is located. Discussions with Mr. Wasinger and one of the
bus mechanics noted that an in-situ hydraulic lift was removed more than ten years ago under
regulatory oversight. One hydraulic lift still remains in ground; however, it is unused. Ramboll
observed the chemical storage area at the adjacent CUHSD property. All chemicals were stored
properly in secondary containment areas.

According to Mr. Wasinger, no chemical spills or cleanups have occurred at the site.

A summary of Ramboll’s key observations from the available historical sources is presented in Table C.

City of San Jose Planning records dated 2014 includes general plans to change the land designation
Planning, Building, and from Residential Neighborhood to Public/Quasi-Public to reflect the education related
Code Enforcement use of the property. Records dated 2018 included a preliminary review of zoning with

the intention of creating single family detached residential units and plans to change
the land use from Public/Quasi-Public to Residential Neighborhood, Combined
Industrial/Commercial and Public/Quasi-Public on the entire CUHSD owned 12-acre
property. No concerns were noted.

Building records included commercial/industrial permits for the installation of a T-
Mobile antenna in 2016. No concerns were noted.

San Jose Fire Ramboll requested records from Santa Clara County Fire Department for information
Department (Fire regarding soil or groundwater investigations, USTs, LUSTs, hazardous materials
Department) inspections, or violations/permits for the property. The Fire Department reported

Hazardous Materials Business Plans (HMBPs) for the site and surrounding CUHSD
buildings, records of inspections for the site and surrounding CUHSD buildings, and
sampling documentation from the UST removal performed at the bus maintenance
building adjacent to the west of the site discussed in Section 4.1.2. Hazardous
Material Business Plans as recent as 2017 identified the storage of the following
materials on the site: up to 25 gallons of gasoline, 400 gallons of latex paint, and
cylinders of welding gases. HMBPs provided by the Fire Department also included
storage of the following materials at the adjacent CUHSD bus maintenance building
and storage sheds: up to 1,000 gallons of waste oil, up to 500 gallons of motor oil,
up to 100 gallons of various other cleaners and solvents, and small quantities of
battery acid and cleaners containing the chlorinated solvent 1,1,1-trichloroethane.
No concerns were noted.

Fire Department inspections for the site and adjacent CUHSD buildings from 1999 to
2019 were reviewed by Ramboll. Only minor violations, primarily regarding
emergency preparedness, were reported. No concerns were noted.

Santa Clara County Ramboll requested records from SCCDEH for information regarding soil or
Department of groundwater investigations, USTs, LUSTs, hazardous materials inspections, or
Environmental Health violations/permits for the property. SCCDEH reported documentation from the
(SCCDEH) County of Santa Clara Department of Environmental Health’s Hazardous Materials

Compliance Division to approve CUHSD'’s hazardous material inventory. The SCCDEH
also reported lab results from water samples collected in 2007 that appear to be
collected from various high school art departments within the district. No concerns
were noted.

Santa Clara Valley Water | Ramboll referred to the SCVWD online database, but all site information was

District (SCVWD) recorded on Geotracker. No records related to the site were found on Geotracker;
however, the adjacent site (with the same address) did have a closed LUST case that
is discussed in section 4.1.2 of this report. No concerns were noted.

4.4 Previous Environmental Assessments and Activities

Based on a review of historical site documents and interviews with the site director, no prior Phase I
environmental assessments, UST closures, environmental sampling, or remediations activities are
known to have been conducted at the site. A UST removal was performed at the bus maintenance
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building located on CUHSD property adjacent to the west of the site (Figure 2). Ramboll reviewed an
asbestos and lead survey conducted by ProTech Consulting & Engineering in March 2020. Any issues
identified in the asbestos and lead survey will be addressed during building demolition and are not a
concern for the site.

4.5 Environmental Lien Record Search

A review of EDR Environmental Lien Search Report dated March 30, 2020 was conducted to identify
environmental liens or AULs imposed by judicial authorities with respect to APNs 414-25-001 and 414-
25-020. No environmental liens or AULs were found. The EDR Environmental Lien Search Report is
attached as Appendix D.

4.6 User-Provided Information

Ramboll provided Robson Homes with a User Questionnaire (consistent with Appendix X3 of the ASTM
Standard) that requested information relating to environmental liens, AULs, specialized knowledge of
the property, property value diminution, chain-of-title, or any other commonly known or obvious
indications of site contamination, that was not otherwise provided to Ramboll. The user did not
provide any information that was not otherwise obtained and reviewed by Ramboll.
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5. SITE RECONNAISSANCE

5.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions

Ramboll conducted multiple site visits in December 2018 and March 2020. During the site visits,
observations of the site were made to evaluate if any RECs, as defined in Chapter 2, are present.

5.2 General Site Setting and Observations

Ramboll made observations concerning all issues specified in Sections 9.4.2 through 9.4.4 of the ASTM
E1527-13 Standard. The presence or absence of each issue of environmental interest or concern is
noted in Table E. Additional information regarding observed and historical items is provided in the
sections following the table.

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6. SOIL AND SOIL VAPOR SAMPLING ACTIVITIES

In February 2019, Ramboll conducted soil and soil vapor sampling activities at the site. In March
2020, Ramboll conducted an additional round of soil vapor sampling from the soil vapor wells installed
in February 2019. Figure 4 shows the sample locations, Tables 1 through 4 summarize the results of
soil sample analysis and Table 5 summarizes the results of soil vapor sample analysis.

The soil sampling analytical results were compared to applicable USEPA Regional Screening Levels
(RSLs), Cal/EPA DTSC-modified RSLs for residential land use, and SFRWQCB Environmental Screening
Levels (ESLs) for residential land use. In the case of arsenic, concentrations were compared to
naturally-occurring background levels. For simplicity, RSLs, DTSC-modified RSLs, and ESLs will herein
be referred to as “regulatory screening criteria”.

6.1 Pre-Field Activities

Ramboll prepared a site-specific health and safety plan (HASP) and notified Underground Service Alert
(USA) of the sampling activities at least two working days prior to the start of intrusive sampling, as
required by law. Ramboll contracted with Subdynamic Locating Services to perform utility locating,
Penecore Drilling to perform concrete coring and direct push drilling activities for soil sample collection
and soil vapor well installation, McCampbell Analytical, Inc. (MAI) to perform soil sample analyses, and
Eurofins Calscience to perform soil vapor sample analysis.

6.2 Soil Sampling and Soil Gas Well Installation

Soil sampling and soil gas well installation activities were performed on February 13 and February 19,
2019. A total of ten borings (SGO01 through SG10) were advanced to approximately 15 feet bgs using
direct push technology (DPT) drilling equipment with 2.25-inch diameter casing. Continuous soil cores
were collected, observed for visual or olfactory indications of a release, and screened for VOCs with a
photoionization detector (PID). The borings were then completed as dual-depth soil gas wells in
accordance with the Cal/EPA DTSC Active Soil Gas Investigations Advisory (Cal/EPA 2015 - herein
after referred to as “the Advisory”), with soil gas probes placed at 5 feet bgs and 14.5 feet bgs.
Approximately 6 inches of sand was placed in the bottom of each borehole. A stainless-steel sampling
probe connected to Teflon tubing was placed on top of the sand layer and an additional 6 inches of
sand was placed on top of the sampling probe. Approximately 1 foot of dry granular bentonite was
placed on top of the sand layer and the borehole was backfilled with hydrated bentonite to a depth of
5.5 feet bgs. An additional 6 inches of sand was placed above the grout in the bottom of the borehole
and a stainless-steel sampling probe connected to Teflon tubing was placed on top of the sand layer.
Approximately 6 inches of sand was placed on top of the sampling probe followed by approximately 1
foot of dry granular bentonite. The remaining borehole was backfilled with cement. An air-tight valve
was placed on the end of each Teflon® tube, and each well was completed with a traffic-rated flush-
mount well vault.

Eight additional soil borings (SB11 through SB18) were advanced to 5 feet bgs using DPT drilling
equipment with 2.25-inch diameter casing for collection of soil samples. Continuous soil cores were
collected, observed for visual or olfactory indications of a release, and screened for VOCs with a PID.
At all 18 soil borings (SGO01 through SG10 and SB11 through SB18), soil samples were collected from
1 foot and 3 feet bgs. The samples were placed in laboratory-supplied glass sample jars, placed on
ice in a cooler, and delivered to MAI for analysis under chain-of-custody documentation. The 1 foot
bgs samples collected from each location were analyzed for California Assessment Manual (CAM) 17
metals using EPA Method 6020, organochlorine pesticides using method EPA Method 8081A, and
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polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) using EPA Method 8082. The 1 foot bgs samples from borings SGO1
and SB13, installed in the immediate vicinity of the sewer cleanout that discharges to the ground
surface during backups or storm events, were also analyzed for TPH in the gasoline, diesel, and motor
oil ranges by EPA Method 8015M and VOCs by EPA Method 8260B. All soil samples collected from 3
feet bgs were temporarily placed on hold at the laboratory pending review of shallow soil sample
results. Ramboll determined soil samples collected from 3 feet bgs did not need to be analyzed based
on the results discussed below in Section 6. The 3 feet bgs samples were disposed of by the
laboratory.

In addition to the chemical analysis described above, four composite samples were collected for
analysis of naturally-occurring asbestos (NOA) by California Air Resources Board (CARB) Method 435.

Sample composition is described in Table F, below.

The soil sampling locations and depths are described below in Table F and shown on Figure 4.

NOA-05061718 Composite of baserock or shallow soil from locations SG05, SG06, SB17, and SB18.

No PID readings indicative of a VOC-impacted soil were observed during soil screening activities.

All metals concentrations were less than regulatory screening criteria for residential land use or, in the
case of arsenic, below typical naturally-occurring background levels. No PCBs, TPH in the gasoline,
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diesel, or motor oil ranges, or VOCs were detected above laboratory reporting limits in any of the soil
samples. All pesticide concentrations were less than the applicable regulatory screening criteria.

Naturally-occurring asbestos was not detected in any of the four composite samples.

Soil sample results are presented in Tables 1 through 4, and laboratory analytical reports are included
in Appendix F.

6.3 Soil Vapor Sampling

Soil vapor sampling was performed on February 25, 2019. An additional round of soil vapor sampling
was performed on March 25 and 26, 2020. During the 2019 sampling event, soil vapor samples were
successfully collected from both the shallower (5 feet bgs) and deeper (14.5 feet bgs) probes at all
locations with the exception of the shallower probes at SG06 and SG07 due to low permeability soils
and/or moisture in the shallower zone that did not allow for sufficient soil vapor flow and sampling.
During the 2020 sampling event, soil vapor samples were successfully collected from all soil gas
probes, with the exception of the shallower probe at SG06 due to low permeability soils and/or
moisture in the shallower zone that did not allow for sufficient soil vapor flow and sampling in the
shallower vapor probe.

Soil vapor samples were collected in accordance with the Advisory. Soil vapor sampling in February
2019 was conducted six days after vapor probe installation to allow for soil vapor equilibrium and, in
accordance with the Advisory, a minimum of five days after a 24-hour period during which
precipitation exceeded 0.5 inches. Soil vapor samples were collected using individually-cleaned and
certified 1-liter stainless steel Summa canisters and flow controller assemblies provided by Eurofins
Calscience. Prior to purging or sampling, a shut-in test was conducted to check for leaks in the above-
ground sampling system. To conduct the shut-in test, the above-ground sampling system was
assembled and attached to the soil vapor well with its valve in the closed position. The sampling
system was then evacuated to a minimum measured vacuum of 100 inches of water and a vacuum
gauge on the flow controller assembly was observed for at least one minute. Prior to sampling, and in
accordance with the Advisory, sample locations were purged and a leak check was conducted using a
sampling shroud in which an atmosphere of a suitable leak check compound (e.g., helium) was
generated. After purging, the valve on the Summa canister was then opened, allowing sample air to
fill the canister at a rate no greater than 200 cubic centimeters per minute (cc/min). The canister
valve was closed when approximately -2 to -3 inches of mercury in vacuum remained inside the
canister. Each canister was labelled and shipped to the analytical laboratory under chain-of-custody
documentation for chemical analysis of VOCs by EPA Method TO-15.

PCE was detected above the residential land use regulatory screening criteria of 15 pg/m?3 in the 5 feet
bgs sample from SG05 (17 pug/m?3 in March 2020; not detected above laboratory reporting limit of 8.5
pg/m?3 in February 2019) and the 14.5 feet bgs sample from SGO05 (not detected above laboratory
reporting limit 3.4 pg/m3 in March 2020; 20 yg/m3 in 2019). PCE was detected at the residential land
use regulatory screening level of 15 ug/m?3 in the 14.5 feet bgs sample from SGO1 collected in March
2020 (8.9 pg/m?3 in February 2019). PCE was detected below regulatory screening criteria at a
concentration of 3.8 pg/m3 in the 5 feet bgs sample from SG03 in March 2020 and 5.7 pg/m?3 in the
14.5 feet bgs sample from SG04 in March 2020. PCE was not detected in any other soil gas samples
collected to date. No evidence of current or historical PCE use at the site has been found based on the
information available. However, two dry cleaners (see Section 4.3.1, Former Cambrian Center
Cleaners and Cambrian Plaza Dry Cleaners) that may have used PCE and are currently under
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regulatory oversight by SFRWQCB for elevated levels of PCE in soil, soil vapor, and/or groundwater,
are located up-gradient to the south-southeast and within 0.4 miles of the site. SG05 would be the
closest soil vapor well to these offsite dry cleaner sites (Figure 3).

TCE was detected above the regulatory screening criteria 16 pug/m3 in the 14.5 feet bgs sample from
SGO5 in March 2020 (20 pg/m3; 9.6 ug/m?3 in February 2019). TCE was not detected in any other soil
gas samples collected to date. No evidence of current or historical TCE use at the site has been found
based on the information available. TCE is a daughter product of PCE and was only detected in the
well closest to the offsite dry cleaners.

Benzene was detected at 31 pg/m?3 in the 5 feet bgs soil vapor sample from SG03 and 74 pug/m3 in the
5 feet bgs sample from SG04 in February 2019; both of which exceed the regulatory screening criteria
of 3.2 pg/m3. Benzene was not detected above laboratory reporting limits at either location in
samples collected in March 2020. Furthermore, benzene was only detected in three samples from the
site. Ethylbenzene was detected at 39 pg/m?3 in the 5 feet bgs soil vapor sample from well SG04 in
February 2019, which exceeds the regulatory screening criteria of 37 ug/m3. Ethylbenzene was not
detected above laboratory reporting limit in the 5 feet bgs soil vapor sample from well SG04 in March
2020 and was only detected in two samples from the site. Both benzene and ethylbenzene are
components of gasoline and are often found in soil vapor near areas of vehicle use (such as roadways
and parking lots). The low concentrations detected are likely related to stormwater infiltration from
vehicle use areas and are not indicative of widespread site contamination. No further investigation is
warranted.

Chloroform was detected at 80 pug/m?3 in the 5 feet bgs soil vapor sample from well SG03 in February
2019, which exceeds the regulatory screening criteria of 4.1 pg/m3. Chloroform is a byproduct of
potable water treatment and as a result, detections of chloroform are often related to use of potable
water at the site and are not considered indicative of site contamination. Chloroform was not detected
in the 5 feet bgs soil vapor sample from well SGO3 in March 2020 and was not detected in any other
sample. No further investigation is warranted.

No other VOCs were detected above regulatory screening criteria in the soil vapor samples collected at
the site.

Soil vapor results are presented in Table 5, and laboratory analytical reports are included in Appendix
F.
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* Surface Discharge from Sewer Cleanout. According to site personnel, a sanitary sewer
cleanout on the northern portion of the site adjacent to the distribution warehouse periodically
discharges to the ground surface during backups or significant rainfall events. Ramboll did not
observe any staining or odors on the soil at and in the immediate vicinity of the sewer cleanout.
Soil and soil vapor sampling conducted by Ramboll in February 2019 did not identify any chemical
concentrations exceeding regulatory screening criteria. Resampling of the soil vapor probes in the
immediate vicinity of the sewer cleanout in March 2020 detected PCE at a concentration equal to
the regulatory screening criteria for residential land use. No further action or investigation is
recommended.

* Historical Agricultural Operations. Historical aerial photographs dating back to 1939 indicate
the site was originally developed for agricultural purposes (row crops and/or orchards). Aerial
photographs indicate that recreational use of the land started by 1963 on the southern portion of
the site. Agricultural operations ceased by 1974 when all remaining orchards were cleared and
the warehouse on the western portion of the site was constructed. Given this historical use,
pesticides and other agricultural chemicals were possibly applied to the site during this time.
Ramboll collected shallow soil samples at the site that were analyzed for metals and
organochlorine pesticides. All metals and organochlorine pesticide concentrations were below
regulatory screening criteria for residential land use. No further action or investigation is
recommended.

7.1.3 De Minimis Conditions

De minimis conditions are those that do not represent a material risk of harm to public health or the
environment and that generally would not be the subject of enforcement action if brought to the
attention of appropriate governmental agencies. Ramboll identified the following de minimis
conditions related to the site:

* Minor Floor Staining. Ramboll observed multiple areas of exterior pavement in parking areas
and underneath landscaping equipment where oil stains were apparent. The stains were limited in
areal extent, the underlying pavement/flooring appeared to be intact, and no stains appeared to
reach floor drains or storm water drains. As such, Ramboll considers this matter to represent a de
minimis condition.

7.2 Analysis of Data Gaps

The ASTM Standard defines a data gap as “a lack of or inability to obtain information required by the
practice despite good faith efforts by the environmental professional to gather such information.” A
data gap is only significant if other information obtained during the ESA, or professional experience,
raises reasonable concerns and affects the ability of the environmental professional to identify whether
a given issue is a REC. The ASTM Standard requires that the ESA report identify and comment on
significant data gaps.

Limiting conditions and deviations to the ASTM Standard for the assessment are discussed below.

* The earliest readily available aerial image that indicates specific site uses is dated 1939 and shows
that at least a portion of the property was already developed for agricultural uses. ASTM defines
agricultural site use as a “developed” site use. Due to extended age of the site, it was not
possible to interview representatives dating back to the site’s first developed agricultural use.

None of the exceptions, deletions, deviations, or site reconnaissance limitations noted above are
considered to represent significant data gaps.
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9. ASTM DEFINITIONS

The following definitions are presented in the ASTM Standard:

REC - Recognized Environmental Condition:

The presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a
property: 1) due to release to the environment; 2) under conditions indicative of a release to the
environment; or 3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future release to the
environment.

CREC - Controlled Recognized Environmental Condition:

A recognized environmental condition resulting from a past release of hazardous substances or
petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority,
with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the
implementation of required controls.

HREC - Historical Recognized Environmental Condition:

A past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection
with the property and has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or
meeting unrestricted use criteria established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property
to any required controls.

De minimis Condition:

A condition that generally does not present a threat to human health or the environment and that
generally would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate
governmental agencies.

Data Gap / Significant Data Gap:

A lack of or inability to obtain information required by the practice despite good faith efforts by the
environmental professional to gather such information. A data gap is significant if other information
and/or professional experience raises concerns involving the data gap.

Please note that the term “other finding” is not defined by ASTM; rather, Ramboll uses the term to
connote areas of contingent risk that are not clearly defined by the ASTM Standard.
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APPENDIX B
ENVIRONMENTAL DATABASE REPORT

EDR conducted its searches for the standard environmental record sources and the
minimum search distances, as specified by the ASTM Standard. The ASTM Standard
uses the terminology “approximate minimum search distance” to refer to the radii
searched in the environmental database report.

EDR conducted the search of environmental databases in December 2017. Because
the environmental databases themselves are sometimes not updated by the specific
regulatory agencies for periods of up to one year or more (depending on the database
and the state), the database search conducted herein will not necessarily list any
facility or site for which an environmental investigation/listing has been initiated
subsequent to the last update.
